A Cure for a BalkyHorse.

A Cannda paper gives rvom for the
following curlous modo of dealing with
n balky horse: I would prepare mysell
witha good strap—I want no whip; per-
haps he has got a good taste of that al
ready, and still ho is master. But some
fine day when I was ot peace with my-
self and all around, Iwould hitch him
to the buggry, turning his head to the
village. Hoe goes hall way very woll in-
deed; then he begins to consider that
he had gous far enough in that diree-
tion, and stops, 1 step down; he ex.
pects me to use the whip; hois mis-
taken. As na eriminal, I trest him on
the silent system. I push him back s
littlo out of ihe way. Ishow him the
strap, putling it up (o his nose. 1 go to
the off-side and buckle it to his fore leg,
closo up to his breast, throwing the
other end over his shoulder; I then raise
his near foot and fix it with the hoof a!,
most touching the belly. This done, 1
sny, “Now, old chap, you just stand
there.'* I don't swmoke, so I take a
paper from my pocket, and finding o
place where I can sit down, and he see
me, I begin to read. This is something
he did not bargain for, and the novelty
of standing on three legs somewhat di-
verts his mind from tho cause thatstop-
ped him. I think that is the chief point
gained, and the most humasne, When
the strap is taken off [ show it to him,
carcss him & little, and we move on
without irritation. The strap will now
become a part of the harness for n
month or two, Ullat last the sight of it
will act ¢ s a tailsman,

Eroom Corm.

Broom corn, as many of our readers
may know, was introduced to this coun-
try by Dr. Franklin, He saw a seed on
a broom, planted it, and the seeds from
this single plant were the beginning ol
broom ecorn a4 an American agricullural
product. The eredit of the broom-
making industry is due to the Shukeys,
who, raising the plantsin their gavdens,
manufactured the brooms and sold them
for fifty cents, or more, apiece. Im-
mediately after the war, so great was
the profit from its cultivation, that it
was soon overdone, and the many who
had rushed into the business were soon
discouraged and abandoned it. Now it
is cultivated in all parts of the country.
The stulks grow very tall; the seeds, if
left to mature and ground with vorn or
onts, are deemed excellent for fattening
cattle. But ns the straw is brighter and
more desirable if cut while the seedsare
in the milk or dough state, the seeds
are not gathered, Thesze should be
planted on good soil, in drills three
feet apart, the seeds one foot apart in
the drill.

The Potato,

It is supposed that the potato is
indigenous, and coulined to no particu-
lar part ol the world. Mr. Darwin, for
instance, found it wild in the Chonos
archipelago. W. J. Hooker says that
it is common at Valparaiso, where it
grows abundantly on the sandy hills
near the sea, In Pern and various
other parts of South Ameriea it sppears
to be nt home. It is a well known fact
that it was to the colonists whom Sir
Walter Reluigh sent out, in Queon
Elizabeth's reign, that we are indebted
for our potntoes. Herrist, who went out
with these colonists, and who wrote an
account of his travels, makes what may,
perhaps, be regarded as the earliest
mention of the vega‘able, Under the
heading of ‘roots,’'kementions whuthe
calls the “*openawk.’ *TLese roots,"
he says, “‘are round, some large as wal-
nuts, others much larger, they grow on
damp soils, many banging together as
if ixed on ropes; they are good food,
either boiled or voasted.” In early
times the potate was considered by
many to be poisonous and unhealthy,
and was avoided as an article of diet,
particularly by the very poor.

What Kitls Frauit Treens.

Some time ago Josinh Hoopes, in an
address before the Pennsylvanin Fruit
Growers Associntion, made the follow-
ing excellent remarks on planting fruit
trees: “Deep planting i3 one error—to
plant a tree more shallow than it former-
ly staod is really the right way, whilst
many plant a tree ns they wounld o post,
Roots are of two kinds—the yonng and
tender rootletd, composed entirely ol
cells, the feedare of the tree, alwnys
found ngar the surface getting air and
molstuy¥, roots of over ono year old,
which tpsve only as suppbrters of the
tree as conductors of its food.
Hence tgp injugy the? ensues when the
deligame Yootle deeply buried in
earth, Placing fresh or green manure
in contact with the young roots is, he
tells us, another groat error. The place

put manure is on the surface, where
the elements disintegrate, dissolve and
carry it downward. MNumerous form
of fungi are generated and rdprod
by the application ot such manures di*
rectly to the roots, and they immediate-
ly attack the tree. It Is very well to en-
rioh the soil at transplanting the tree,
but the manure, if to be in contact with
or very near the roots, should be thor-
oughly decomposed."

