How To Act In Case Of Fire.
Hotter than all tho elaborate and

costly apparatus for extinguishing fires
nro constant earo and watchfulness, nnd
quick aud intelligent action on tho part
of thoso who lirst discover a flro in
progress. Tho llro which at it f begin-

ning could bo smothered with a pocket
handkerchief, or dashed out with a
bucket of water, neglected afow hours,
lays in wasto millions of dollars worth
of property. If there is any llmo in
which a person should bo cool and calm
In perfect command of himself, it is
when ho discovers a llro that threatens
tho destruction of life and property.
Tho first thing to do is to loarn precise-
ly whero it is, tho second, to consider
tho chancos of extinguishing it. Ol
course, in cities, an alarm should at
onco bo scntout. but at tho samo time
a vlgoious effort should bo made to put
out tho llro with tho means at hand;
for sometimes what tho lire onglno Is

unable to accomplish when it reaches
tho sccno, can bo dono by olio or two
persons who net promptly beforo tho
fiamos havo bad llmo to gain headway.

First, then, do not ho nlnrnied on
account o( smoko. Frequently thoro
is a great deal of smoke beforo tho flro
has mado much progress. Remember
that onocn.n pass through smoko by
kcoplng Ids head near tho lloor, or by
enveloping it in a woolen cloth. On
entering a room to light down a liro
singlo handed, keep the door closed be-

hind, if possible. A pail of water and
and a tin dipper, in tho hand of a reso-

lute porson, can bo mado to work won-

ders nt tho beginning. II tho llro has
progressed too Air to admit of this
course, and it is necessary to depend
entirely on outsido help, then sco to it
that every door and window is closed.
By so doing, wh'oro thcro is a flro

neighborhood, it will often
bo possible to conflno thu liro to one
room.

Evory porson who stops at a hotel
should tako special pains beforo retire-in- g

to noto tho location of tho stair-
ways, so that in caso of an alarm In
can find his way out, even though the
halls aro lilted with smoke. Never
lcavo a room when thcro is an alarm
of liro without lirst securing a wet
towel, or, if posslblo, a wet spongo or
picco of woolen cloth, through which
to breathe. If escape by tho stairs is
cut. oil', seek an outsido window and
stay thcro till help comes. Above nil
things bo cool and havo your wits about
you. When a lady's dress takes lire,
lot her fall on tho lloor nt onco and call
for help, in tho meantime reaching for
somo rug or woolen cloth, with which
to smother tho llames. Thcro is noth-

ing now in this advice. It has been re-

peated in ono form or another lnin
dreds of times; but it will bear repeat-
ing thousands of times more.

Au Adroit hwiirilsiiinii.
