ItUSSIA.
Roussakoff confessed that ho throw

It has been
thought necessary to follow the proclamation
ot the Emperor Alexander III. by a special
ukace summoning tbe peasants to join in alle-
giance with other faithful sul Jects. The spot
where the Czar received his fatal Injuries has
been enclosed and covered with turf, and a
sentry of the old regiment of the Cxar's Paul
guards It. The boly of the dead Emperor was
taken to the Greekcbureh of the palace. The
coffin was borne by tbe Ciir, Grand Duke
Vlandtmcr, two other Grand Dukes, and the
Princes of Louchtenburg and Oldenburg.
Tho people in tbe halls knelt as the proces
sion passed. On arrival at tho church mass
for tho dead was celebrated. His regalia was
brought from Moscow and conveyed through
tbe streets In state. Tbe authorities were In-

formed that a mine was laid In a small street
which enters Neusky Prospect, nearly oppo-
site Annltchkoft Palace, the residence of the
new Emperor. A detachment of sappers ac-

cordingly began tbo exploration from a small
6hop, tbe ownpr of which had disappeared
three days ago. Tho street Is barricaded to
provent tho public from approaching. Tho
sappers, on opening up tho ground and search-
ing tbo cellars, discovered in tho abovo men-
tioned shop the mouth, which was in tho shop-
keeper's dwelling-roo- concealed under
an ottoman. The mlno passed under tho
street leading to the riding school,
whence tho Czir was returning Sunday.
Eight moro arrests wero made and a
quantity of explosives discovered. It is stated
that tbe owners of tho shop from which the
mlno started were two students. No explo
sives havo yet been unearthed and six squad-
rons guard the palace, and detachments ot In-

fantry and Cossacks olmost surrotind tb?
Winter Palace. There Is no question about
Rouesakofl's fate, as the erection of a scat
fold on Bmdcnskl plain, where Sololell was
executed, has already been commenced.

Tbeccar alighted unhurt, bu
a second bomb exploded at his feet, shatter- -

log both legs below tbe knee and Inflicting
oincr tcrrlblo Injuries. Tne Czar was Immc
dlately conveyed in a very serious state to his
Winter Palace, where he died at 4i20 this af
ternoon. Two persons wcro concerned In the
crime, one of whoai was seized Immediately.

The
assassin, on being seized by the Colonel of
Police, drew a revolver, but was prevented
irom using it. The second bomb was thrown
by another person, and fell close to the Czar's
feet, Its explosion shattering both legs. The
Czar fell, crying for help. Col. DorJIbW
though himself much injured, raised the Em-
peror, who was conveyed to his winter palace
in ul. Dorjibkl's sleigh. Large crowds as
sembled beforo tho palace, but werekeptback
oy a oi uosjacks. The Imperial family
were au asscmoicu at tne death bed. A eoun
ell of stato was Immediately convened, nd
an places oi puuuc resort closed. A few mln
utes bufore his death the Emperor received
tno sacrament.

London, March 13. A St. Petersburg cor
respondent telegraphs that tbo Czar's right leg
was nearly torn from bis body and the left leg
badly shattered. A Cossack and a passer-b-
wero Kiiiea on tne spot. An officer of the es
cort and a Cossack havo since died. Tho Czar
Hogercd an hour and a halt and all efforts to
rally him failed.
