Hints on Mealti.

The Household,

k To purify a room, set a pitcher of
water in the apartment, and in a few
hours it will have absorbed all the re-
spired gases in tho roum, the air of
which will have become rurer, but the
water utterly filthy. The colder the
waler is the greater the capacity to con-
tain these gases, Atordinary tempera-
ture & pnil of water will absorb a pint
of carbonic acid gas and several pints
of ammonia. The eapacity is nearly
doubled by reducing the water to the
temperature of ice. Hence water kept
in & room awhile is untit for use. ™ For
the same reason, water from & pump
should always be pumped out in the
morning befors any of it is used. Tm-
pure water[is more injurious than im-
pure air.

Tresorving Posts,

The Seienlific American says that
charriig and coating with tar are only
desirable when combined; that if sim-
ply eliarro | the surface would only be-
come an absorber of moisture and
hasten decay; wherens, by applying
only tar, there would be but a casing
around the wood, nor would it penetrate
so deep as the absorbing properties of
the charring, First char, and befors
cooling apply the tar until the wood is
thoroughly impregnated; and do this
a little above the line of exposure to
the air, since it is at that point the post
weakens first, The heating evaporates
the acid and oils in the tar, and_leaves
the resin, which enters the wood, and
makes it alr and water-tight.

Dendenlng Paln.
A recent number of tho Medical Record
contains a notice of w new and curioud
meothod of deadening pain, which is of
striking simplicity. It was discovored
by Dr. Bonwill, a dentist of Philadel-
phin, in 1875. In using the mothod,
he operater mercly requests the pae
tient to breathe rapidly, making about
100 respirations per minute, ending in
rapid expirations. At the enil of from
two to five minutes an entire or partial
absonce of pain results for hall a min-
ute or more, and during that time
teoth may be drawn or inclsions made.
The patient may be in any position,
but that recommended is lying on the
side, and it is best to throw & handker.
chief over the fnoe to prevent disirac-
tion of the patient’s attention. When
the rapid breathing is first begun the
patient may feel somo exhilaration; fol-
lowing this comes a sensation of full-
ness in the head or dizziness. The face
is at first flushed, and afterward pale
or even bluish, the heart beats rather
foebly and fast, but the sense of touch
is not saffected, nor is consciousness
lost. The effect is prodused in
females more readily than in males,
and in the middle-aged more easily than
in the old; children ean hardly be made
to breathe properly. It is denied that
there is any possible danger. Scveral
minor operations, other than frequent
dental ones, have been successfully
made by this method, and it is claimod
that in dentistry, minor surgery and
obstetries it may supplant the common
anwmsthetics. Dr. Hewson's explana-
tion is that rapid breathing diminishes
the oxy renation of blood, and that the
resultant excess of carbonic acid tem-
pornrily poisuns the nerve centres. Dr.
Bonwill gives seve:al explanations, one
belug the specifio effect of carbonie
aoid, another the diversion of will force
produced by rapid volunta:y muscular
action, and, third, the damming upXof
the bleod in the brain, due, to the ex-
cessive amount of air passing through
the lungs, The Record is not satisfied
with the theories, but considers it well
proved that pain may be deadened by
the method, which it commends to the

profession for the exnct experimental
determination of its preciss value.

On the snmmit of the west bank it
tottchos tne village of Saliash, which is
built down the hill-side to the water's
edgo, and whioh is like most other figh.
ing villages in Cornwall —clean, solidiy
put together, unornamoenta’, and n whit
ish-gray in color. The deficlency of
color is d spiriting to tho artist who hns
come from the contemplation of the
more opulent architecture of the Conti
nent.  The cottages, ono and two sto.
ries high, of concrete, brick, and store,
with dinmond-pancd windows, have
been designed to shelter without any
other idena than mtility., Their white or
yollow walls seem to be vertieal straln
of the Indigenous rocks of their founda.
tions. Tho sashes and the doors are
painted black, and the stroets are made
of gray macadam. What little color
there is gains brillianey from contrast
with these quiet :urroundings. The
| verdure is the greenest, and the fuchsing
blazo in rolief. Upon the hill, with a
somowhat disorderly little grave-yard
incloging it, i3 a serioust-looking, square-
towered church, like many others in
Cornwall, of gray sandstons, woll worn
by the weather of conturies, which has
smoothed all tho edges.

White Russian Oats,

During the past season Prof, W, W,
Tracy, superintendent of the test garden
of . M, Ferry & Co,, of this eity, has
been growing a number of varicties of
oats, Among the other he has grown
the White Russian, a variety that was
largely advertised in the agricultural
press last season, When visiting the
grounds recently he pointed out this
varlety among others, and expressed
the opinion that it was a most valuable
aequisition. Ho had found it hardy, a
thrifty grower, and a large yielder, the
heads being large and very heavy., It
wns grown along with & number of
other varieties, had the same soil and
the sume care; yobits growth was much
more thrifty, and a comparison of the
hoads of any other variety with it
showed a remarkable difference in its
favor.

Purifying Cisterns,

ing cisterns as follows; I rocently
moved into a house that had been
unoceupied for several weeks and found
that the cistorn water, while looking
clear and pure, had a most sbominable
odor. Thinking that the agitation
oaused by pumping the water, would
soon wend the matter, the family did
ita best to use the offensive stuff. But
finding little improvement, I procured
from a druggist a couple of ounces of
rermnnganne of potash, and dum
t into the cistern. In twonty-four
hours tho offensive smell had entirely
disappeared, The chemical ocost me
&in{:enw. Perhaps this experience
may be of use to some of your readers,
hence I make & note of it.
