He then argued that the
Iirlsouer hud that degree of Intelligence, legal

and morilscmewhlch rendered him
rcaponIblc for his acts. In a telling passage ho
showed that tho prisoner himself had wit to sec
the fatal weakness of Scovllle's lino of defouco
una repudiated It, arguing In his own behalf
that he was no Imbecile, but a sane man whose
Intellect and will had been dominated during n
epeclllcd jierlod of time, rendering him Irre-
sponsible for this particular enmc. Ho then
reviewed tho circumstances of tho crljie nnd
the victim and tho criminal.

"If," hu exclaimed, "I were to sum up tho
moral ana iiuciiccui.il qualities ci tne man, l
should savt'e had the darlnc or n vulture com
bined with the heart of a wolf." In speaking
of Gulteau's plan ho remarked upon his greater
fear of a mob than ot tho law, and exclaimed:
"We must say, to our shame, that this estimate
had foundation. It rested," ho added, "with
me jury to snow to tne worm wnetucr uui
teuu's opinion was well founded."

I n Anilely more respect for n man who docs not
express an opinion than for those so ready to
express an opinion with no data upon which to
basolt."

Uuiteau here announced that he had Just
completed his speech.

In religion a hypocrite, at
law a pettifogger, In all things n swindler, a
Jull bird and In all thing n depraved and
wicked wretch. lie read Impressively the llrst
chapterot St. James, Kith to 15th verso: "Ixt
no man say when be is tempted, I am tempted
of(!ol; for Ood cannot be tempted with evil,
neither tcmpteth Ho any man; but every man
In tempted when Ho Is nrawn nway from his
own lust nnd enticed.

Davldge read from Gulteau's testimony with
frequent Interruptions of a scarcllglous kind,
comparing himself tp Paul, and sarlug Davldge
knew uothlng of the Deity, and that tho Deity
would get hhn dpwn below.

Mr. Davidgo said this daring and audacious
lioy who gave way to vice In Onella, became
later as a man a Thcocrat, who would overturn
law ana cnurcnes, later ooastca uimscit ot tne
firm ot Jesus Christ &Co. It was tho legiti-
mate and logical outcomo of his wicked ego-
tism nnd explained his crime.

Oultcau became utrlv as this scorlnir proceed
ed, and Davldge trusted tho Jury would not
draw any Infcrenco from his falling to respond
iu uuucnu'B laiscnoous

Davidgo said In conclusion : "I promised you
would not mako n sneeeh. I shall tmliilirn In

no peroration except to say that your country-
men end nil Christendom arc wafting for your
verdict. I thank vou, gentlemen, for your at
tentlou."

r.oolc After tho Implements.
As wlntor approaches wo cannot re-

frain from saying that tho careful
thoughtful farmer nover allows his
plows, harrows, cultivators, mowing
nnd reaping machinery, to bo cxposod
to tho woathor, or whoro thoy can bo
damagod by fowls or stock. Ho pro-vid-

a covered placo for thom all whoro
tho rains caunot ponotrato, with cither
board flooring or placod upon scantling
to raiso thom from tho ground. Such
portions of tho ironlikoly to rust shojld
bo painted ovor slightly with any cheap
oil-pai- nil It will add to tho preserva-
tion nnd appearance of all implements
and mucliinory, ospoolnlly if tho wood-

work is nlso painted. Whonthls is in-

convenient tho iron should bo cleaned
of dirt nnd groasod with ploces of fnt
pork. Thoy should also bo put in good
repair in tho winter, in order to bo
ready for operating when noodod in tho
spring. Loavlng this ropalring until
another soason opons frequently causes
damaging delays, which should always
bo provided against. Thoro Is nothing
llko being always roady with thoso
for any omorgonoy.

But my
Southern friends soon found that all of
theso ilvo were subject to sourf, mango
and other dlsngroeablo cutaneous dis
eases, which tho black or dark spotted
pigs oscaped entirely, nnd always woro
a healthy, clean, glossy hldo. Tho
plnntors thon bogan to chango their
ordors, and In tho courso of a fow yeait
would hrdly noeopt whito pigs from
tho North, ovou of tbo tiuost broods, as
a gift. In most other parts of tho
UnitcAStatos, a deop p'rojudlco prevail
ed ngVlnst black and dark snottcd
swlno, mi dfow would brood thorn; bo- -

cause, 1'ioysald, tho skin was dark, and
yot tli would gonorally scrapo to tbo
whitqflliVhon thoy camo to dress it.

A BOLD NIGHT ATTACK.

