We would ask,
where is the possibility of reformation
in a system where men and women are
chained together, and where we are
annually raising a number of children
from mothers who are on the chain
where there is neither chaplain nor
physician, except such as the lessees
provide? To turn the criminals over
to private parlies who luwe no interest
in them except that prompted by avar-

ice, is to subject them lo treatment as
various as the characters ol thi.se who
haye them in charge -- iu many cases
amounting to nothing less than capital
punishment, with slow tutture added

If thcio be any readers of the Senti
mel who think that our strictures on
this iniquity are uot wairauled by the
facts in the case we commend the above
to their serious attention, and al-- o in
vilo them to read this paragraph from
the Boston Journal :

The chairman of tho committee mak
ing this report, Mr R. A. Alston, p lid
with his hie the penalty for attacking
this outrageous system. March 11,1879,
he was killed in the state capitol ol
Georgia by a sublessee, the controversy
which occasioned his death arising out
of tbe subletting of the conyi.t labor
controlled by General, now Governor,
Gordon. It is a mild use ol language
to say that these facts arc a shame and
a disgrace lo the prosperous Jstate of
(Jcorgia. There is no excuse or pallia
tion for them. Tney constitute a stain
upon the tair naiuo of the state which
can never be erased until the entire
system is 6 wept aivay. Mr. Henry
Grady, of the Atlanta Constitution, as
a lepresentalivc of the "new south,'
has greatly inlereted northern pcopio
by his recent speech. Why does he not
make uso of his eloquence nearer homo
iu arousing Georgians to a sense of
their disgrace? There is a good field
tor him. We have little expectation
however, that he will enter for, if we
remember aright, when Mr. Cable
published his protect against southern
brutalities in tho convict leave system
and in Ihc treatment ot tho negroes, the
Atlanta Constitution was one of tho

pnpeis which denounced and derided
him.

Our southern brethen will probably
attiibutc these comments to "sectional
animosity," hut wo can assure them
that there can be no let up till this
abomination is wiped out.
