It con-
sisted of locomotive, baggage car, pos-
tal cars, two passenger coaches and
two sleeping cars, and was running at
the usual rate of When about
two hundnd yards south of the end ol
Duck bridge, t;ear Old Windsor sta-
tion. A broken Kail was struck. The
locomotive, baggage car and postal car
broke away from the ret of the train,
passing over the bridge in fafety. The
rest of the train was throwu from the
rails, but confined on the road until it
came near the end ot the bridge, but
there it ran over the abutment, aud all
of the cars fell into While liver, some
fifty Icet below.

The gorge at this point is frightful,
and when the cars went down there
was a terrible ciash. As soon as possi-
ble i he detached part of the train was
(topped, and ran back to tho scene ot
disasicr. The screams of the Injured
wero heartiendiug. Assistance also
came from people bring in tho vicinity,
and everything was dono to rescue and
relieye the injured. Soon alter help ar-

rived it was discovered that fire had
started in the first pasoenger coach,
and soon the entire train was ablaze,
thus adding a new horror the al-

ready. Frightful Catastrophy. Those
pret-en- t were power leas to step the fire,
aud devoted themselves entirely to try-
ing to rescuo those imprisoned iu the
wreck. The ruscuiers met another and
unexpected obstacle in the heat, which
had bci ome intense that they were
obliged to relinquish their efforts to
save the sufferers, and were compelled
to retreat to a place of falety themsel-
ves, and to become unwilling, horror
struken witnesses to.

Fatti'iitng Swino:
We presume lhat every wide-awak-

farmer has been pushing h"is swine for
fattentng to the utmost during the warm
weather, as the cold weather will make
tteni shrink unless you hare the best of
proper shelter prepared where they can
not shiver in the snow or wind. Sec
your shelter is divided into apartments
where only sis or eight hogs can pile
together, as by this means they kill
each other and come out steaming hot
to catch cold and lay the foundation
for direasc. This is one grrat cause of
want ot thrift. So divide your feed that J

they all may get their proper share.
Never throw corn down in a pile tor
hogs to eat or allow to be done. If
cold and windy, select a pot
in which to feed at that particular time,
and at a warm luiur of the day teed
slop or water and see that all get their
share. Give your hogs fresh beds at
least once a week ; an occasional feed
of bright hay or sorghum, and keep be
fore them accessible at all times the
following mixture: Salt, wood ashes,
charcoal, suiphnr, saltpet r and cop-
peras.

One peck of ashes to a pint of salt,
two pounds of copperas te two ourues
of saltpeter, one pound of sulphur to a
peck of charcoal, nitxt d thoroughly.and
eighty hungry hogs will not leave a
morsel in tweuty-fo- ur hours, so satis-

factory is it to them and such is their
waut and need of it. If they cough,
feed ten drops of carbolic acied in a
pint of sweet milk to a 200 pound hog
in the morning, ami one teaspoonful of
sulphurous acid at night, and you can
stop all sneezing anil coughing, anil
you can thus put your hogs in good
health, llorrow money, hold your hogs
until alter taxes arc paid,-- , and the first
timo they come up sell and pay your
debts, and we believe you will run no
risk from cholera and make money.
The great secret of success is, feed ami
and water regularly in amount and
manner, aud keep your hogs health.
