Unrestrained capital in corporate
power is an evil. Corporate combina-
tion in the form of a trust is a con-
spiracy and a erimo.Tho twitio. sugar oil,
salt and other trusts are estorting from
tho farmers more than what they re-

ceive in prico for their produce will war-
rant.

The press wields n mighty influence
for good or for evil, and in a measure
shaites the policy of governments. What
paiers aro on the sido of the farmer to
promote and protect his interests, and
does the farmer support the paiior that
advocates his cause?

Our American fanners have coino to

Statistics of indebtedness already gath-
ered by the census bureau are com-- 1

plete refutation of tho reckless assertions
of eastern orators and papers. Tho
charge has been oft repeated that the
west was overloaded with mortgages;
that the security was insufficient to pay
the principal, and that bankruptcy was
inevitable. Conspicuous among these
misinformed alarmists is General liutler.
