Tin; Ocean's
The whole ocean is now mapped out

for us. The report of tho expedition
sent out from London for tho purposo
of ocean surveys has recently been pub-

lished. Xearly four years was given to
tho examination of tho currents and the
lloors of tho four great oceans. The At-

lantic, wo aro told, if drained, would be
a vast plain with a mountain range in
the middle running parallel with our
coast. Another range crosses it from
Newfoundland to Ireland, on tho top of
which lies tho submarine cable. The
ocean is thus divided into throe, great
basins, no longer "iinfathomod depths."
Tho tops or these sea mountains aro two
miles below a sailing ship.and tho basins,
according to Reclus, almost livo miles.
Theso mountains aro whitened for
thousands ot miles by a tiuy cream
sp.-cie- s of shell, lying as thickly on lheir
sides as frost crystals on a nnowbank.
Tito deepest parts are r-- -d in color, heap-

ed with volcanic masses. Through tho
black, motionless waters of these abys-

ses move gigantic, abnormal creatures
never seen in upper currents.
