At Sedalin, on Wednesday last, July!
2Tth, thers was opened n Republican |
campnign in Missouri the like of which
hus never heretofore been seco.  Excur-
sion rates were made on all the railroads,
and clubs, brass bands and all sorts of
eampuign organizations poured into Se
dilia from every direction. Many start-
<l  theevening before and trains full
of passengess were arnving all the night
provious., Oon the morning of the 25th,
the sun shosn bright and Sedalia was
dregsad 1n her most bandsome and elab
orate  hobday attire. Huoodreds of
Waurner clubs, Harrison clubs, League
clubs, Protection elubs and Campiigo
clubs of every style, name and descrip
tivn that would designate Republican
principles, came povnng mto Sedalia
Irom all the surroupding country.

Towards nooun the St. Lous delegation,
more than 100 strong, arrived, and at
12:55 Kansas City's trains were on hand
with some Lwelve or fiftean cars, londed
down to the very guand with eothusias
tic men, women and children, shouting
the battle ery of Warner and protection.

Arches of Howers and evergreens had
