The Uncertainty.
Tho uncertainty regarding tho action

prevailing stagnation. Tho Democratic
press attribute it to the Shorman law,

but indications aro not wanting that tho

the subject. A Now York Hornld special,
reporting the depressed condition tho
cotton industry, says "there are diverg-
ing opinions whether the repeal the
Sherman law will bo beneficial to the
trade."

We
aro told that business is dull because
silver is purchased; becauso its purchase
is likely to be stopped; becauso we have

Robbing The Wounded.
From s of the country com-

plaints continue to pour in of the pen
sion bureau barbarism. Dispatches state
that Senator Gorman, Representative
Hulman and other Democratic states-
men havo called at tho pension depart
ment and waved tho danger signal.

The dispatches state the pension of
Justice Long, of tho Michigan Supreme
court, has been suspended for investiga
tion, and tho Detroit Evening News

that, although tho order of suspen
sion bears tho dato of Juno 27, Justice
Long has never been officially notified of
its issuance. "Few soldiers in tho state,"
adds tho News, "suffer from wounds as
severe and annoying as those of Justice
Long." Tho arm which hangs from his
left shoulder is without life. It is an
artificial limb which replaced the mem
ber which was shot off in tho battle of
Wilmington' Island, Ga. But the worst
injury which Mr. Long sustained und
from which he suffers daily yet, is n
wound which he received in tho same
battle. He was snot through the hips
and tho abdomen. Tho wound is an
open ono and twice every day it requires
dressing. Whenever it closes Mr. Long
must lie down mid the wound has to be
opened. Justice Long's pension was
among tho first issued nnd it numbered
l(i;!10 nnd was issued over thirty years
ngo. Under various acts of cocgress the
nmount of hi pension has been increased
until now it has risen to tho sum of $72
per month, at which rato Mr. Long has
been drawing the well deserted reward
for somo years past.

It is impossible to avoid Ho conclu-
sion, from tho exjerience of Justice
Ijonj, that thoro is a deliberate purposo
first to suspend pensions nnd then to
avoid giving the jtensioncr any notice or
suspension, m order that it may be made
to appear that ho has not remonstrated
against the outrage, and is, therefore,
unworthy,

v hen this pension was stopped on tho
ground that a man capable of earning
S'j.OOO per year us a supremo court judge
was not totally disabled, there wore
many inquiries at tho pension bureau
as to whether similar action would be
t iken in the caco of General Black, of
I licois, of pensions,
n id now member of congress, nta salary
of 85,000 per annum. General Black
draws n pension of 8100 per month on
tho ground that ho is a physical wreck
and totally disabled. Tho answer to
this inquiry is that Genorul Black will
uot bo disturbed.
