Hut the more important topic which
Mr. Sumner discusses is that of
area for new wheat and corn fields. He
shows thatsuch an area does net exist
that, practically, compared with the
whole of the new West which has been
settled during the past eighteen years,
there is no good land left. Already in
Kansas and Nebraska the farmer has
been forced back because he has passed
the arid line. The millions of acree
which appear in the official reports are
deserts which can only be made availa-

ble by expensive irrigation. The rain
maker has been driven out as a fraud,
and the artesian theory of irrigation
been pronounced a fad. There remains
the utilisation of rivers and streams;
and the volume of water in them is to
tally inadequate for tho irrigation of the
many millions of acres covered with
sago-brus- h and alkali, without an ex-

penditure for water nnd dis-

tribution which would make the soil so

cobtly that it cannot compete with
those who hold wheat and corn

whirli h.int natural water; - :
