The fact at the bottom of the whole
affair was reliffious fanaticism. The
Armenians are Christians. The Kurds
and Turks are Mohammendans.

There is in this ir.aacre a reason for
the whole Eastern question.

do no. The Turkish government baa
beon for centuries merciless to itu Chris
tian subjects in Armenia. It has Allowed

the Kurds and Circassians to raid and
plunder them. Ily the treaty which
closed the Balkan waria 1878. nego
tiated at Berlic, it was stipulated that
Turkey should inaugurate certain much
needed reforms, and guarantee the se
curity of the Armenians against their
lawless neighbors. None of these things
have been done. The Armenians look
to Russia for justice. If Nicholas II.
desires to inaugurate his reign by a war
to compel the performance ot the treaty
stipulations between Rust-i- s and Turkey
the civilized world will applaud.

Diatillcd Water.
Distilled water is considered in the
