eons there is no doubt, and greatly to
their loga. Like all olher altempts to
corner the market, 1t completely failed.

It has always been suspected that the
plan was really not intended for the ad-
vantage of the farmer, but was gotten
up by some oue in Lhe interest of the
mills. Certain it is that it did not bene-
fit the farmer. All tkis 18 spcient his-
tory now, but it 18 listory full of fruit-
ful lessons.

Again the circular has been sent out
to the farmer, and he 15 urged t: hold
his wheat. What authonty there is for
such advice and how wise the authority
ia wobody can tell. It is simply an ir-
responsible utterance from nobody
knows where or whem. Uander no cir-
cumstances ought it to have the least
influence. What the farmers should do
i3 to pay not the slightest sttention 1o
such circulars, but rather to coosider
their own mneeds and requirements.
Wheat is as good as gold the world over,
but it will only bring the world's mar-
ket price.

The first thing for the farmer to do 18
to get ont of debt, and afterward con-
sider with himsell the course of prices.
There are always seasons of the year
when graiwn is at its bighest price, and
he should endeavor to macage his
affairs 8o as to take advantage of thal.
If he can do this he will need no advice
from “Hold Your Wheat" circulars. If
be caonnot do it all the circulars 1n the
world will do him no good.

Public Road Improvement.

The department of agriculture is ren-
dering valuable service in the intlerest
it ie taking in the matter of good roads
io larming districte. The information
it 18 gathering as to the best material
for such roads and the cheapest and
best methods of construction, when con-
solidated in a proper bulletin for distri-
bution, will be a great aid to fsrmiog
communities in their effort to improve
the pubtic highways. There ie no depart-
ment of the public service in which
thers has been as much actual waste of

ublic funds and public effort, as in the
ition of wnat is culled the road

Mallions of dollars each year in many of
the states are levied in the shape of
road tax, in the respective towns and
townships, and thousuods of dollurs of
poll tax are annoually collected to be ap-
plied to the repair or improvement of
the public roads, but sowehow they are
fritterad away withoul any material
public beoefit. It is wasted by patching
bere and there and by whal is called
“working cut rond tax,” and the greater
part of public energy represented in the
road tax duplicates is absolutely squen-
dered with little good effect. A vicivus
system allowed Lo grow up years age in
the older states, and ns settlementa ad-
vanced westward this yicious and waste-
ful plan went with it, and is deeply
rooted in every commnnity. It will be
no belter until the legislatures
of the various etates take Lime
enough to study the subject
thoroughly and & new system adopted
that will give the public the full benefit
of the money annually expended. Some
