Union Township.

Thia township came into existence by
an order of the county court, consisting
of Judges A.J. Evans, Georgs Mclntyre
and Samuel Thompson, on May 10, 1866.

The first locality settled in this town-
ship, is known as Sharp's Grove, and 19
also the oldest settlement in the north-

west part of the county.

metropolis of Craig. The grove includes
sbout seven square milea. The original
sottlers of the groye were W. A. and
Abraham Sharpe, who came from Brack-
en county, Kentucky, in the fall of 1811,
and settled in the grove. John Wise al-
80 came thesame year. Jacob Rugh
came from Peonsylvania in 1842. In the
same year came Juseph Secott, Daniel
Hogsn and J. Kelso. Daniel Danid and
his son Charles cams in 1843, as aleo
Samuel Thompson and A. McDonald.
Colone! Hughea aad his son-in-law.Sam-
uel Russel were among the earliest set-
tlera in the bottom ragion of the town-
ship. The first farm opened across Lit-
tle l'arkic, near the bluff, was improved
by Aboer Norris, who was amoong the
earhiest ssttlers of the county. Norris
afterward moved to Iowa. J. B. Wright
first settled in the bottom but subse-
gently made his home in S 'a Grove.
Dawson was also an y settler.
Geo. Haer,A. Hoppse, Wm. Beauchamp
aand A. J. Williams settled in the town-
ship in 1844, and in 1845 came C. M.
Guilliams, Altred C. Taylor and C. C.
Cupningham.Daniel Hogan settled three
miles east of Craig in 1842,

A family named Lewis attempted to
start a town in the township, and
they laid eut “Lewisville” on 19, 62, 40;
this waain March 1850. In 1854 Marietta
was Isid out en the adjoining section
20. S. C. Collins, now of Oregon.
by David Templeton, surveyed these
sites. These placea never gained greater
notoriety than mere wood landings for
boats, and the small stores established
8000 failures. These ates bave
long since been washed out of existence
by the treacherous Missouri. .

Daniel Durbin, & noted character in
his day, kept a hotel in this township
in 1841, on the se. qr. of sec. 34, 63, 40,
aod was a station on the stage line to
Council Bluffa, The structure was a
double log house. Durbin also kept a
tarry across the Tarkio before the bridge
was built. He moved to Calilornia in
1844 where he was kiiled. His ferry was
sometimes called Army ferry. .

The first church erected in Union
township was bmit by the Chrnistian
denomination. 1n 1877, and was named
in bonot of Joshus Kelso, “The Kelso
Church,”snd stande on the aw. gr. of 35,

- | about four miles south of the town of

Craig. Calvin Guilliame deeded two acree
of land to this church. Elder Kelasy
organized this coogregation. The M.
E. charch (south) organized in 1879 and
used the Kelso church at times. The
Evangelical Lutherans organized in 1877
and built a house of worship some three
miles west of Craig. Rev. C. F. Scholz
was their first minister.

The early history of our sister city of
Craig was published in these columns in
June, 1895.

Rush Bottom was a postoffice on the
Missouri River in this township in the
very earliest days of the township.

Missouri Game Laws.

As the full hunting season approach.es,

temen are making preparations for

eir sutumn raids on the game that 1
found in western forests, uplande and
ﬁrairiu. The revised game laws of

issouro, as & natural cunsequence, are
an interesting topic in sportsmen’s circles
at this time. It is unlawful to kill deer
in Missouri that are under one year of
age at any time. Bucks over one year
may killsd between October 1 and
January 1,but it unlawful to kill any doe
for a period of five years. Wild turkey,
prairie chicken, ruffed grouse er quml
(Vicgine partridge) may be killed be-
tween November 1 and January 1. of
each year; woodcock, turtle dove, mea-
dow lurk and plover may be killed be-
tween Augusf 1 and Junuary 1 of each
year, and wild ducks and geese between
October and April 1 of each year. Hunt
era are prohibited from killing or snur-
ing wild California Valley or Mountain
quail or partridge, or Mexican or Texas
quail or ertradgo or any vyariety of
“Messena” or “Montezuma” for five
years, and Chinese pheasant are pro-
tected for the same period of time. For
a period of five years it 18 also unlawful
to sell or uttempt to seil, for the pur-
pose of shipping outside of the county
where killed any quail, pinnated grouse,
prairie chicken, deer or turkey, or for
any railroad or expreas company to re-
ceive for shipment from one county Lo
another sny such game, and the ‘Runh’
for each offense is fixed at $100. The sale
or possession of game under the above
conditions will be counsidered sufficient
evidence of guilt,

Huntera trespassing on the inclosures
of others, with gun or dog withoul the
consent of the owners of the premises
are liable to a fine of 210,

Quail and prairie chicken may be
kilied or trapped by the owner of the
property for his own or family use only
between October 15 and February 1.

A non-resident of the state killing
any game of any kind is deemed guiliy
of a misdemeanor.

Constables, marshals, market masters
and polic officers are given authority to
arrest all violators of the game laws
withoul warraot, and to take them be-
fore the proper suthorities for prosecu-
tion.

After Our Fruit.

This section of our magnificent state
ia being noted far and nenr as one of the
best fruit growing sections of the United
States.

Macy apples from this section are be-
ing shipped to Europe, and trade is in
creasing rapidly. Qaur soil and climate
are well suited Lo bring the apple, peach
and pear to perfection in color and
fluvor.

Hundreds of teams have been in this
immedinte section within the past few
weeks, loading up with hes and
pears. Mr. Menifee has of
some five hundred bushels of pears, and
a large amount of peaches.

There ia probably no fruit that can be
raised here more profitably to the grow
er than the mwh. for the reason that
thie country fifty miles north of us doee
not pretend to raise them, and hence
there will always be a good market for
all the marketable peaches that we can
possibly raise here. Asthe population
of our sister state on the north incieases,
80 sure will the demand for our fruit in-

crease.

There should be thousands of budded
peach trees set out, of early, medium
and late yarieties. They should be all
raised and budded bere, instead of send-
ing away for them. Our people, and es-
pecially our fruit growers, should have
their trees budded this fall. Experience
has shown that it 12 a mistake to sup
poee the seedling peach can best with-
stand our winters.

Clarence Molt-
er testified that on last Saturday in
company with others he seurched the
premises of Henry Holtgreve and found
in the sink of the water closet the boues
under examinution. The bones were
wrapped in what seemed to be a biack
dress skirt, In extracting the bundle
some of the bones were lost. Chas. Bar-
tram testifiied substantially to the same
facts. Dr. Aiken testified that he visit
ed Mamie Butts, August Gth, 1895, and
was present at the birth of an infant.
When he left the house the babe was
alive and appearcd to be healthy, He
remembered that the child was wrapped
in an old brown dress-skirt, Similar to
the one in which the remusins were
tound. Robert Fuster was present, as
was also Mrs. Perry, the girl’'s mother.
Mr. Holtgreve was absant at the time,
and they appeared to be afraid he would
return and drive them off the place.
The Doctor left the babe in the handsof
Mrs. Perry who said she could care for
it properly Sheriff Edwards testifind
that he went over to Holtggeve's Frida
last, and told Mrs. Perry that he hac
come to make some iaquiries about a
babe born there a few weeks ago.  The
old woman at lirst emphatically denied
that & child hac been born at all.  Ed-
wards then suggested to her that it
would be esay to get the evidence of the
physician in sttendance.
