
Death of Ed. H. Redman.
One of the brightest members of the

Minouri Press Association, and one of
the ablest Republican editors of Mis
Boari, has answered his lust summons,
and written his last "squib." Ed. H.
Redman, mayor of Boonville, and editor
of the Republican of that city, died at
bia home on February Oth. His heart
waa as warm and tender as a child's and
we extendest our deepest condolence to
his wife and little eon in their deep
afBlication. His olace will be bard to
fill in that section Boonville needed
him, the Republicans of Central Mis-

souri needed him, and the press associa-
tion of our state will sadly miss him.

Still Increasing-- .

It is strange how the friends of the
present administration persist that but
for the fact of the gold in the redemp
tion reserve running low, all other mat-
ters connected with the revenues would
be in the most satisfactory condition
There is no escape from the fact that
the national debt is being rapidly in
craased in the effort to sustain the gold
reserve, but that it is increasing in other
directions the friends or the admimstra
tion constantly deny. This denial, how
ever, cannot avail, in the face of the
nublished treasury statements, fspecial
ly the one which emanated from the
treasure authorities for the month of
January, which has been iesued. This
statement shows that, outside any bond
or loan transactions in connection with
the gold reserve, the debt increased in
the sum of $5,747,975 during the month
of January. If there was nothing more
urging an increase of the revenue from
custom duties, thisougbt to impress the
present senate with the necessity of pass
ing the temporary tariff bill, which they
refused to do last week, which they
abould reconsider and pass at once.

Road Overseen' Convention.
During the late session of our county

court, the ljudges conversed with the
varions road overseers looking to the
feasibility aa well as the practicability
of holding a county road convention in
the near future. That such a conven
tion would doubtless result in much
good goes without saying. There have
been so many plana end ways recently
discussed about the improvements of
the roads that it is not necessary to
suggest an idea here which one is the
beat way. It is enough to admit that
there is abundant reom for improve
meat on the present system. Good road
mean a good deal more than mere con
venienoe. They mean that living in the
country for six months in the year shall
not be practical isolation. The Corning
Chronicle extends a cordial invitation to
the overseers to hold their Brat county
convention in that city, and we hope (he
county judges will get together and
prepare a program and set a date and
place for the holding of euch a conven
tion. have the various overseers notified
and it he knows too much, and cares bo
little as not to be present and lend his
personal influence towards the improve'
ment of our roads, find some other man
in the district that will. Ed. Raiser,
Hard man, Abe Strougb.Dennis Reynolds,
ueocgs uelvin and Jacob Book are
among the very best and most practical
read builders in Molt county, and tnei
coming together with other overseers
and road enthusiasts, would doubtless
aar something that might prove bene
ficial to some one. or all those who might
be present. We hope tba county judges
will take proper action in the matter.
and assign Jake Book to read a paper
on "now to build roads in the bottom.
EI. Raiser could tell us something
practical about making roads in the
bluffs, eta, and no doubt every other
overseer could say something that would
in tba end prove beneficial.

The Proper Move.

The county court last week selected
Senator Kennisb to appear before the
state board of qeualization, which meets
at the stale capital on Wednesday next.

The snoeonent farce in this state
seema to be growing larger and larger
each year, and we are no nearer a prop
sr and equitable solution of just assess
ment than re were twenty-nv- e years
ago. Tbe present reveune law ia grossly
disregarded by nine out of ten assessors,
any every county court accepts the as
easement aa returned, knowing it to
haye gross inequalities.

As we understand tbe law, it the as
sessment is under $6,000,000, tbe court
can levy 50 cents, and if $6,000,000 or
over, but 40 cents Tbe assessment
Holt county is $6,586,620, which gives
tbe county $27316 revenue if every dol-
lar is collected but in fact, but about
$2500 of this sum will be collected dur-
ing tbe current tax year, which is about
$5,000 less than sufficient to meet the
actual demands upon the county, for
roads and bridges, officers, insane, and
contingent expenses. Had the assess-
ment been brought down to 5,999,000
the aume of about $30,000 would bave
been the amount of taxes charged, or
approximately sufficient to run the
county's business

Last year tbe state board decreased
tbe value on land fifteen per cent and
increased about a like proportion on
live stock, and the result was that the
county court ia without sufficient funds
to economically administer the affairs
ot the county.

