Whether the funnel is veiled
by rain or not, it 18 ordinanly so black
'tt!mt as it approaches it appears a col-
umn of dense darkness, narrowest at the
earth, with light breaking through en
either side of it. The most marked trait
!uf all is that other clouds seem to be ap-
| proaching, others moving at right aogles,

and a distant storm of light hue i# com-
| ing from the southwest. This is all
{enused by the tornado, which is draw-
| ing clouds and air currents toward itself
| from great distances. As the toromo
;fulmel comes nearer, with its dark mase
{ of rubbish reaching to the earth, the
! rour is Trightful, giving the obeerver fif-
teen or twenty minutes’ warning. The
southwest corner of the eellar, if the tor-
paddo s approaching from the south or
wes!, is the safest place of refuge. The
4 tornado- carries the wreckage to the

north and east, and if the funoel is seen

'l[wm-tl. because it will almost certainly
move away. Of 600 tornadoes specially
classitied, all but thirty-tive moved from
southwest to northeast, and nearly all
the thirty-five moved eastwardly.

The funnels have a rotary motion,
from right toleft, and this motion is not
due to electrical action, but to accelera-
tion of contlicting nir currents. Lieu-
tenant Finley shows that the lightning
supposed to be in the funnel is really in
adjucent thunder clouds. The broken
and withered buds, bruised by the ac-
| tion of the air, are evaporated by the
sun after the tornado, causing the foli-
age o look scared, giving rise to the er-
ror that the tornado manifests burning
slectrical power. It has been demon-
strated by study of wreckage, that as
the funnel leaves the earth and rises into
the wr, its foree slightly diminishes, and
that this bounding motion causes the
funnel to spare one building and demol-
ish another. The funuel, with its small
end to the earth, spins like a top, moving
along at an average aate of about forty
miles an hour, but the velocity of the
spin is incaleulable. It is like the mo-
tion of air impelled by an explosion.

Tornadoes generally occur between 3
p- m_and 5 p. m., and not more than one
in a thousand takes place between 10 p.
m.and noon of the following day. 1
have heard of only two instance in which
the tornado ocenrred between midnight
and®morning—one at Hobokun, N. 4,
and another in Southern Michigan,

whici caused slight loes of jlife. Since
these are only two in about 2000 cuses,
the danger from tornadoes at aight is eo
small that it need not be considered.—
lurper’s Weekly.
