The streets
were crowded from noon to midnight,
and every conceivable instrument for
producing .noiso of u discordant and
resounding character was brought into
fullest play, and bedlam reigned su
preme.

Spicy speeches were made by Messrs
Alkire, Murphy and others, and Ed
King, Mr. Punshon, Uicklinm and Dan
Kunkel, entertained with their cam
paign songs. the demonstration was
n magnificent one and made the heart of
every true Republican well up with
honored pride and patriotic gladness.

Election Bettors to be Punished
Judge Anthony's instructions to the

grand jury last Monday morning at the
opening of court treated upon three
subjects that are of general interest.nnd
considerable comment upon what he
said, especially with reference to drug
stores and betting on elections, has bees
indulged in this week. Good roads, the
liquor laws and betting on elections all
came in for their share of consideration.

Judge Anthony's remarks on tho
"good roads" question were co good as to
be worthy of reproduction. lie called
the attention of the grand jury to the
fact that it was its duty to discover in

what way the roads of the county are
kept, and to return indictments against
those, either individuals or public of-

ficers, who are responsible for bad con-

dition of the public highways, that
exists in various parts of the county.
The court instructed the jury that par
ties who plowed up the public highways.
threw hedge or brush in them, or in any
other way obstructed tbem, and that
road overseers who allow bridges or
roads to go unrepaired, and thus endan-
ger the lives or limbs of the traveling
public, have committed indictable of-

fenses and should be rigidly held to
This was made more necessary,

he said, because persons who are injured
by obstructions to the highways have
no lawful redress guaranteed them. Of
course they can bring suit for damages,
but this involves them in litigation and
moat people do not core to go to law,
excepting under extreme circumstances.

Those familiar with the condition of
roads and bridges in various parts of
Nodaway county will appreciate the
justice and timeliness of Judge
Anthony's instructions upon this point,
and his excellent good roads lecture
should be heeded by the citizens of the
county.

Touching upon the bettiBg that us-

ually occurs before elections, Judge
Anthony said it always became neces-
sary for the court to give attention to
this species of gambling after an elec-

tion has occurred. He condemned gamb-
ling of all kinds, betting equally with
other forms, and gave the jurors to un-

derstand that they would not fully have
performed their duty until they bad
brought to justice those who had en-

gaged in it To catch men who bet is
not always the easiest of matters, how-

ever, and it is barely possible that the
number of indictments returned would
be greatly increased were it possible for
the law to get within its clutches nil
who backed their hopes and judgment
with their coin.

In reference to the liquor laws, the
court said it was a matter of common
rumor that their provisions were being
systematically violated in Nodaway
county. He explained to the jury the
law bearing upon the sale of intoxicants
in saloons.drug stores and gallon houses
and instructed them that if any viola-

tion of these laws came within their
knowledge, or if, in their invbtigations,
they discovered that there had been
illicit sale of liquors, it was their duty
to indict the violaters of the law,
whether drug store keepers or otherwise.

The court's reference to these three
subjects were a trifle sensational and
made chills travel up and down the
backs of Eome of the people who have
violated one or the other laws referred
to, and who did not know but the jury
in its investigations might strike a warm
trail leading directly to their home or
place of business. Dut nothing sensa
tional has yet been evolved from the
jury's work. Mnryville Tribune.

CHRYSANTHEMUM SHOW.

The Ladies of Oregon Oive Their
First Annual Exhibit.

The King of the Flowery Kingdom.

Beautiful Oregon. Lovely city on the
hills. At least that is what a casual
visitor might haye observed on entering
the circuit court room, Thursday, Fri-

day or Saturday of last week, where the
first annual chrysanthemum show was
in progress. Whether there nut of mere
curiosity or from the standpoint of an
enthusiastic devotee of the pazzle-hea-

ed autumn queens, the fact that the
spacious court room was thronged day
aud night, is indicative of the success of
the affair, us well as to the tastes of our
people. Many who attended the first
or opening day, returned the second and
last day with their friends, and the lov

ers of the beautiful from Mound City,
Maitland, Xew Point, Forest City, White
Cloud, Craig, nnd the surrounding coun
try, came with friends, which proves that
the efforts of the ladies to display thei
gorgeous pets have at least, met with
more than passing favor.

The principal event of the second day
was the judging of the different exhibi
tions. On the sentence of these judges
hung the reward of the friendly rivals,
who have worked early and late during
the past year, experimenting and culti
vating the chrysanthemum, each one
expecting to have the glory of seeing
the blue ribbon, indicating the highest
merit placed on their exhibits. Even
those tolerably well posted on all the
superior points of the flower, when view
ing the gorgeous display of almost in
numerable shades of color and size of
blooms and plants, each with some dis-

tinguishing and interesting feature,
night have considered the task of justly
separating them as to merit almobt im
possible. Vet the decisions of the judges
were met with unanimous approval by
the contesting exhibitors.

