CURIOUS CLOCKS.

How Some People of Foreign Lands
Reckon Time.

Neither clock nor timepiece is to be
found iu Liberia. The reckoning
time is made entirely by the movement
and position of the tuo, which rises at
six a. m. and tets at six p. m., almost to
the cuiuute, all the year round, nod at
noon is vertically overhead, says Popu
ar Science News. The islanders of the

South Pacific have no clicks, but make
an ingenious and reliable tie marker
of their owu. Thty lnke the kernel
from the nuts of the candle tree and
wash and string them on the rib rf a
palm leaf. The first or top kernel is
then lighted. AH of the kernels are of
the same size and substance, and each
will burn a certain number of minutes
and then eet fire to the one next below
The natives tie pieces of black cloth at
regular intervals along the string to
mark the divisions of time.
