majority of 68. It is pot likely that any

attempt will soon be made to revive the
question o the form of an extension of
time. The next step, doubtless, will be
an order by the president to the attoroey
general to proceed Lo fcreclose Lhe lien
of the goveroment, which is a second
one, and to sell the Union Pacificr and
tne other lines involved. That will de

termine whether the goyernment will
lose its claim or any great part of it by
such sale, The whole matter ought to
be brought to a conclusion somehow,
not only for the interests of the people,
but for the Pacific reslways.

A Bettler's Victory.

In passing the bill to provide for the
eotry of lands in Greer county, 0. T.,
to give preference rights to set!lers, the
senate con Thursday last conferred a
public beoefit upon hundreds of home-
steaders, and in the aggregate saved
them something like &3,000,000 that
would otherwise have come out of their
pockets. The bill wae passed in short
order right under the eyes of the Chick
a-saw and Choectaw lobby, which for
somelime succeeded in holdiog it up
in the senate committee on publie lands.
The bill originated 1o the house where
it was passed by a good vote, It gives
each bonafide settler 160 acres free and
the right to purchase 160 acres addi-
tional at 81.00 an acre.

Busted.

The dispatches announce that every
trust operating in the state of Georgia
bas succumbed Lo tha Colvin anti-trust
law, eoacted by the recent general
assembly of that state. As a reaultof
the operation of Lhal measure, Lhe
American tobacco company, the Potash
trust, the snuff trust, the coffee trust,
the match and other trusls, Lthat have
been operatirg 10 Georgia, have polified
jobbers and merchants throughout the
state handling their goode that the
anti-trust act made their existiog con-
tracts unlawful, and they would, there-
fore, no longer be cocrsidered by either
party. This throws the long closed
market wide open to competitiop. We
wonder 1if thereis as much mental
oalibre 1m  the preeent legislature of
Missouri as has been shown by thatof
Georgia; il so, let us have just such an
aoti-trust law as is upon the statute
books of that state.

Will Not Be In It.

Senator Wm. B. Allison, of lows, on
his retura from Caolon, hesstated that
he would not be a member of the new
administration.

That, it seems, should settle the mat-
ter as to his being a cabinet officer.
There is no doubt of his being tendered
a position in the cabinet, but, as in 1851
and 1889, with reference to Garfield and
Harrison's administrations, he preferred
Lo remain io the seoste.

There is no question but that Senator
Allison will be of far more value to
President McKinley's administration
by his retaining his seat in the senate
for the six years, for which he has again
been elected, than if he were Lo aocept
a cabinet position.

Hie eight years' experience in the
house and twenty four years 1o Lhe sen-
ate give him an influence of the utmost
value to the incoming adwinistratioh.
It needs just such influences,both in the
senate and in the house, in order that
the policies of the admipistration may
stand the more chances of friendly treat-
ment and support.

The great drawback wi:h Cleveland's
admimstration at this moment is the
lack of fmends from his own party o
congress to lead in the coosideration of
hie policies.

Mr. McKinoley will bave no trouble in
esecuring cabinet officers who will satisly
the country and do the work of the ad-
ministration well, witbout depriving the
senate of ils ablest Republican leaders.

In gravelly soils the
gophers do little damage, but in such a
soil as ours two gophers will destroy a
large garden, will eat the roots of clover,

Missouri Assembly.
Our legisiature has fairly got 1o work.
The permanent organizations in both
branches were speedily effected, and
unmediately a shower of bills began to
fall upon the senute clerk’s desk, Sena‘or
Peers nlone coutributiog six, one of
which requires all executione io this
slate totake placs in Lhe stale’s prison.
Scopator Morgao's bill provides for a
cullege commission Lo designate which
schools and colleges in this state shall
be ullowed Lo confer degrees.
Senator Peers wanta it t) be made 8
misdemencor Lo exhibit delormed per-
suns, snimals or other freaks.
Senator Martio’s bill is aimed at de-
partment stores. It provides for the
clussification of merchandise, snd then
puta n license on each class, the amount
of the same Lo be fixed by the city coun-
wil.

Senutor Lyons’ bill requires convict
made goods to be plammly marked nod
stamped, showing place of maoulacture.
He alsv iotroduced the following, amend-
ing Sec. 4006 of the statules to read as
follows:

“Section No. 4906, Esch head ol a
family at his election, in lieu of the prop-
erty mentioned in the first and second
subdivisicns of section 4903, may select
aond hold exempt from execution aopy
other property, real, personal or mixed,
or debts and wages, ol exceediog in
value the amount of £300; provided, that
when the execulion i8 upon a judgment
obtained against the defendant for gro-
ceries, meat or table provisions furnish-
ed him for the consumption of hie fam
ily or himself, them one fourth of all
debls due him over the sum of $150 on
any account and one-third of all wages
due him over and above &30 per month
shall not be exempt from sitachment
and execution.”

Senator Young's, is aimed o preyent
the granting of fraudulent divorces, and
unuthorizes the prosecuting attorpey to
appear io all cases when the defendant
fails Lo sppear; the altorney is to be al-
lowed n 810 fee for each case of appear-
ance.

Senator Andersoun’s bill levies a poll
tax of #2.00 on every male over 21 years
for the purpose of rmising a fund to keep
up with the constanily increasing crimin-
al costs.

The governor's message was submit-
ted and read to the house on Friday. He
recommends baogiog for train robbers,
and thinks the counties should pay their
own criminsl coste bills. He thioks the
state debt should be wiped outin the
pext five years. He also would like to
see & board of pardons established. He
adyises the legislature to “go slow™ vn
making waron the railroads—"“for war
means to lear down and deslroy, not to
create and build up,” he says. And the
governor would remind our law makers
that “the property of corporations is the
property of the citizen, and 18 entitled
to the same measure of protection ac-
corded the possessions of others.” These
and similar suggestions contained in his
last message upon corporations presents
& refreshing and suggestive cootrast to
his previous mtterances about them. The
fact is well known that he has been de-
pouncing them on the stump and
through the press in terms of sweepiog
and violent nature, and calling for leg-
islation to curtail their powers and put
a stop to their alleged iniguities. This
is all very pretty talk, snd would do
credit 1o the retiring governor's sense of
propriety if it conld be believed that he
is entirely sincere and unselfish; but vn-
fortunately, it is understood that he is
going to St. Louis to be an attoroey for
one of the richest and most soulless cur-
porations 1o the great West,and that the
suspicion 1» raised that his sudden
change of frout has some other thao a
purely patriotic and statesmanlike rea-
son behind it.

He also calls attention of the legisla-
ture to the fact, that us a reeuit of the
reduction of the lax rate, there is a con-
sequenl decrease of revenue, hence the
deficiencies for the current biennial per-
iod of £305,467.
