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Text—Mark, xvi,15 verse: And hesaid
unto them go ye into all the world and
preuch my goepel Lo every creaturb.

The Duoke of Wellington pronounced
these words. Chbrist's marchiog order to
the church. They come ringiog down
through the ages freighted with responsi-
bilities just as great as wheao first spoken.

They commission the church to go
forth Lo the conquest of the world in bis
pame, with the promise of his presence
and = guarantee of his divine power—a
power sufficient to overcome all snemies
aad every opposing force, and the assur-
anoe of certain victory in the end.

The gospel comprebends God's won-
derful provision of salvation, made for
all men, hence to be preached to all.

It is the highest expression of God's
*‘good will to men, a recoguition of the
fact that men are lost, alienated from
God by sin.” It comes not only as good
news, but also to teach men the way of
esdape sod to enable them, *“1hatdeny-
ing all ungodliness, and worldly lusts
they may live soberly, righteously, and
godly in this present world.

Aond thus tulfill the gracious purpose
God eyidently bad o view in man's
oreation.

Though the grace of God that bring-
oth salvation to all hath appeared, yel
teeming millions of earth's inhabitaots
have paver heard of this salvation; it
must be brought to their attention must
be presched im their hearing. “God
hath chosen by the foolishnees of preach-
ing to save them Lhat believe. Bnl.h:n
shall they believe io him of whom they
have not heard, and how shall they hear
without a preacher. And how shall
they preach except they be seat. God
having made the necessary provision he
in bis wisdom has committed to the
church the work of bringing men to &
k nowledge of salvatios.

He pever has, sod so lar as we have a
record, he never will, suvein the fall and
complets sense of this term, only through
humao instrumentality.

To seme chis statement may seem Lo
conflict with New Testament examples of
conversioa. Rightly understood wethink
not. When Saul was stnicken down by
the power and presence of the Lord, he
asked. “What shsll I do? Why did
ool the Lord tell him the conditions
of salvation. It was pot his plan, bence
be sent Ananias togo sad explain to
him the way. So inthe case of Coroe-
hus, the first Gentile received into visi
ble ocovenant relation in the church.
Aq sogel appeared unto him and sad:
Thine alms aod thy prayers are come op
belore God and art acoepled of him.
Baod men to Joppa aod call for ocoe
Simon, whose suroame is Peter, who
shall tell the words whereby thou and
thy bouse shall be saved. Why could
not the angel bave told him and thus
bave saved the trouble of sending for
Peter? Because it was not God's plan.
He bas not in his wisdom committed
the privilege of proclaiming the gospel
ioto tne hands of angels. To me breth-
ren it is » wondrous thought that God
has intrusted into our bands the bonor
of preaching the gospel, a privilege not
gracied to the highest ange] that stands
in hip presence. May we feel our re-
spoosibility and faithfully executle the
trost committed to us.

The sbove being true, if ever the na-
tioos pow in darkness are brought to
the light and ioto the possession and
enjoymeat of the benelits of the gospel,
it must be through the instrumentality
ofthe church, and just 1o the propor-
tion that she is direlict in her duty, will
the gospel be hindered and these na.
tions deprived of the bieseings the gos-
pel brings, and that God is anxious they
should have.

The church is to be emphatically mis-
sionary in its sprit. Its founder, the
Lord Jesus Christ, was a missionary ia
the trueest and highest sense. While
seated on the throne of his glory he be-
held this world of ours in ruin—he laid
aside his robes of glory, the praises
aod adorations of angels and came to
our rescue. The poet, Watls, uas beauti

fully expressed the thought in the fol *

lowing verse.
HIS AMAZING LOVE.
Planged in’s gulf of dark despair,
We wrelched sinpers lay,
Without one beam ol hope,
Orspark of ghmm'ring day.

With ing the Prince ol peace
T
saw, , amazing love
He flew 10 our relid?'

