GOD BOTH LOVE AND A CONSUMING FIRE

Sermon by Rev. Henry A. Sawyers,
niorning, August, 8th, 1897:

Text.lst John 4-- 8: God is Love.
Hebrews, 12-2- 9: God is a consuming

fire.
Hero are two definitions for God, both

coming with authority because ot their
origin nod yet apparently one a contra-

diction of the other. God is Love-G- od

is a consuming fire.
When a man sits down to read the

bible be almost invariably and without
knowing it, pursues what may be termed
an clectic course of reading. That is.
according to his temperament and pro
disposition, he will select a certain class
of truths mill all the rest he will neglect.
He may nut notice thorn nor grasp them
at all. Tne Fame principle applies gen
erally.

Hem in a lumberman. He travels over
the country and about all he sees nre
the forexts ;ind the lumber that is in the
trees, or at least he sees this whether he
sees anything else or not. Here is the
farmer lie notices only the cultivation
of the farms and their products. The
minister notices the churches, the teach
er, tbe schools, the lawyer the court
rooms, the merchant the stores and thus
do we find people giving their attention
to some one thing to the exclusion it
may be of nil else.

So also a man with the lump of jus
tice and of law largely developed will be
likely to discover in all the scriptures
only such passages as pertain to the jus-

tice und judgments of God. Such a man
will be n Cnlvinist because he was born
one. II he becomes n missionary or a
preacher he will do n grard work in

arousing the slothful nnu clean con

sciences of men in using such texts ns

that part of ours which declares, thnt
"God is a consuming tire."

But nn other man, born ot an other
stock, nursed nnd trained by a different
mother, a mother no more worthy than
the mother of the first, only more tender
it may be and more easily grieved the
man of such a mother will seldom select
n test that presents the justice of God,
and when he does; it will be through a
sense ot duty and not ot choice, tie
reads the same bible as the other man
or the other preacher but to him it tells
of a God who pities us as we pity our
own child, who knoweth our frame and
remembereth that we nre dust. He loves
V linger upon such descriptions of God
as thai ot David when he declares that
the "Lord is merciful and gracious slow
to anger and plenteous in mercy." To
such a man the whole bible is only an
illustration of the words of John when
he said, "Beloved, let us love one an
other; for love is of God And every one
that loveth is born of God nnd knoweth

kioil. ITe that loveth not, knoweth not
God, fur God is love." Now both of
these nre right and both of these are
wrong. Each is. right in dissermng ene
sid6 of a great truth and each is wrong
in magnifying the side they do disserve
to the exclusion of the other. They
would Ireat.two such selections of scrip-
ture as choeen this morning as though
instead' of being two pnrts of n complete
whole, they were antagonistic, so that
f one were true the other of necessity

must be false. When we find such an
apparent antithesis, tbe part of wisdom

is neither to take the one nor the other
as tbe whole structure ot truth but to
go down until we can discover 6ome un
derlying principle which joins them
both and makes them one.

Therefore it might be asked, "what is

the underlying principle which lies at
the root of the controversy between
those on the one side who feel that God
is too good to punish the creatures whom

his own hands have made, and tho se on

the other side who feel that he is too
just to permit the ungodly to escape?
What is it that will reconcile these two
statements "God is love nnd God is a
consuming fire?" Either by looking in

to the scriptures, or by questioning our
fellow men we will find that we are not
the only ones who have asked these
questions. As far back as Jobs time
there were those groping after nn an
swer to the problem, "How shall men
be just with God?" At times such state-

ments may, almost seem incongruous,
and some would say these texts present
a contradiction but they do not. Each
is necessary to the other nnd together
they form one whole. Just as the differ-
ent colors of the rainbow, mingling to
gether become pure white, so nil tbevat- -

tributes of God, though they may seem
to differ as much as the indigo color dif
fers from the red, or the orange from the
blue, mingled together they become pur
ity itself.

It would be well for us this morning
to consider the fact that God who is love

also a consuming Tire and .that God
who is a consuming fire is also love. He
who sometimes appears in the burning
bush the God who is n consuming fire
is none other than he who is long suffer-
ing and of tender mercy, not willing that
any should perish but that all should
came to n knowledge ot tbe truth.

To accomplish our purpose let us first
dwell a little upon beneficence and law.

Every beneficent agency becomes a
blessing to us only when we put our
selves into right relations to it,and on tbe
other hand wnen wo do not put our-

selves into right relations to it, instead of
blessing us it consumes us.

