Middle-of-the-Bo- ad Thinkers.
The Middls-sf-the-Roa- d Populists who

met at St. Louis recently are a eet of

thinkers of whom any country or asylum
might be proud. They want "absolute
paper money, based upon every com
modity and resource of the nation, a full
legal tender and receivable for dues to
the United States." Absolute paper
money is good enough for them now, but
when they hold their national conven-

tion they may be in favor of sign money.
Why insist upon paper? Will not pa-

per money be obsolete as well as abso
lute? If a man wants money he ought
to make signs for it, three lingers for
S300, and so on, each thumb to count as
a million. It, costs too much to trans
port eyen absolute paper money.

This does not necessarily follow. It
would be an unwise thing to do. The
mass of the Hawaiian people cunsist of
Chinese and Japanese, with the native
Kanakas in all degrees of admixture
with other races. They are not fit for
self government, let alone to participate
in the government of the great republic.

Other nations have colonial posses-

sion?, yet the colonies do not participate
in the government of the mother coun-

try. Canada is a case in point. Her
population is largely of Englibh (iefcent
and it is probably up to the standard of
the voting population of Great Itritnin
in education and intelligeuce. Hut
Canada vends no members to the British
parliament, and so far as she is governed
from London that government is entire-
ly without Canadiau representation.

Hawaii, if annexed, should take status
of a territory, not of a state. No Ameri-

can who understands the case would
favor admitting the mongrel horde of in-

ferior races of which her population is

made up, to the privileges and responsi
bilities of controlling the destinies of a
state, and of participating in the govern
ment of the United Statef. No doubt
the politicians would howl for such rec
ognition, but the general welfare is of
more importance than tbe political pros-

perity of a clique of self seekers. Ha-

waii should be ours, but as a territory,
not as n state.

Currency Beform.
Although it will be some time before

a full report of tbe monetary commis
sion's deliberations can be made public.
there will, from time to time, be given
out some of the cocclusions of this im-

portant body. These advance announce
meats as well as the fiual report should
be watched for and considered by all
who are taking any interest in tbe cur
rency and banking laws nnd the various
rpforiaa proposed to perfect them.

There is no reason why anyone should
treat the work of the commission con-

temptuously, yat there are some so nar
row in thsir partisanship as to belittle
the purpose and depreciate the re com
mendations of the commissioners, be
cause their work i being done under a
Republican administration.

The monetary commission is a non
partisan body. It is not official, in a
technical sense, as it was established by
the Iudianpolis convention for the pur-

pose of making a report to a similar con-

vention to be held some time this win
ter. Our currency bybteiu, like all cur-
rency systems, is a complicated uffair,
and no one is competent to point out
weaknesses or make recommendations
without first making himself thoroughly
familiar with our currency history, tbe
system's operations, past ami present.
and with the principles of liuunce beet
calculated to beget national aad indi
vicinal security.

It was with a view to ascertaining the
truth, regardless of political expediences,
that this commission was chosen. While
its report is designed for the next mone
tury convention nnd is intended as an
educational presentation of exibting con
ditions and possible reforms, its find-

ings will be highly valuable to members
of congress, who should be grateful for
the results of Guch investigation, no
matter how much attention they may
have given personally to the currency
problem. For this reason each senator
and each representative will be supplied
with a complete report of the commis
sion, which shall embody not only the
recommendations of that body, but the
best of the plans submitted by the prom-

inent financiers who haye been asked
to with the commissioners in

their work.
Currency reform is not ouly cecessary,

but it is inevitable. If changes are not
made at the next session of congress,
they will doubtless come at the session
next following. In the meantime it be
hooves all who want to be intelligent on
these important questions to avail them
selves of every means of information,
for the question of currency reform is
sure to be a live and pressing usue un
til it is settled.

Federation of Railway Brotherhood.
The must gigantic federation of organ

ized labor ever attempted is that now
being formed by railway employes. The
plans have been laid for many months
and when once tiie federation is perfect-
ed it will go far towaids settling labor
problems which may arise between rail-

way employes and these great corpora-
tions.

The federation will include the Order
of Railway Conductors, Brotherhood of
Railway Trainmen, Brotherhood of Lo

comotive Engineers, Brotherhood of Lo-

comotive Firemen, and Brotherhood of

Railway Telegraphers. These are con

servative organizations nnd professional
agitators have little influence with the
members. Their confederation means
an increased conservatism.

The court of final appeal in this con
federation will be a body culled the sen-

ate, composed of representatives of the
various confederations. No order can
call a strike without the consent of this
body, and even the senate cannot order
a strike witheuta heavy majority vote,
probably seven-eighth- s. All reasonable
means will be emploed by this federa
tion to avert n strike, but if these fail
and a strike is ordered, then there would

not be enough men remain at work to
run mail trains.

