Fracees E. Willard, whose best  Inug-
raphy 15 the rise and splendid achisve
mwents of the Woman’s Christian Tem
perance Union, died in New York,
Thursday of last week, February 17,
189=. She was uot the founder of the
unton, but from the «ay that she
resigned as dean of the woman’s college
of Northwestern University to devote
herself solely to the Dbattle agmnet n-
toxicants, the great movemsnt with
which she was identitied to the last en
gaged her whole splendid powers of or-
gamization aed persussion. She  es-
pouseil the crusaide against saloon from
no hatred of the saloonkeeper, but from
har pity for the drunkard and her Jdeep
sympathy for her sex, whieh in all ages
has been the greatest sulferer [from
man's inebristy.

Miss Willard had oot the abhorrence
of drunkeoness of the old crusaders,
but recognizad the mecessily of mesting
the insidious appetite for stmulants by
creating a national senliment agaiost it.
