All this only shows that under no cir
cumstances should a Protestant people
neglect to freely preach and spread the
Gospel of Christ, and with the Gospel
the free public schools.

other. Esau was so thoroughly secular
as to earn tho epithet of "profane;'
while Jacob, with tho help of divino
grace, struggled up out of a natural sel-

fishness into a final rectitude and even
princeahip with God.

Children are an important factor in a
nation and a tender chargb to those who
are responsible for their training and
the teachers of a child, are more than
those who hold certificates from the
superintendent, of public instruction,
more than parents, nurses, day school
or Sabbath school teachers. The
child's instructors are all those
who in any way from its earliest years
influence it, lead it, seem to it worthy of
respect, and hence, gaining its confi
dence, are imitated in its life. Every-
body is the child's teacher, life itself a
training school, and existence itself a
series of tests harder thai any examina
tion of school boards.

Vet the factor above all others that
has to do with theconditions of a child's
being and his training is the home.
