day to see the elephant ws they call it
It would be impossible to remember all
the mghts. But I will try to describe a
few of the most interesting. Heing one
of four who had not been to the cily
yet, | was permitted to go. We left
here about nine o'clock in the morniog
and arrived in Washington about eleven.
We directed our way first to the navy
yard, on the way we past the War De-
partment building, the White House,
the Treasury building, the Capitol,
the Library buildiog. In order to go
through the navy yard we had to have
a pass which was very easily golten; one
of the payy men showed us arouud, and
we saw thiogs that caused us Lo stare
indeed. We saw a complete model of
the battlaship Ilhinois and it is a beauty
indeed. The amount of labor, time and
money expended upon 1L wus great, but
only & drop compared to the cost of the
sctual warship when completed. We
suw a piece of wood which came from
the Maine destroyed at Havana. We
were purliculurly interested in the can-
pon of which there are n greal many in
couree of construction, and they handle
them with great care, as a small 1m-
perfectivn caused by careless handling
may csuse their ruin. We saw several
13 inch guns jusl completed; they are
42 leet long. To look into one isenough
to make even a soldier shudder, as he
realizes what a life destroyer it 8. We
saw a large number of cannon which
bad been captured in previous wars.
The library building next claimed our
attention, no pass was required. It is
claimed to be the finest buildiog in Lhe
world. The dome is coyered with gold,
and in the sunlight 1t affords & most
beautiful sight. But the interior issim-
ply indescribable, I went up to the third
fluvor mnd took dioner in order that |
might say I dined io the national library,
and the dioner was elegant, everything
was served up in the finest of China. It
was the best dioner [ have enjoyed since
1 left home. From the library building
1 went to the Capitol. It is needless to
give & dascription of the exterior, us its
picture does i1t justice in looks, but its
grandeur n size can only be compre-
hended when seen. Jts main entrance
is on the east, you eoter directly under
the dome. The doors are bronze and
are said to be the finest ever made. The
pictures on the panels are ten in pum-
ber and represent the discovery of
America by Columbus, commencing
with his long, weary task seeking
aid to carry out his scheme; his final
setting sail for the uokoown, his trium-
phant landing upon ope of the islands
of the new countinent, and other scenes
upon the new continent. His trium-
phant return to Spain, aod finally the
sad ecenes in the clogse of his eveatlul
lite. Within and around the dome are
arranged the magniticent paintiogs, rep-
resenting many epochs in American
history. In the very top of the dome is
& panting representing the rise of the
American Republic which cost 55,000,
about hall way down I8 a magoificent
piece of frieze work running around the
dome ulso representing many important
events in our couutry’s history, but it s
incomplete. The scaffolding in this work
ig still up and has been for five years.
From the west portico of the Capitol we
had a very fine view of the city.

Our attention was then turned once
more to the interior. Wa went into the
old congress chamber 10 which the rep-
resentaliyes usad to hold their sessions,
before the present chamber was com-
pleted. It is now called the statuary
chamber. Easch state has the privilege
of placing two statules, only thirteen
states are represented. And I was glad
to see that Missouri has her two statules
there, lenton and Rlair. This cham-
ber is north of the dome. We next went
into the hall of representatives. [ may
pever be elected to congress, and hardly
expect to be but 1 can say 1 sat in the
speaker's chair. In the speaker’s lobby
ia a picture of ench man who has been
speaker of Lhe house. We next went
into the senate chamber and heard some
of the great guns.

Well, I bave described a few thiogs 1n
the Capitol. I could write all day snd
tken only have begun with a description
of the many inleresting scenes. I will
wait aod try and tell you the rest when
I get home. T had a little time to look
through the national museum, but 1
will not attemp to deecribe what I seen.
1 was anxions to vieit the Washington
monument to which I hurried sod rode
to the top in the elevator. It took
about twelve minutes to go up. To say
that the view from the top is grand does
not express it. The big buildings look
small indeed. The White House, which
is not far from the base looks like a doll
house I, with two others, walked down
from the top, and by the time we reached
the ground we were tired of our trip. I
just had time to do a little shopping
and get to the Lrain in time to get back
to camp on time. Suflicient tosay is that
my crowd all got back sober and not one
of us had to go to the guard house. I
wounid like Lo spend about a week 1n the
city of Washington. I beliave I could see
penrly all that is worth seeing in that
timie and might write a better descrip-
tion.

valuable paper, I will write the follow-
ing:

At present our campis in fairly good
health, and as are most of the other
campe in the park. The cump is in-
spected daily by the army surgeons and
the sanitary condition is excellent. A
six inch water waio runs in the rear of
the camp, und is tapped st regular io-
tervals affording a good supply of water.
I think our eamp is ona of the best situ-
ated in the park, a3 it is located in an
open wood interspersed with small Lrees;
pearly all of the large trees ars scared
with shot and shell, silent reminders of
the great battle that was fought here
durning the hottest days of the civil war.

The government have dove much to
beautify Chicknmauga in the way of
making fine gravel roads and building
monuments. A great deal of money
has been spent on the 11,000 acras that
comprise the national park.

