Under the law as it now reads all per-
sons between theatre? of 21 and ."VO nre
required to work the public ro-id- .Mr.
McClareu, of tiipley, has introduced a
bill reducing thi age to IS and 45.

Section 11)10 of the revised statutes
says that no property shall bo exempt
from levy and sale under execution for
personal services rendered uy a bouse
Bervant or common laborer. Mr. Smith,
of McDonald, hue introduced u bill plac-
ing "local registtred phyBiei-ms"onsarn- e

footing with house servants nnd com-
mon laborers.

The Farmer's club by a vote of 1j to
2, decided to favor tho passage of what
is known as the Ryder beer inspection
bill when it comes up in the house for
engrossment, within a few dnye. This
bill fixes a half cent upon each gallon of
beerinspected, the surplus to be paid
into the stale treasury after deducting
office expenses.

Another bill to prohibit the manu-
facture and sale of cigarettes was intro-
duced in the house. There arennum-bero- f

bills pending on this subject.
The state fair bill, introduced by Mr.

Clark, of Audrain, passed its second
reading. It met with some opposition,
but the vote ordering it to engrossment
indicates that it will pass the house
by a good majority. It does not ask the
state for a dollar in the way of an ap-- 1

propriation, but it allows the legislature
in the future to help it if tho people's
representatives deem it worthy of sup
port. The opposition was based on the
fact that some legislature hereafter
might appropriate something toward its
maintenance.

A bill was introduced by Mr. Wool
folk, of Lincoln, to transfer So3,000 from
the executor's fund to tlie general reve-
nue fund. The money has accumulated
in the probate courts from estutes for
which there have been no claimants. Mr.
Woolfolk is the author cf other meas-
ures providing for the general revenue
fund. Since the Whitecotton-Stepheti- s

combination has decided to mnke the
Dowell bill, increasing the state
dramshop license from SIth) to S'Ji) a
a year, anil reducing tho county licenses
from SolXI to 8100 a year, a party'
measure, for the purpose of replenishing
the depleted general revenue fund of tho
state, protests aro beginning to come in
from representatives of tho country dis-
tricts. They object to the proposition
to withdraw 8100 a year from the coun
ty revenue on every dramshop license
for the purpose of converting it into the
general revenue fund of the state. The
friends of the Dowell bill say that the
school fund will be increased' if the bill
becomes a law, but the country repre
sedatives assert that it will be nt the
expense of their road funds. They de
clare that the counties do not have stif
ticient money for road purposes, under
the present dramshop law, with the
count- - license placed ntS-VX- ) n year.

Mr. Woolfolk's bill, providing for a
reduction in the salaries of county and
circuit clerks of 20 per cent, was order-
ed to engrossment in the house after a
long wrangle by a vote which indicates
that it will be defeated. Should it be-

come a law, the county clerk of Holt
county would received a salary of 31000.
entirely too little for the amount of
work performed.

State Auditor Seibert has asserted
that a deficit of nearly 61,000,000 is in-

evitable unless additional revenue is
forthcoming at once. To raise this
much needed revenue Stephens and
Seibert have introduced in the senate
through Senator Orobard a substitute
for the Dowell bill, increasing the tax
on the state dramshop license from cll'O
to 8200 a year and reducing the tax on
the county dramshop license from ?500
to 8100. The bill wna passed by the
eanate.

Another bill to help lift the state out
at its financial embarrassed condition nt
the expense of the counties, has passed
the senate. It is known as the Wilson
bill and provides that the 2 per cent
tax now collected on the gross receipt
of foreign insurance companies be turn-
ed into the stale treasury and credited
to the general revenue fund. Under the
present law one-hal- f of this tax goes to
the counties for their schools. Xow it
id proposed to give it all to the state, l- -i

the year 1893 this tux netted S2300.O,
one-hal- f of which was apportioned
among the counties nnd was placed to
the credit of the school fund appor-
tioned according to the enumeration.
Thus the county school fund must

to help the state revenue Lind
just as it was in 1SG0.

Another of the measures designed to
relieve the distressed condition of the
slate treasury ha been ordered en
grossed, and will doubtless b?come a
law. This is the bill for a state tax on
druggists, agreed on as a party measure
in a recent Democratic caucus. To us
it seems a very unjust law. The drug-
gist like all other merchants are now re-

quired to pay a merchants tax; and now
to compel them to pay a license tax.
seems to us in the form of double tavi
tion, nnd its constitutionality is ques-
tioned by some. Hut as it is a Demo
cralic caucus bill, it will surely pa-- s nnd
