and battle fields. Their honor is so great
already, Mr. Commander, fiat I can
scarcely hope to ever do or say anything
that will add to the lustre or the grand
record which they, during the many
dark hours of their country's need, have
made for themselves, and which will be
left as n resplendent legacy to their pos

terity.
"Take my life: It is as but nothing.

My only-regr- is that I have but ONE
life to lose for my country." These were
the words of one of the Revolutionary
heroes, (Xathan Halei just before his
execution by the British, and this is the
spirit that has pervaded the breasts of

our people from that time to this. No

people 6ince the world began have ever
shown such patriotism, devotion to, and
willingness to make sacrifices for their
country, as has been shown by the peO'

pie of these United States for theirs. It
has been tbe wonder of all the nations
of the old world.

The history of the world, both sacred
and profane, is largely made up of ac
counts of wars, and wars, and wars; aud
yet the soldiers in those wars were cot

Indeed a careful study
of all the past history of our race will
disclose that prior to the American Re
volution, war was inaugurated and bat
tles fought at tbe mandates, caprice and
behest of kings, emperors and petty ty
rants only; and that the Declaration of
American Independence was the first
real manifesto of war conceived and
brought about for and by tbe people
themselves, for the common good of
themselves and their countrymen (and
never was such a thing even dreamed of,
as one country going to war with anoth-
er for the eake of humanity, and to
rescue a suffering and bleeding colony

from tbe despotic rule of a decaying
monarchy, and its mercinary underliDgs,
as was that war of last year when these
young men before me tonight willingly,
yea anxiously, olTered themselves in
willing sacrifice thnt Cuba might be free.)

Yes, tbe Declaration of Independence
was the tirat impeachment of the Heayen-bornf?- )

rights of kings, and disclosed to
the world that the liberty of the people
was inherent in themselves and not sub-

ject to the caprice of royalty, or depend-
ent upon the grace of kings.

The result of this Declaration of prin-

ciples and the establishment of n repub-
lic by the people and for the people was
an innovation upon the science of gov-

ernment as theretofore known that
aroused tbe wonder and excited the envy,
even ridicnle, of European monarchies.

That a people whose ancestors from
time immemorial had acknowledge the
divine right of kings should attempt self
government was n proposition to mon-

strous, so at war with human experience
and (supposedly) divine ordination, that
the effete aristocracies of Europe looked
on with pitty and contempt, and presag-
ed disaster and destruction.

IJut the ship of state freighted with
tbe new born liberties of a patriotic peo-

ple sailed on unmindful of their jeers,
derisions, and predictions of calamity.

My friends, in our imaginations, we
can stand on some vantage ground in
harbor, nnd looking far out upon the
dark blue ocean, view the innumerable
vessels with their sails set to catch the
breezes that are to carry them across
the mighty deep that lies beyond;
at their various mast heads Hags are fly
ing and flapping, whereby the practiced
eye can distinguish and point out tepre
sentative shins from nil the nations of

the civilized world.
Among them is a ship of rew and uni

que design nnd construction whose mast
head is tipped with a banner strange to
them. To the old sailors of the other
crafts this new boat is viewed as an in-

truder nnd to them seems not to be sea-

worthy. Many are the predictions made
by them of the disasters, that, in their
judgment, await her. Hut she sails grace-
fully on in the race, and in a short time
bids fair to out strip all her competitors.
Her voyage is peaceful and prosperous
until she has reached mid ocean, when
lo, at the Southern horizon n portentious
cloud appears. It gathers quickly nnd
bears threateningly down upon the noble
ship. Muttering thunders and lurid
ligbtenings are seen nnd heard. That
dauntless crew watch its approach with
breathless anxiety. Their faces are pale,
but there is a look of determination up-
on them which says. "We'll take her
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siifely through the tempest of rebellion
or perish with her." The storm bursts
upon her with startling and tremendous
fury. The good ship staggers at the
shock. Her sails are torn, her spars are
shattered and her masts are bent until
their pennants kiss the waves. The tem-

pest is cruel as Juno nnd as relentless as
Xemesis, but the gallant crew stand
steadfast and firm to their posts. The
liberties of a free people aro in their
keeping ond death alone can wrench the
treasure from their hands.

Gallantlv, manfully, heroically they
race the storm, nor tremble at the shock.
Such was storm that struck our ship
ot state in 1S01. For four years it raged
with unabated violence and undimin
ished rancor. At last the storm abates.
the sky is clear, and the battered old

ship again rides the waves, with her
crew deceminated and redeceminated it
is true, but. thank Cod, her precious
freight, the liberties of the people and
the integrity of their country are ptillj
preserved.

Look at her now: Before she was

beautiful, sublime majestic Now she is (

noble, grand.'heroic. j

Members ot the Grand Army: tou
constituted the crew that carried our
grand old ship through that storm of re- - j

bellion. Others doubted her capacity
to resist the rape and fury of tbe storm,
but you never faltered. In the gloom of

the darkest night you turned y our faces
to the Orient, and awaited the dawn. By

your unflinching trust in the right nnd
your heroic defense ot it, you conquered
tbe gloom and hailed the dawn of pence.

With a peace purchased by your valor
and hallowed and sanctified by the blood

of your dead comrades, this grand old

ship today rides the wave upon the sea
of time, the pride of all our people and
the wonder of the civilized world.

