Public Land in M ssouri.
For the benefit of inquirers in all parts

of the country .State Labor Commissioner
Uixey has published datas concerning
government land iu Missouri. During
the year ending July I, 1SS!, the total
public land was reduced by 1,000 acres.
By a rule the public land can now be
purchased at 61.25 per acre, and the
purchaser secure immediate title, or it
may be hotnesteaded, and the settler
acquire title by live years occupancy.
There remaiss in Miesouri the follow-

ing government land: In the Boonvilla
district, 100,020 Bcres; in the Irouton
district, 122,S0O acres, and in the Spring-
field dibtrict, 213,0-2- 0 acres.