By the Doctor's
experiments he has practically demon-
strated that great ndvantage is to be de-
rived from the use of open nir. The
cures whioch he reports are ascribed
mainly to the ndmission of out-door air
to the patient's bed-room. He argues
that the patient cannot suffer {rom the

lication of this remody, from other
disenses, or from the temperature of the
atmosphere. If the patient is kept warm
in bed by artificial means, the free
breathing of pure air will at all times
koop up the natural animal heat, In
typhus fever, complications of all kinds,
of the lungs, or other organs, simply
render the nocess of fresh air more ur-
g nt and essentinl. Tt nlso enablos the
patient to take stimulants more easily
when necessary.

The Nose In the Dairy.

I'his seoma like an ingignificant mem-
ber ofthe working force about a well-
conduoted dairy, but it really is n 'mw-
erful ally when properly nppreciated
and Judicionsly applied. Every one
knows that bad odours are the greatest
mischief-mnkers that can come in con-
taet with milk, butter, or cheese. With
it presonce good butter cannot be
mude, while milk, and eepeeially eream,
alsorb bad smells rapidly aud futally,
For thepurpose of detecting the presence
ot these unwolcoma visitors n koen
smelling  noge shonld be enltivated.
There i1sno donbt thal this sense, like
nll the others—fecling, seeing, tasting,
eto.—onn be greatly cultivated, and just
us suroly lost by negleot, The person
who lives within the reach of odours
from glue and soap factories soon be-
cowes totally indifferent o them, Just
80 the careless dairyman, who wllows
old cresm and gresso to accumulate
about the milk-room, never thinking
nbout tho smell of things, Inils in the
ond to notiee them until he finds his
butter totally rejected in the market
Fumes (rom cooking onions, eabbage,
and other smelling tood may permonte
the air to such an extont that the women
of the family lose all sense of bad odours,
and consequently fail to dotect lessor
but equally fatal odours in the milk-
room.

To detect & bad odour it is necessary
to devote the whole attention of your
wind to the matter. Take up r.’\rfl ar-
ticle in the milk-room, and smell of it
to see il undetected trouble i3 pot brow-
ing. Doing this once o day will put the
sunses on the alert, and thas avoid much
trouble and loss when the butter is to
be marketed.

Afver ihe Buiter Comens.

Ai the churn comes in our most radi-
eal need of reform. How to free onr
butter from the buttermilk and in doing
s0 keep from werking the butter into o
grainless, waxy muss? For myself, 1 am
astrict ndvocate of the brine system of
gathering and working the butter. As
soon ns the cream begins to broak add
n gallon ot strong brine, the colder it is
the better, slowly work the dasher until
the buiter hus assumed the appenrarce
of b rd-shot, then draw off' the butter-
mwilk; eold water should now be turned
into butter and the aasher occasiorally
worked, but not enough to gather the
butter., It is better to change the wa-
ter once, making the sccond a weaker
brine. Draw this off and tuke the but-
ter worker, roll it very gently and only
enough to force the remnining water
out. The mass will will then be found
to be of uniform color, free from specks
or streaks, and the traces of buttermilk
will e wanted. Then salt three-fourths
of an ounce to the pound, wsing fine
salt invariably, ns thesharp crysials cut
the grobules ot butter and break down
the grain. 1t is quite a mistaken notion
that snlt preserves the butter. There
is no chemiecal union of salt and butter.
Salt merely occupies the space botween
the gralns, and if moisture or butler-
milk, but never the bulter, and at a
certnin stage salt or no salt, the butter-
milk undergoes s change and the but-
ter (?) becomes rapncid. The bulter is
now set awmay in the bowl tor twenty-
four hours, the temperatur: being kept
as low as 57 degrees, when it is :umln
placed in the worker acd gently rolled
again, a trifle more salt added, and—
without ever coming at uny stage in
contact with the hands—put into the
packing.

How 1o Cook Quimenl.

Oatmenl, says an Irish paper, is a
food of great strength and nutrition,
having olaims to be better known nnd
more widely used than it is at present.
Oatmenl requires much cooking to
eflectuaily burst its sturch-cells, but
when it is well cooked it will thicken
liquid much more than equal its weight
in wheaten flour., The oats of this
country are superior to those grown on
the Continent und the southern part of
England, but certainly interior to the
Scoteh, where considerable pains are
taken to cultivate them; and it is need-
less to lmint out that the Scotch are an
example of & strong and thoroughly
robust nation which resvlt is justly set
down us being derived from the piunti-
lul use of ontmenl.