Snatching the Rebel OraUer Florida From
jietween two Men-or-tra- r,

It was indeod a busy sceno aboard

our craft on the ovontfnl night bags
woro filled with coal and stowed In tho
wako of tho machinery; rnon woro so-

lcctcd to board tho Florida and ship hor
cablo just aa soon aa tho vessel struck.
Bolng a night attaok, yards of whito
linen woro distributed and a strip of tho
sumo tiod on tho arm of onoh man, so
that frlond could bo distinguished from
foo.

Tho Captain's idea wan to stonm right
into tho Florida nnd elthor cut hor down
so Hint sho would sink, or olso so

hor ciow that thoy would glad-
ly surrender. As boforo stated tho
cruisor had takon up hor anchorago
woll undor tho Brazilian mon-of-wn- r,

and to roach her tho Wnchusotts, being
anchored outside, was obligod to mnko
a sharp turn, nnd pass botwoon tho bow
of ono nnd Btom of another war vcssol.
Word was passod to slip our cablo. At
tho snmo tlmo nslgnnl was given to "go
ahondt" with tho engines, which ordor
was oboyed with a will, for they woro
sot running nt their maximum. Owing,
it is presumed, to tlio darkness of tho
ulght or to tho natural excited condi-

tion of tho mon etationod to slip tho
cable, thoy did not succeed in accom-
plishing it, but after considerable dolay
tlio chain ported and our vossol, with
soiuowhat diminished speed, hoadod
for the enemy.

As wo npproachod tho Florida, tho
"lookout" on watch sang out lustily
from that ship, "shift your helm!" but
before tho echo of his voloo had dlod
away wo had struck hor n torrliio blow
closo to tho niizs.cn chains, and nt tho
samo moment her mizzoumast fell with
nfoarful crash, fortunately not in tho
direction of our ship. Our men opened
a fusllado with small arms and com-monc-

cheering. A report at this
junctnro that tho "Confods" woro
boarding us, throw a damnor on our
crow and thoy stalled nft, but iu a mo-

ment, almost, the ofllcors had thom
back to their stations ns steadfast as
rocks. Now, In stentorian tones wo
hoard tho cry: "tho Florida is sink-

ing." Ordors woro givon to back tho
engines and tho Wnchusotts was scon
broadsido on and a demand mado for
tho foo to surrender. "You havo taken
us at ngreat dlsad vantage," was tho
reply, nccompanlod by tho rapid dis-

charge of a rovolvor. Anothor ordor
to surrender, with tho intimation that
If not complied with instantly wo would
opon llro, was met with tho samo roply.
About this timo by somo mistako, no
doubt, ono of tho ono hundred pound
rifles was discharged, and strango to
say, notwithstanding tho vessols wcro
within two hundred foot of each othor
it did not strlko tho Florida; it evident-
ly, howover, struck tho officers with nn
idea that wo "meant business," fcr on
making tlio third domand, wo rccoived
tho following reply: "tjndcr tho cir-

cumstances, I surrender!" Our Cap-

tain sang out: "Como alongsido with
your sword and ling."

Wo could sco that thoy had lowered
a boat and that it had dropped down to
tho gangway, but thoy scorned to bo an
intormlnablo tlmo gottlng tho boat
manned, nnd tho impression prevailed
that thoy woro purposoly dolnying It,
and moanwhllo loading thoir battery;
finally ono of our boats was sent to ascer-
tain tho causo of tho dolay; it soon
returned having on board tho oxocutlvo
officer of tho Florida, Lioutonnnt Porter,
formerly of our navy, who oxplalnod
tho mattor as follows: "As fast as tho
mon wcro put in tlio boat thoy would
quietly drop overboard nnd striko out
for shore." Tho Lloutonant brought
with him tho ling and sword, both of
which woro duly surrendered, and re-

ported that Captain Morris and tho
paymaster of tho ship, ns woll as a
quartor wateh of :uon,woroon tho shore
at tho timo of tho surrender. A prizo
crow was put on board, prlsonors mnn-aole-d

nnd stowed away forward, nhaw-so- r
bent on, cablo slipped, and wo stood

out to sea. Tbo mizzoumast of tho
Florida had fallen across tho holm, and
until this was cleared away sho did
somo torriblo yawing. Tho boats that
had boon used for transferring tho prizo
crow woro "lowed nndor" nnd finally
out adr'ft, for by this timo tho Brazil-
ians had thoroughly wakod up to what
was going on and it bohoovod us to
mnko all possiblo spood. Tho llttlo
round fort oponod its fire upon us, but
nono of Its missiles hit and in a vory
short timo wo wore safoly out of rango.
Daylight found us woll out to sea, and
muoh to our surprlso wo observed that
tho Brazilians, a steamer and sailing
corvotto, wcro in ohasoj but as tho
stoamer had tho corvotto in tow wo
gave oursolvos no uneasiness, and by
noon of that day thoy woro both hull
down.