Tbe state board seems to have the
idea that to equalize tbe values, tbby
must lie the bands of the county court
cf tbe state, seemingly indifferent as to
tbe county's actual needs so, long as the
state officials are well supplied with
funds to run their machine. It should
be juBt as important for the state board
to consider tbe revenue needed by tbe
various counties, as it is to consider tbe
matter of state expenditures. Should a
freshet come and wash away a few
bridges, the Holt county court would
be utterly unable to replace them on
account of lack of revenue, and this
lack of revenue ia eolely because the
property is not assessed according to
the statutes which provides that pro-
perty shall be assessed at its true
value Atchison county's land is re-

turned at about $30 per acre. Linn
county's at $7,15 and Holt county's at
$11.50. Evidently the Atchison county
assessor has aimed to come some-
where near the law, while the Linn
county man has seemingly tried to keep
away from its as far possible. The total
valuation of Atchison county is $12.772,-58-

and at a 30 cent levy will give them
a revenue of nearly $40,000. The lands
and other property of Atchison county
are no better and worth no more than
that of Holt, and why this wide differ-
ence in assessment, is beyond our under-
standing when they have the same law
to work under. What right the elate
board bas to nullify a law, which they
virtually do, when they equalize prop
erty that is not assessed according to
law, we cannot understand. The first
question that should be looked into by
the state board is, bas tbe properties of
tbe various counties been assessed ac-

cording to law its tree value? If not
then increase those values to that basis,
and then equalize from that basis.
Many county courts have gone beyond
the law and issued warrants, or con-
tracted debts beyond the revenue.which
is a celiberate violation of the law,
solely because the assessments and
equalizing by the assessors and stats
board have simply tied their hands, and
bridges had to be replaced, and hence
tbe expenditure beyand the revenue.

If the asseesed valuation of Holt
county was increased to about $10,000,-00-

which is about a just valuation, the
county court could reduce tbe levy to
36 cents and bave sufficient revenue to
economically administer tbe county
affairs.

We hope Senator Kennish will be able
to show the state board the need and
necessity of their looking into the ex-

penditures of tbe various counties fore-the- y

Tba court aubslitued Judge O'Fal

losto appear before the etate board,
sjroyfl OmlHA Kwrafrb not bs state to

Show a Popular Loan.
The opening of the bids for the new

goverumeut loan of $100,000,000, the
botids to be paid for in gold coin, jus

ties the claim thai a ucoular loan
could be floated, and that Senator ElkiDa
waa correct in his judgment or the
American people when be introduced
his resolution demanding that the
bonds be offered publicly, and that
bids be invited from everybody.

The aggregate or the bids, deducting
the $100,000,000 offer by the New York
syndicate, of oyer $300,000,000, shows an
astonishing reserve force on the part of
the American people and the American
banks. While the results show that
there has been a Etrong inducement lu
the conditions of the loan to the Ameri-
can people to give up their hoarded gold
to the government; it is also a patriotic
manifestation on their part to support
its credit,and to show the world that that
credit is a matter of primary concern to
the people as a mass. It shows, too,
that all this cry of free silver coinage
has not made any serious impression as
affectiug the credit of our government
at home. It shows what the people are
willing to do for their government in
any other serious emergency.

Make Them Pay.
A decision of considerable interest to

insurance companies, as well as policy
holders in this state, was handed down
in Judge Phillips' court at Kansas City
last week. The decision will no aouoi
help our young friend, Wm. Rankin,
who recently lost his entire stack or
goods at Forbes.

The case in point was that ot 11. Iv.
Menifee against the German-America- n

insurance company, and the plaintiff
was given judgment for 821 14.1, the
amount prayed for. The plaintiff kept a
hardward store in Kichmond, .Mo., and
was recently burned out. About live
months before the tire be took out in
surance in the defendant company. The
latter contested. the payment on account
of Mr. Menifee s failure to make an in
ventory of his stock, and 'because of the
"three-fourt- hs rule." The
judge found that the plaintiff had one
year in which to rile his inventory, and
that he was not prejudiced by not do
ing so before the year was up. He also
found that the three fourths rule was
unconstitutional, and that the com
pany's position tnereon was untenable
under the state law, which prohibits its
enforcement.

The Court's Appointments.
On Saturday last, the county court

made tbe appointments for tbe present
year. There were, as useal, many more
disappointments than appointments,
and yet we believe the action of tbe
court was generally approved, because
it did away with much strain upon tbe
fellows who wanted the places, and round
after the drawing was over, that they
had drawn blanks instead of prizes, af
ter weeks of toil and campaigning for
tbe places.

Dr. F. E. Bullock, of Forest City, who
bas been regularly commendad by the
court, in their periodical visits to tbe
farm, was superceded by Dr. C. L
Evans, of thiB city, who agrees to look
after tbe health of tbe iommotes of tbe
poor farm and jail for $100 per annum

Mr. Abner Carson succeeds himself aa
superinlendant ot tbe poor farm, and we
believe the people generally win com
mend the court for taking this action
The poor farm was established in 1873,
and waa a part of the old Jephtha Mart
in farm Jimmie Kyan.who has been an in
mate of the farm for yearsays they were
never better cared for. both in food,
raiment, and clean beds and bedding,
than they have been the past year un
der the care of Mr. Carson. Mrs Lu
cinda Tucker who has been an inmate
for tbe longest term since December,
1873, is also enthusiastic in her praise of
Mr. Carson and family for the excellent
care they take t those who are com
pelled to make their home at this place.