Upon entering the court room the first
impression of the exhibition is that
great and indescribable mats of brilliant
colors had been dumped promiscuously
over the floor space. This in fact, was
the effect produced by careful and nrtis
tic distribution of the hundreds of
blooms. The general scheme of arrange
ment had been to have the eye follow
from the entrance to a gradual incline
plane of towzled, fluffy and frazzled
chrysanthemum blooms. From the corn
era of the rooms, and around the sides
and nesiied around tne pillere, came
the beautiful golden yellow, white, red
pink, ivery aud variegated king of the
flowery kingdom to greet the visitor.
Among the more conspicuous varieties
were Golden Wedding, a beuutiful ye!
low.

Thetjueen, a white.
The Drexel, a red.
The Louis Boehmer, pink.
President Smith, pink.
G. W. Childs, red and yellow striped
Iyory, an ivory white.
Madam Playfair, a pink.
In one of these flowery neokB sat the

ladies' orchestra of our city, emitting
beautiful and entrancing strains from
the best composers.

The members of the Oregon chrysan
them u m club have worked with ad
mirable unanimity to bring about
this flower show. Plants of the
rarest nntl moot eAit3UBito raiietivB tfre
purchased from the leading llorista of
the country, and carefully experimented
with in hopesof successfully propagat
ing something which could be placed
before the worshippers of the queen
of autumn flowers, as being still more
wonderful and novel than all the rest
Although, strictly speaking, the club
has been baffled in their efforts to prop
agate a distinctly new species, they have
brought the almost numberless varie
ties to their highest state of cultivation.

The ladies as they stood among their
displays, were kept busr answering
thousands of questions which were put
to them by the visiters. Each gave for.
probably, the thousandth time, a minute
description of each of the plants in her
collection.

The chrysanthemum is one of the
wild flowers of Japan, wiu-r- e it reaches
great perfection unattended, crows
on a stalk a fool high, bearii g flnwer6
generally of the size of an Aiiietican
half dollar. It is common in Britain,
where it has been dealt with like annual
weeds in general, by pulling it up when
young. Liut tne iiorisi lias stopped tins
largely nnd under his careful cultivation
and propagating the best speeinn-n- s are
a foot in diameter, and grow on minia
ture trees as high as one's head

For its fullest development, tin flowi-- r

requires the most careful nursing. The
proper amount of water and i.ourit-h-nien- t

must be supplied, too much of
either being as dangeioUH in its results
us too little. The bush must be made
largo and healthy m order !oh;uit
produce tho best flower, aud the predi
lectiun to bear too nianv blossoms nuit--t

be corrected by liberal disbudding. The
natiye bush in its wild state will bear
more blossoms than the florist' bueh of

six tunes its size and vigor should be
allowed to bring forth. This is the t.e

cret of the development of the chrysan
thrmuui; proper care and nursing to
make the bush large and yigorousdiberal
disbudding to preveut its natural ten
dency to overproduction. The result is
found in the large flowers which have
become so general that great size has
come to be considered almost an nttri
bule of the chrysanthemum.

A HIT OF HISTOKY.

Three or four of our lady florists while
in a social chat sprung the question of a
chrysanthemum show, and decided to
call a meeting of the ladies or the city,
and March 14th, 1S0G, was decided upon.
and the home of Mrs. G. W. Cummins,
was selected as the plr.ee of the nieeting.
The day cam and with it n heavy snow
storm, the ground was covered with, a
wet snow nnd the sidewalks, and streets
were shoe deep with wnter, snow and
mud. The hour for meeting came, and
to each lady's surprise, as she entered
she was greeted with the presence of
others, all surprised that each other
should have attended, the day being eo

i6agreeably disagreeable. At this meet
ing were: Mesdames li. W. Cummin,
Agnes Davidson, S. B. Knowles, Mary
Curry, Mina Curry, Elizabeth Kreek,
Tillie Shutts, II.

Following came many meetings, and

arrangements were made for buying
plants and pots in which to grow them
in. Over 700 plants were purchased from
Mr. Kidd, of St. Joseph, besides several
hundred from other florists. About
1000 plants were started in the spring,
of this number some failed to grow,
others did not come to full perfection,
others were kept at homej because their
owners did not care to exhibit them.
Ten hogsheads or pots were purchased.

There were fifty-fou- r exhibits, com
prising 700 plants, and the largest num-
ber in any one exhibit was CO.