Down from the shining seats above,

With joyful haste be fled;

Enter'd the grave 1o m flesh,
And dwelt among the dead.

Is nesded by poor, tired mothers, over-
worked and burdened with care, deblli~
tated and run down Locause of poor, thin
and impoverished blood. Help is neaded
by the mervous sufferer, the men and
women toriured with rheumsatism, neu-
rnalgis, dyspepsis, ecrofuls, catarrh.

Our Savior bad risen from the dead,
thus triumphiog over desth mnd the
grave and completing the svidence in
proot of hie divine character and mission
into the world. He is oow about to
ascend to the throoe of Lis glory.

He gathers sround him his eleven dis
ciples, chosen representatives of bhis
church, mea who hadecome up from
the various walks of i To them be
bad given his word,to them he now com

mits the important duty of carryiog for-
ward the work ioasugurated by himself.
His command is gn. Go Lo all natioos.
Preach, tesch baptiza.

The nations to which Loey were sent,
so far as a knowledge of God wus coc-
cerped, wers as destitute, as any of the
patioos that exist toduy. Their condi-
tion morally just as low. These men
went forth anod preached eyerywhere.
And before the last of them died, they
bad proclaimed the gospel in all lands
koown to them.

The Acts of the Apostlesis an interest-
iog volume of mismonary history that
can be read profitably often.

The people converted by them became
mismonary in spirit and labor o that in
lese than 300 years the influence of the
gospel was known and lelt by all people.
And bad the ~horeh contiouved faith-
fuli to the teachiog and spirit of its
founder, I balieve the world would never
bavelknown what is called the Dark Ages
and their dreadtul experience,

The missionary spirit declined in pro

portion to the loes of spiritual life, so
that for centuries or until subsequently
to the reformation of the sixteenth cen

tury there does n3t appear to have been
any miassiooary spirit iu the prolessed
followers of Chbrist.

Every sggressive moyement on the
part of the courch is engendered by a
missiooary epiril, and whan any church
osases Lo be aggressive or missionary in
spirit it is a symplom of decline and
death. We have a notable example of
this in the history of what 18 known as
the Hard Shell Baptist cbhurch which
separated from the Mismonary Baptist
church. This denomination is rapidly
declining. In 1854 they numbered 66,000,
oow they have less than 40,000 in the
United States, in & few years they
will cease to exist asa religious body,
while the people from which they sep-
arated being active 1o missionary zeal
is increasing oearly equal to anoy reli-
gious body in the land.

The history of missionary enterprise
is coofined principally to the present
century. While there appears to bave
besn some effort previously, it doss not
seem Lo have exerted any appreciable
influence in the world.

There were only two missionary socie-
ties in exwstence at tha beginning of the
last centary.

There 18 no doubt the revival brought
sbout under God by the Wesleys and
Whitefleld revived the missionary spirit,
which has grown until it has permeated
the whole Christian world. .

In 1792 the Baptist Misslonary society,

of which Mr. Wm. Carey was the hon-
ored founder and its first missionary,was
organized.
At a meeting of his association 10 the
month of May, 1792; Mr. Carey preached
his memorable sermon from Iea., 54-2-3,
“Enlarge the place of thy teat, and let
them stretch forth the curtains of
thine habitation; spare not, iengthen thy
cords, strengthen Lhy stakes. For thou
shalt break forth on tby right hand sad
on thy left. And thy seed shall inherit
the Geotiles and make the desolate
cities inbhabited.”

He dwelt with great emphasie on his
two leading divisions. “Expect great
things from God, and attempt great
things for God.”

The sermon made a deep impression
and led to the formation of the society
and missionary work among the Baptieta
which has gone forward with increasing
power until the present.