Suppose you plant a garden vegeta
ble or flower (either will serve our pur-

pose) but let it be a flower garden. You

plant your geraniums, nocks, heliotropes
and so on and the sun comes out and
shines upon your garden. Because your
flowers are growing in the soil where God
intended them to grow they look up to
the sun and drink in his life giving pow-

ers. The 'blossoming time comes, and
every one looking upon them says beauti-

ful. Their beauty though is but the
outgrowth ot the warmth and nurture

When you pause
to think ot the gentle, silent influence
ot the Bun in unfolding and developing
your garden it would not be much ot
figure of speech nor urreasonab'o for
you to say the sun is love. It never
willingly did any harm loeven the mean
est, violet. Now the sun was a bleesiog
nnd only a blessing to your flowers just
ns long as they were growing in accord
nnce with God's eternal laws. This
will endeavor to show you to be true.
Suppose some morning you enter your
garden and tear your flowers from the
soil and lay them with their roots haro
along the garden path would that benefi
cent sun be any longer "love?" Would
he not be a consuming fire to wither
and destroy? Because The sun is both
love nnd a consuming fire to your flow

ers would you say it was fickle, would
you say it had n double nature that, it
changed? It has not changed. It is the
same sun yesterday, today, and forever;
not willing that noy flower should per-

ish; and iu nil parts of this beautiful
earth wherever there are llowers grow-

ing in obedience to God's laws there are
flowers looking up in gratitude reaping
the rewnrds of love. The God ot our
flowers and of our grasses is not a
changeable God but he becomes a con
Burning fire to them whenever they are
out of right relations to him. What is
r.rue of flowers in relation to tho sun
that shines aboye ub is true.of our souls
io relation to God. Obedience to his
laws means life and disobedience means
death. If any man abide in God and
God's commands nbide in him, or m

other words, if he is satisfied to live in
accordance with God's will, then he may
ask everything that a mao needs to ask
nnd it shall be done unto him, If obed
ient God is love, it disobedient God is n

consuming fire.
This same law operates in the various

institutiens of society.
Paul wns arguing for it when he was

exhorting Christians to yield alluginnce
to magistrates. "For rulers said he nre
not a tenor to god works." If yon are
willing to be a conservator ot social in-

stitutions, to obey their laws, the more
stringently the laws are enforced the
better for you because to you it is pro-

tection. Rulers are not a terror to good
works but to evil. That which is an
unmixed blessing to the good man be-

comes u burning flame to the wicked
man. "Do that which is good nnd thou
shall have praise' of the same for he is a
minister of God to thee fur good. But
it thou do that which is evil, be afraid;
for he beareth not the sword in vnin;for
he is the servant of God, a revenger to
execute wrath upon him that doeth
evil." The just judge to the wronged
wtduw in danger ot losing her little es-

tate left her for the support of her self
ond children is love, but to the villain
who is seeking to wrest it from here the
just judge is a consuming fire. To the
good man God is love, to tbe wicked
man trampling upon the divine precepts
God is a consuming fire.

Therefore let it be understood and un-

derstood forever that when we speak ot
God as a consuming fire we speak an
awful truth true though it be awful
and awful, because it is true. Yet let it
be understood that we do not mean that
God's love ever turns into hate that he
ever angers or thai with n vindictive
lust for vengeance he delights to punish
men glorying in their torture. If one
would interpret the scriptures aright, he
would Hud no other key than (he

fatherhood of God, and thero
is no worse infidelity in the world todny
than that which begins to doubt that
all of God's dealingsare as full of love

as the daily sun which shines upon us is

full of warmth. Yet the holiness ot God

must ever be a consuming fire when
brought face to face with unholiness.

One has written: "To a selfish, sinf u

man, heaven itself would be the deepest
perdition, because having voluntarily
put himself out of right relations to God,
everything pertaining to holiness be-

comes to him a scorching flame." And
those who in the strength of Jesus
Christ have striven for holiness and are
chanting before his throne. "In thy
presence is fullness of joy, I can imagine,
says 'this same one, the ungodly man
rushing forth in despair and crying,
"Whither shall I go from thy spirit or
whither shall I flee from thy presence?
It I ascend up into heaven thou art
there. It I make my bed in hell, behold,
thou art there. V I take the wings ot
the morning and dwell in the uttermost
parts of e sea; even there art thou,"
O pure and awful God. It needs noth-
ing more than the presence of infinite
purity standing face to face with impur-
ity to inflict suffering and in that pres
ence wicked men wno nave cuerisneu
wickedness in their hearts and practiced
it in their lives, will realize that God is
a consuming fire.