Should such a federation be perfected
it would mean an end to railroad strikes.
Cool counsel' would prevail and differ
ences would be adjusted without tbe
men walking out. It is a 6tep in ad
vance.

Uncle Sam as a Land Owner.
The statistics of the General land

office show that the country, first and
last, has had the prodigious amount of
1,835,017.962 acres of land to dispose of
This artta includes everything not in the
original thirteen states, as now consti-
tuted.

These lands fall into four classes. Find
are those already disposed of or appro-
priated. They include 214,414,393 acres
sold for cash, 102,280,228 taken up at
homesteads, 165,47(1,402 granted to
States, 106,534,893 givao to railroads and
other roads, canals and river improve-
ment projects, State or corporation,

in private grants, 60,252,790 in
mili'ary bounty warrants, 16,118,223 in
timterculture entries, and other smaller
classes, aggregating 741,70265 acres,
under this head. For various reasons
these estimates are rough, but they are
near enough to the true amounts for
practical purposes.

Next we have the reserved ianda.
I'hese include 81,645.413 acres set, apart
'or the Indians, 18,993,230 as forest re

servations, 3,272,900 as national parks,
325,425 for forts and other military pur
poses, with enough miscellaneous to
iring the aggregate to 132,441,774.

Tbe third great class comprises the
lands of Alaska, in which few surveys
and disposals have yet biteu made, the
iggregate being 369,529,600. With the
advance of civilization Alaskn may not
remain wholly a class by itself.

Finally, we have the fourth class, or
lands now vacant and subject to settle
ment, nmounting to 591,343,953 acres.
Of these, however, nearly half, or

acres, have not yet been survey-
ed. The largest body of vacant public
ands is in Montana, 71,432.917 acres,
Vevada following with 61,578,5S6 and
Arizona, California, Colorado, Idaho,
Xew Mexico, Utah, and Wyoming each
having oyer 40,000,000 acres.

But while these figures of the extent
t the public lands available for settle

ment are so great, practically a large
tart of the best land.in accessible places

is taken up. The arid tracts not sus-

ceptible of irrigation and the mountain
and forest regions which cannot now be
used for farming constitute a very con
siderable portion of the nearly 600,000,- -

000 acres of vacant public lands. The
old saying that "Uncle Sam is rich
enough to give us all a farm" is not
heard much nowadays. He is still a
big land owner, bit has been lavish with
his best possessions.

Not a Vested Bight.
The United State tupreme court has

knocked out a clever theory, that a lot
tery franchise is a contract with the
state granting it, and that privileges
granted by that franchise are vested
rights. About the whole substance of
the decision is that tiiere is no vested
right in a wrong. Once upon a time a
Kentucky legislature gave a franchise to
a lottery company to do business. There
was apparently no limit to the time it
should run. Afterwards the people ex
perienced a moral awakening and a real
izing sense that lotteries must go, and
placed such a clause in their state con

stitution. The company est up that
the state had made a contract with it,
and could not break the same by with
drawing the permission to do business.
The court thought otherwise, holding
that tbestatSj had merely tolerated and
regulated for a time an evil, and never
divested itself of the po ver to abolish
that evil.

The doctrine of vested rights, as
laid down in the Dartmouth col- -

.ege case, is a proper protection of prop
erty rights. But, as in this Kentucky
case, attempt are made to misapply it.
Br torturing a contract out of a state of
affairs, where none existed and thereby
turning mere privileges into vested
rights, tbe worst abuses can be main
tained, and much popular discontent
fomented. A wrong application of tbe
doctrine is, therefore, more of an evil
than is apparent in the particular case,
for it gives a text to agitators and dis-

turbers of quiet, to socialists and anar-

chists, and every other ahade of disb
herers in existing institutions. True
vested rights will be more secure, if tbe
line ia sharply -- drawn, and claims to
such righta admitted on'y on tbe sound-

est proof.

Fattening the Oysters.
Tbe oystermen of Chtncoteague Island

are utilizing the fresh water poods on
the island to fatten thsir oysters. Sever
al weeks before the oysters are shipped
to market they are taken up from tbe
waters that surround the island and
carried to tbe fresh water ponds, where
they are allowed to drink and grow fat.
The recent high tides, which overflowed

the lower portions of the island and fill

ed these little lakes with salt water are
said to have gteatly improved them for
this purpose, Before tbe value of these
bodies of fresh water was discovered the
islanders fattened their oysters in large
tanks, into which fresh water was con

veyed by means of pipes running from
adjacent pumps and wells. Front pres
ent indications the season now beginn-

ing will be profitable one for the seaside
oyBtermen.