Moaouments have been erected to mark
the spot where fought or fell the brave
men of thirty odd years ago. These
marble and granile records tell of thoze
who made history and the part they took
ic the making,

The other day I was in the park and
I saw ao old mad limpog from one
monument to an other. e told me that
the tall white column to our left marked
the spot where his regiment lost and re.
covered the ground three times. Here
he had lost a brother and had been
wounded himsell, but he was only one
of the many old eoldiers that comes here
and, it 18 nothing unusual to see Lears
come to their eyes me they view Lhe
ground over which they bad fought.

We haves great maony visitors here
now from all parts of the country. There
are Lthousands of mules and horses scal
tered wbout in the park; there are hun
dreds of mules employed in hauling sup
plies.

I don't think there is soything that
has been of more benefit Lo the boys
here than the Y. M. C. A. In Lheir tents
you can spend the heatof the day in
reading, writing or playing some pleas.
ent game. But usually not more than
a rod away you will find a canteen (n
saloon) owned by the soldiers, Lhe pro
ceads go to the soldiers when the run-
ning expenses is pnid. Poker gamesecan
be found in the vicinity and crap games
in abundance. Hesides various liquors,
seven car loads of beer are consumed
each day.

We have no idea when we will leave
here; most of the boys are complaining
of the monotony of camp hile, bul we
don't think it will be long before we will
be on the road to Cuba.

We
thought she was dying then but she
began to improve und the Dr. had bopes
of her recovery, but on Thursday,
April 28th, she was taken with aoother
savere hemonhage andidied in a short
time. Although it is very sad sod we
migs her so much wefeel we must not
mourn for her for we koow Jeesus has
taken her to himself and she will know
sorrow acd eufferiog no more. When
1 asked her if she waa trusting in Jesus
as her Savor, she replied she was and
asked un to pray for her. She said she
wae not afraid to die. In all her suffer-
ing she was so patient. The last Sun-
day before her death, Mise Todd and 1
took some of the school girls, her little
playmates over to see bher, and we sang
two of ber favorite hymas, “Jesus Loves
Me" and “Precious Jewels.” Although
ehe wis loo weak to sing hersell she
enjoyed it very much and her pretty
bright eyes had the same pleased look
they 8o often had when she was in
health. We sang these two songs at her
funeral.

I know you will all be grieyad to hear
this news about your little girl, but I
know you will rejoice in all you have
been able to do for her, and that you
know she was one of Christ’s little ones,
and that you now have s little Chiness
girl an angel in heaven. [ am so sorry 1
did not sueccead in getting her picture
tuken. Mr. Manly does not bring his
camera in often; one day when he was
in and it wns convenient to have it
taken, he did not leave the proper plates
and so we put it off until another time.
She was so plensed with the lovely doll
you gent her. You no doubt will want
the doll passad on to the little girl [ am
giving you in place of the little one who
has left us, and although she is older
than your little Locy Agnes she will be
just as pleased and delighted with the
doll as the one Lo whom you first eent it.

Her people are very
poor waul feund they could po losger
partly support her and sowe have taken
her over and now bave fall control of
bher. Wae find haying full control over
our girls is the most satisfactory in
boarding schools. We like to arrange
for their marriages ourselves, and see
that they marry earnest Christians and
not leave this to their own people who
will often marry her lo some reckless
man if they can make a little money out
of it.

As eoon as this hittle girl knew she
could unbind her feet she could not wait
for proper shoes to be made, bul un-
bound nght away and borrowed a pair
of shoes until hers could be made. Her
feet are coming out very nicely and she
will soon be able to run about as lively
as any of our girle. She is quile a prelly
girl and is doing very wicely in her
studies; she is much brighter 1n regard
to learning than the other ltile girl,
but she has pot quite the same good
disposition, but we know “(irnce” can
do much for her nlong thig line.

A United States law has gone into ef-
fect that is liable to get some men in the
pevitentiary who really mean no wrong.
This statute 18 amendatory to the gen-
eral laws governing the issuance and ex-
chunge of gold and silver coin in the
United States, and was approved March
3,1807. This statute provides no gold
or silver shall be mutilated, defaced,
diminished, falsified, scaled or lightened,
and that no person shall passaor attempt
to pass any coin that is mutilated, de-
fuced, diminished, [alsified, scaled or
lightened. The penalty incase of yiola-
tion is placed at five years in the peni-
teotiary and 33,000 fine. In plain words
the new statule means that coin of the
United States may no looger be scared
with impunity. Not only is it made a
crime to pass & mutilated coin, but the
act of mutilation itsell is made an offense
punishable by the same penalty. Here-
tofore the punched dollar has passed for
from forty to fifty ceats, but now the
man who attempteto pases such a ocoin
at any figure goes to the penitentiary for
live years and pays a fine of 23,000. So
does the man who purchases it. Look
out for bad coins for you are liable to
get into trouble.

The Suez Canal.

The Suez canal is sighty-seven miles
long. It is a tide-water cansl, without
locks. 1t is lighted at mght by electric-
ity, and can be navigated by ships draw-
ing twenty six feet. The speed of ves-
sels going through the canal is limited
to six miles an bhour, though a higher
spead is permitted in the lakes which
form a part of the connection between
seas, The average time of passage is
from sixteen to twenty hours. Admiral
Cumara’s squadron probably moved
at the slower rate of speed. After the
Spaoish fleet shall bave emerged from
the canal 1t will still be 200 miles farth-
er from Manila than the distance from

San Francisco to Manila.