Who will say that the results were not
worth the sacrifices you made? Xotone;

. - X.nay, not even your iormer enemies. 11

was a fearful struggle, but was followed

by glorious results. The legacy of a

united country has been left to poster-

ity. Will it be appreciated and defended
by your children in a measure commen-

surate with its yalue and with your sac-

rifices? Will your children nnd your
children's children exhibit a spirit cr

courage, and enthusiasm in its defense
worthy of their sires? We need only to
refer to recent history for an nnswer to
this. Hut Inst year when the first threa
tening alarm was heard at the door ot
our countrv, ana mat nrsi muiienng
roar came up from the explosion in

Havanna harbor, which punk tbe Maine
one halt a million young men of our
country sprang to arras in their coun
try's defense. Thousands and hundreds
of thousands more 6tormed the recruit
ing ollices in nil the various states for
admission to the army and ten millions
ot free men would have enlisted if need
be, within three months, to drive the
invader from our shores and bring free
dom to suffering Cuba.

It must have been gratifying in the
extreme to you old soldiers to view as
you did last year, the willingness of these
young men before you, nnd of the young
men all over this country, to offer any
sacrifices necessary in defense of the
country which you gave some of the beet
years of your lives to save.

You had no real distrust of them, of
course, but that exhibition of patriotism
by them last year, surely gratified your
hearts beyond expression, nevertheless.
They showed themselves to be worthy
scions from most worthy sires, and no

doubt made many an old soldier feel

that he now could die content.
Your baptism of blood in the war of

the rebellion made you realize the ex

tent of these young men's patriotism,
and helped you to appreciate nnd real
ize the dangers and sacrifices which they
so willingly offered to encounted. All

this only made you the more proud of

them nnd of your country, the only
country on the blobe that has such wil
ling, enthusiastic, and determined de
fenders.

Aro you not proud of the part you
took in saying the government as a herit
age to such appreciative obi '.sn? Who
would not be proud to be umbered as
one of those who took honorable part in

that furious struggle winch brought vie
tory to your standard and left a re-

terity?
The most precious heritage the nation

Some lay the blame on slavery, some
attribute it to the principle of states
rights. Strong, however, as both these
may have been yet they do not afford
adequate reason for its fury, and extent
of suffering There wus a principle in-

volved that dates back to the time when

Moses stood before Pharaoh nnd in the
name of God demanded the release or

the children or Israel from bondage,
that they might enter the promised land.

unciated again last year, when Amencn
Raid to Snain. "The slaughter of your
people in Cuba must now stop. e de
mand thnt you let the CubaiiB free.

It is to the glory of this country that
in all her wars nn effort is made for the;
freedom or some enslaved people Tor tbe
betterment ot the condition or some
down trodden race Tor the civilization
and Christianizntiou at our unrortunate
and benighted fellowmen. where ever
our influence is made to be felt. Indeed
I believo that it is the arduous but
splendid mission of our raco to ultim-

ately govern the world, in the name of

righteousness, Christianity nnd civih.n-tion- .

rndoubtedly the dominant notes
in American life will henceforth be civ-

ilization and In my

iudement. it is our duty to nssume the
responsiuuiiy .inn iiauiiiiy ui our nni ,

act. nnd, if need be, even without await-

ing the of other civilized
nations, lo bear aloft the torch of Chris-

tianity to every dungeon of barbarity
whore the midnight or slavery and sup
erstition have reigned for thousands ot
years.

:nd neither is it tor ''Imperialism
that we shall go forward in this great
work. No, far from it. "Imperialism''
is not the word with which to designate
the kindly oflices and beneficent intlu
ences which will be extended by us to
the benighted races of mankind that
place themselves without guardian care.
Imperialism means oppression nnd mon

nrchy. but we shall not oppress, nnd
monarchy, in its every form, is despised
by us.

Neither is the fervent mornl resolve
throughout our nation that our influence
shall be felt nnd recogaized for the civ

ilization and Chnatianization of the
races within our influence in other parts
of the globe. "A rever or expansion" as
some have 6een lit to designate it. No,

it is not that. It is but a tremendous
and patriotic awakening ot the peoploto
n realization of their duty under the
circumstnnces confronting them, nnd a
resolve by our young men to follow

wherever their country's Hag lends them.
Our flag is the only flag that has never
known defeat, hoiI I am one of those
who believe that the hand that bears it
forward is the unseen hand of God.

( Ifteu the eml of a war bring-- , demaiids
and obligations which are more perplex
ing and difficult to meet than those
which the acUal period of conflict itself
entiiins. In fact this lias been true ;f

all the war in which tlie I'nited States
has ever been engaged. The peace treatv
of ;, which teti-.rale- tho thirteen
colonies from (Ireat ISrt.nn, threw upon
the American people a task far more
delicate and diliicmlt than the war itself
that or establishing a cr-.l- at home
ami abroad, and welding those new and
crudely governed states into a nation.
The second war with F.nglnud that of
1S12-1.- bupplemented the political in
dependence which the earlier ttruggle
gave by a severance of the vassalage
which the United States had borne to
F.urope in commercial tuatteu along
to that time and forced upon tine
country tlie necessity for unmerou
ingenious acts of legislation to meet the
many'perplextng questions suitable to
the new conditions.

The question iu to whether .slavery
should or should not bt admitted into
the territory which we gained from Mei
ico in the war of lSPi S incited longer
and fiercer cnnllicts in congress and in

that said congress may indeed reach an
universal peace agreement which shall
be permanent.

ing with tho advanced spirit of thp age
and of the higher civilization and Chris-tianiitio- n