Mr. Carson has proven a most valu
able man in this direction; in fact, under
bis management tbe poor farm is prac
tically self sustaining and tbe people
the tax-payer- are to be congratulated
on bis selection. In his annual report
to the county court he says that 328
persons bave been admitted, and but
thirty-eigh- t deaths have occurred since
the opening ot tbe farm, twenty-tw- o

years ago. He reports having put in
18 acres of fall wheat, 12 in rye, and dis-
posed of 55 head of fat hogs since June
last, and killed 22 head with 4000
pounds of meal and 100 gallons of lard
still in tbe larder. He reports also that
he has on hand 70 head of Block bogs,
14 head of Jersey cows and heifers and
eight head of horses and mules. If
there ever was a practical case of the
right man being in tbe right place, it is
in Mr. Carson being superintendent of
tbe poor farm. We would not take one
jotor tittle ot praise from those excellent
gentlement who preceded Air. jarson in
the management of the poor farm. They
have all been excellent superintendents.

They Made a Raise.
The state bank at Savannah was

broken into Saturday morning last
about 1:30 o'clock. After forcing the
lock on the front door of the building
a hole was drilled in the doors of the
safety deposit vaults, where papers worth
many thousand dollars were stored. The
contents of the vault were rifled and
the papers strewn in confusion on tbe
floor. Night watchman Gareting was
waylaid und robbed by the men just
previous to forcing an entrance to tbe
bank, and was then bound and gagged
carried to a back vault, where he was
locked in until discovered about 7 a.
m. Tbe property stoien all belonged to
indiyiduals. The bank safes were un-

touched, and consequently it lost noth
ing. The thieves made a good haul
$14,000 in unregistered government bonds
belonging to Mrs. Breckinridge, and
about 8600 in postage etampe, postmas-
ter's cash and other small sums belong-
ing to various parties was secured.
There is no clue to the identity of the
men, three in number, but they were
evidently thoroughly acquainted with
the surroundings.

OUR ROADS AND HIGHWAYS.

What it Costs Holt County to
Maintain its Road and High"

ways Under the Present
System.

The county court finished its labors
on Saturday last after baying been in
session the entire week. The court
fixed the poll tax at three days' work for
single hand; t-.- W per day tor band and
team, or $3.00 cash. Albert Asendort s
road petition and also that or Jan. A.
Duke, were continued to the March
term. Thecourtorderedeuu4.it trans
ferred from the county road fund to the
road and bridge fund, senator Hennisn
was delegated to appear before the Btate
board of equalization in the interest of
Holt cooatv.

Dr. C. Li. rlvans was appointed county
physician, and Abner Carson was ap-
pointed superintendent of the poor farm.

The reports or ice variour roaa over
seers will no doubt be read with interest
bv the tax payers of the various dis
tricts as we are able to give them, a re
port showing the amount of money
drawn by each overseer at bis annual
settlement, and the aggregate amount
expended by him in his district. These
reports were as loilows.

It will be seen from the above that
the amount drawn at this annual set
tlement was $4,103.06, (which includes
the expenses made by J. S. Gibson of
district 10) aa against $3,975.60 drawn at
the annual settlement in 1895. This is
caused by the large number of days
worked upon the roads over that of lKto,
which was 1108,4 in 1895, and 1837Jf
in 1896. The largest amount expended
upon any one district was that or die
trict 15. which was $638.64, and tbe sec
ood largest was district 1, $591.00. Tbe
smallest expenditure was in district 16,
$149.5.1.

The roads undoubtedly have been
greatly improved under tbe present sys
tern, and will continue to be improved
bv having competent men bb overseers.
Some have been inclined to the idea that
each district shauld be made an inde
pendent district, and rest upon its own
resources. We are ot the opinion
that this would work a hardship upon
the poorer districts. To illustrate: the
road tax of district 2 is but $233.04, yet
it required $374.00 to work its roads tbe
past year, which is an economical ex-

penditure when tbe topography ot the
district is considered. If each district
was independent, tbe tax payers ot dis
trict 2 would have been compelled to
lew a tax ot five to ten cents per $ 00
additional, or make less expenditures
which means poorer roads.

In order that our readers may be able
to form an intelligent idea as to how
these settlements are made, and the
coat of maintaining tbe various dist
ricts, we herewith publish a few epeci
men settlements.

BIG BULL AND LITTLE BULL.