The Wesleyan missionary work bagan 1n
17#3. Tbe lend:ng spiri tin this movement
was Mr. Thos. Coke, who crosesed the
ocean vighleen timee superiotendiog the
missions in America and the West In-
dies. On May 4, 1814, oo bhis way to
East India,sccompanied with six Wee-
leyan ministers, he was found dead in
bis cabin on his knees,

His companions committed his body

tion of the present prosperous Wesley-
an missions in Ceyloo and lodia.

The nioetssnth ceatory may be repre-
seuted as truly the missionary epoch.
Ta 1810 the Amencan Board of Mis
mons was orgamized. This was chiefly
through the instrumestality of Samuel
J. Mills, a member of Willinms cullege.
When quite young bhe had beurd bis
say: *“l1 bave coosecraled this
child to the service of God as a missivn
ary.” And God no doubl sccepted Lbe
offering. Whils in college he ooe day
invited two of his college mates toa
walk sod led them Lo u retired spot,
where they speot the day io fusting,
prayer and couversativn oun the duty of
mis3ions w tue heatben. This spot has
becoma historic. This service led Lo a
society amoog the studenta. Of this so-
oiety no persoa could be & wember who
was under soy engagewent of noy kind
which wouid ba incompatible with going
on & misswn swmony the beatheo, and
each was Lo hold himsell in readiness
t0 go vo & mission whean duty shall call.”
Buobsequeatly iu the Theologioal semin-
ary, Lhey were juined by Adoniram Jud
son and Samuel Newell.

At the Genéral sssociation in Juuve,
1810, several of ihese young men ap~-
peared before the body sod repre
sented as beheving it to be their doty to
give themselves to mission work amoog
tha heatheo.

This led to the ovrganization of this,
the earliest of our great missionary
societies in this country. Four years
later the American Baptist Missionary
Bociety was organizad.

In 1819 the M. E. church begao ite

mission amoog the Iodisns,under re-
markable as well as provideatial circum-
stances, and other churches have or-
ganized missiooary societies since then
from time to time.
Are missions a success?! We answer
emphatically yea. At the commence-
ment of the present centary there were
only ten missionary socielies in exis-
tence. Now there are over 1,000. In
1804 the Amernican Bibla cociety was
organized. The Bible then was only
soceasible to 200 muillion of our race.
Now, principally through the lubors of
missionaries, it has been Lransluted into
lsoguagee and dialects so that 700 mil-
lion, or nearly two-thirds of the earth's
wababitants may read the Word of God
intheir own toogue. In India npearly
500,000 of the people of that country
have embraced Christianity. Many of
s heathea customs and practices
have been abolished, and the iofluence
of the gospel is being felt from ovne end
of the land tothe other. In China the
gospel is making rapid inroads. The
Eoglish language is being taught in
many of her schools. The ovaverts Lo
Christinoity now number 50,000. This
may seem small, compared with the im.
mense population of that couniry. But
we remember that Morrison, the first
missionary in China, toiled seven years
belur be won hisfirat convert.

The work is going on with increasing
power from year to year. lo 1878, Dr.
Ligg, loog a missionary in China said,
Suppose the number of coaverts in
China incrense for the bpext thirty-
five years as in the last thirty five years,
then 10 1913 we sball have i Chica
alone twentysix million professed
Christinos. If thisestimate be correct,
the Christianization of China would
be decided within the next century.
There are Lo ssy the least, indications of
a mighty chaonge io that Jand, their
temples and worship are rapidly going
to decay, they are buildiog no new tem-
ples, snd itis not wuolikely that China
will embrace the gospel and a Chnstian
cinilization with the sume eageruvesa ss
her neighbor, Japan.

In Jspan a most remarkable change
bas taken place within the last 40 years.
There 18 nothing in the history of natioos
comparableto it. They have threwn
off the astrongest system of feudaliem,
They bave established a pational
army and npevy, and s general police,
after the western models; all these are
clothed in European costume and
dnlled in an European manoer.