There is something here for men to
think about. Our souI'g condition before
God is" not a thing ot trifling moment.
We need the life that comes from above.
This is what Christ taught and in teach-
ing it he laid down no arbitrary rule.
He merely stated a fact as true before it
was uttered as after it was uttered when
he declared, "Except a man be born
again," (be born from above is the better
translation) unless ne has entered into
communion with God and God's holy
spirit has come down and filled his
heart he can not see the kingdom of God.
Though he were in the very midst ot
it it would not be heaven to him until
born from above. This has been the
doctrine of the church from Paul to
Augustine, from Augustine to Calvin
and from Calvin to our time.

and a wicked man between the Spiritual
man nnd tbe natural man is not a dif
ference of development but of genera
tion. It is a distinction of quality not
of quantity. A man cannot rise by any
natural development from wickedness
to righteousness nor from morality
touched by emotion to morality touched
by life. A natural classitication would
arrange all men, moral or immoral
educated or vulgar, as one family. One
might be high in the family group, an
other low; yet practically they ore mark
ed by the same characteristics they
est. sleep, work, think, live nnd die
The spiritual man is removed from this
classification because ot an additional
characteristic that ot holiness of life. lie
wns dead but has been made alive.

True it is, the old fashioned theology
which divides the world in this way
which speaks of men ns living and dead
as lost and sived. This difference be
tween the living nnd dead in souls is so
unproved by casual observation, so im
palpable in itself that some schools have
denied tho distinction. Nevertheless
though the theology of it is stern, the
distinction is correct nnd must be re-

tained. He that hath not the Son hath
not life.

It is this life from above which distin
guishes Christianity from nil other re
ligions. It places the religion of Christ
upon an unique footing. In this partic
ular there is no analogy between the
Christian religion and the great natural
religions such as Buddhism or .Moham
medanism. There is no true sense in
which a man can say, he that hath Bud
dha hath life. Buddha has nothing to
do with life. He may have had some
thing to do with morality but nothing
with life. He may stimulate, impress,
teach, guide but there is no distinct
new thing added to the. souls of those
who profess Buddhism. The nntural re-

ligions may be the development of the
natural, mental or moral man but
Christianity is more. It infuses into the
soul n quality from on high and this life
which comes from above gives to Chris
tianity alone of all religions the mark of
Divinity. To a man thus renewed God
is his support,, his stay nnd life to him
God is love. On the other hand to the
wicked man the rays of God's love be
come a source of pain. Instead ofnour
ishing him the love ot God consumes.

If now to nny of you God seems so be
consuming fire and life a worthless

thing, containing more of evil than of
good, remember it is not the fault of
God, it is not because he hates you; for
he loves you. Aor is it because lis wants
to see you suffer, for he pities you. But
it is because you hnvo put your self out
of right relations to him. He would
have you be his child. If you would do
his will you would trust him, serve him,
love him and it would be with you as it
was with Moses, "the bush which seem
ed to bo a consuming fire, when the
prophet drew near nnd put his shoes
from off his feet in humble obedience,
proved to hnvo in it the God whoso name
was Love.

More Trouble in Kansaa.
The troubles of the Kansas insurance

commissioner ana certain insurance
companies have reached an interesting
stage through tho intervention of a fed
eral judge. Judge Williams, ot the
United States district court for Arkan- -

sas, issued an injunction July 29, re-

straining the commissioner from taking
nny action under the laws ot the state
of Kansas to prevent the Mutual Life
Insurance company from doing business
n the state. Yesterday the commission

er took precisely such action as was for
bidden by bringing proceedings in quo
warranto in tho state supreme court cit-

ing the company to appear nnd show by
what right-- it was transacting business
in Kansas. The injunction being clear-
ly violated, the next feature of the en-

gagement will likely be tbe arrest and
imprisonment ot the insurance commis-
sioner. When that has taken place, it
is intended to apply for u writ ot hdbeas
corpus in the United States supreme
court in order that the whole matter
may be reviewed in the final court.

If the Kansas law be in contravention
of the federal constitution or has been
wrongly interpreted by the commissioner
the fact will be determined by tbe court
of last resort and the bickerings between
the state administration and the insur-
ance companies be ended. Yet it must
appear at this distance as if the injunc-

tion was a rather unnecessary and arbi-

trary method of bringing tbe question
to an issue. Were the dispute simply a
question ot the interpretation of law,
why would it not be best to allow the
matter to be determined in the regular
and usual way? Is there any great and
irreparable injury liable to result from
a judicial proceeding in a great state,
before a court lawfully constituted?
The have nn undisputed
right to transfer the issue to a federal
court if juBtice is denied them in the
local tribunal.

There is danger in a too liberal use ot

tbe power ot injunction by the courts.
It is a high power, intended to be used
but!seldom,oand in exceptional circum-

stances to prevent grent injury that can-

not be compensated in damages. It boa

been properly used to prevent mobs
from destroying millions of dollars'
worth of property. But it waa never in-

tended to be invoked on every occasion
ot possible loss and to frequently super-

sede the ordinary judicial procedure, for

it is a power that can be easily abused,
and when so abused loses, for the court?,