How These Now Famous Gold Bear
ing Mountains of Colorado

Were Nanued.

Obeoom, Holt Corarr, Mo., Feb 7, 189G.

Messrs Editors: By your kindness.
and through Thr Holt IJountt Sexti-ne- l

I want to tell how, when and why- -

Wild bull mountain in Colorado got the
name of Big aod Little Bull. This I
will explain before I finish this naralive
and who named them.

By the favor ot Jno. Thatcher, the
banker, of Pueblo, I waa made acquaint-wit- h

Jno. Root and a Mr, Coburo wbo
had a horse and cattle ranch on ftlie
west fork ot Beaver creek, six or seven
miles nearly southwest of Pike's Peak.
I was there nearly two weeks id 1872
and then returned to Missouri, an 1 I
went back to Coburn and Root's ranch
in June 1873. I went this time to make
a good hunt. I did not know anything
about mining, neither did Root or
Coburn claim to be miners, but when
t came to hunting we did not "stand

foot" all the time. I rested at the ranch
a day or so, and looked at the situation.
Milk and bread were plenty but little
meat. I said to Coburn, "where can we
get some bacon?" and be said, "five er
six miles west of here at Mr. Welly's
I gave him ten dollars and he went and
purchased tbe bacon. 1 felt after this
that I would be a boarder for a while.
When we got the bacon Coburn said
that there wbs a small creek nearly ten
miles southwest ot there, that had some
small speckled trout in it. I said let ub
lose no time away from that creek. We
were soon there and caught three dozen
trout the first evening got eighty-fiv- e

before we left. Une night while there
our boree snorted terribly aod kept
looking north. Coburn and I went to
aee tue cause. About two Hundred
yards away there was a buffalo trail, we
followed a mile or bo and ioburn says,
"you see those two mountains, three or
four miles nway neatly north one of
them very large and trie other much
smaller? those buffalos are making for
those mountains and will go over the
highest one likely and it will be a hard
trip for you. lie said sometime before
he killed a large wild bull on the top of
the large mountain and a smaller one on
tbe top ot tbe sraallor.mountain. These
bulls were or the commoa cattle, but
had become very wild and all the ranch
men wanted them killed aa tbey led
other tame cattle away and made them
wild. I said. I will name tbe largest
mountain "Big Wild Bull mountain
and the smaller one "Lilte Bull" moun
tain. He said be bad not thought ot
that. lie killed a wild cow not far from
his ranch on the top of a mountain
This one I called "Wild Cow" mountain
There was a tolerable high mountain
near where we caught the trout and
called the creek "Trout creek," and the
mountain "Trout mountain," so when
we scattered out to hunt we could tell
each other more plainly where we had
been bunting. All the seven months I
hunted over the Cripple Creek gold dis
trict. I never heard the name of any
mountain in that district, except Pike's
Peak and Mount Pisgab, until 1 named
the four mountains. I hunted all
around and over the Bull mountains,
killed tws mountain lions August
1873, at tbe foot of Big Bull on tbe east
side. Big Bull bas on the top a nice
level place near one fourth of a mile
north and south. It is said in the papers
to be 11.000 feel high. It is not above
timber line tor it has timber on its sum
mit. I wounded an elk on the west
side ot this monntain October 12, 1873.

It was getting late in tbe evening.
bled some and I took its trail next
morning and followed it to the top of
this noble mountain. It is tbe largest
one in the gold district below timber
line.

Who named and why it waa called
Cripple Creek: "George or Levi Welly
gave the creek this name, forwhen they
were building their ranch house on
Pisgah ranch in 1872, the Bcaffold broke
and crippled thorn and others, and near
that place one of the Welty boys fell
from a horse and broke his leg. Some
one came to Welly's when all that be
longed to the ranch were crippled and
asked Welly what was tbe name of tbe
creek he was living on and he said he
called it "Cripple Creek," for tbey were
all crippled. This is the way it got its
name. Coburn, Dad Jenkins nnd
stayed all oiirht at Welty's Dec 7, 18'
Coburn had a very sore foot. I bad 3;

pair ot deer horns taking themto Canon
City to ship to Missouri. The wagon
broke down before.we arrived at Welly's.
We got a wagon of him or one of his
neighbors to take our load from there.
Welty will recollect all this. We ha
two mountain lion skins in his wagon
also.

I don't know how Moant Piegah got
its nnme.but Pike's Peak was named for
Captain Z. M. Pike, who was sent into
the Louisiana Purchase in 1807 to let th
Indians know who owned the territory.
He was sent to strike the head ot the
Red river and go down it, but when he
got to the Arkansas river, in following
a trail of the Spanish soldiers, he got
lost in the mountains and saw Pike6

above sea level 18 S81 feet. I think h
was the first one that eyer measured
this peak.