Warren has pronounced the best in the
world.It was devised by an American. In
[uct, they bave adopted all thal is best in
Christian civilization, aod 1t is to be
hoped they may have wisdum o discern
and reject ull thas is evil.

aad a wonderful work of gruze is guing
forward. The iucrease of Protestaot
communpicants is at the rale of more
thao 500 & month. There is such a call
for the gospel of Corist a8 no ulher pa-
tion ever before presented. All the
agencies at work ought to be multipled,
many-fold at voce. Muy God Leip the
church to feel and discharge ber duly
to this people.

Io Africa, the Dark Continent, Mis
siouary posis, ke bescon tires, exteud
around her coasts reaching fur iulo the
ianterior.

Our own Bshop Tuylor, with the tread
of a conqueror, is threadiog bis way
through trackless foresis, over woun
tains, up the great Cooge valley, mighty
in fmith-giviog glory to Gud; is plauting
missions 10 that field that will in the
future prodoce a thousand-foid. May
the church be stirred with the dyisg
words of our lirst missionary to that
contineat,Mellville Cux, “tbougb a thous-
and fall, let not Africa be given up.”

No part of ous missiopary work has
yielded more fruit for the lubor and

Heoce it builds up commerce. It
has been auid that a siogle missionary
in the South Sea Islands s worth to the
commarce of Eogland $10,000 every year,
This being true, the nation that con-
tibutes largely to the missionary work
will realize in dollars aod cents the
truth of the ceripture, “Give and it
shall be given yeu, good mensure,p
down, and shaken together, aad run
ning over. Shall men give intv your
bosom?

S anxwus is God to baye this world
brought uoder the influence of the
gospel that the nativn who sacnfices the
most 10 meo and money will share the
largest in the resulte. The world 18
ripe fur missiooary effort. God in his
providence is openiog up the way,—the
world may be esid to be at our door,and
ail nations, unless we except Russia,
invile our miscionaries to eater in and
preach the gospel and educale Lbeir
children.

The natioos are beginning to see the
advaotages aod blessiogs the gospel
brings. Aond Kiogs and rulers offer aid
in the way of labor acd land for its
establishmeant in their couotries, especi-
ally 18 this true in Africa. Discovery
aod science is and will be tribulary to
the spread of the gospel. IL is sioce
the missionary ers began thal all the
most important discoveries that bave
blessed wmod eariched the world have
come lo hght. The application of
sleam to facilitate travel, electricity to
communicate with patioos afar,—truly
the prophecy of Daniel has been (ful-
filled: *“Many shall run to aod fro, and
koowledge shali be increased.” We can
travel from cuotinent tocootinent essier
thap the missionsry 1o Pauls day could
g0 from one provioce to another. The
circuit of the globe can be mads, as
practically demoostirated a few years
8go, in less than 75 days. All these
things 1 believe to be for the further-
ance of the gospel, and the hastening ol
the day when the glory of the Lord
shall fill the eartb, and all nations shall
rejoice in 1le light. Some people imagioe
the world is growing worse. This idea
origioates from the fact that our means
of communicatioo and prees briogs all
the news of Lhe lund and other landsto
our notice so that we read 10 our moro-
ing paper of all the cnime and disaster
that occurred the day before, from the
Atlaotic to the Pacitic. While such a
record looks large in the aggregate, I
believe it to be lesz tham formerly in
proportion to the number of inhabitaate.
I think we may derive some comfort
aod be more hopeful for the future by
the study for a few moments of some
statistics compiled by Dr. Dorchester.

Our cal, iron,’ copper, salt, coal oil
and menufectures do not yield less than
five hundred million and one fifth be-
longs to the church. Our R R's yield
in net earnings two hundred and fifty
millioas and ose fifth belooge Lo the
church. And oor wealth more than
keeps pace with the sdvance of populs-
tion. It bas quadrupled sioce 1830. Mr.

“Every day the sua rises upon the
American people it sees ao addition to
the accumu ated wealth of 2,500,000,
which is equal to one third the daily ae-
ocumulatios of maskind.
