national banks have the use of this
money without interest, and he did not
do so until congress compelled him by
resolution, and then only paid off as lit
tle as possible, leaving millions con

stantly in the hands of his pel bankers.

Silver Items From United States
Treasury Beport for Jan. 1000
The silver coinage by the United

States mint for January, 1900, was 1

550,000 in dollars.
t he number of silver dollars in cir

culation in January, was reduced a lit
tie more than 2,500,000.

The total number of silver dollars
the treasury at the cluee of January was
417.101,031.

The value of the eiler bullion in th
treasury accumulated by the Sherman
act is 3:9,721,632.

Since January, 1395, the number of
silver dollars in the treasury was in
creased 51,751,505; the circulation dur
jcg this period has ooly increased
little more than $10,003,000. showing
very clearly that there is more silver
coin in the country now than is ue
manded.

For the payment of silver bullion ac
cumulated by the United Stales treasury
under the Sherman act silver certiti
sates were issued. Of these $37,871,230
are still in circulation. Tbe bullion on
hands fur wbiuh tkey were issued
less than this by something more than
$3,000,000, showing that people would
rather have paper than the cumbersom
metal thev represent.

The amount of subsidiary com in cir
culation was at the end of January $80,-

316,114, an increase of more than $100,

000 since the year began.

The State Convention.
Tbe Republican state committee has

issued the official call for tbe state con
ventions to be held in Kansas City on
May 15, and in Jefferson City ou Sep
tember 11th. Tbe Kansas City conven
tion will nominate candidates fur gover
nor, lieutenant-governo- r, secretary of

slate, elate treasurer, state auditor, at
torney General, railroad and" warehouse
coinmitsioner, two presidential electors
at large, and ratify tbe nomination of
one elector from each congressional dis
trict. The convention will also select
four delegates-a- t large to the National
Rcpublicau convention, which meets at
Philadelphia, June, 19 acd four alter
nates.

The judicial convention, at Jefferso
City on Sept 11th, will nominate can
didates for judges of the supreme court
and tbe St. Louis and Kansas City court
of appeals.

Holt county Republicans under the
call will be entitled to eight delegates
in the Kansas City convention and si
delegates in the Jefferson City meeting,
The call provides that thete delegates
must be selected at least tweuty day
before the date of tbe state conventions,
This will require that the Republicans
of Holt county mdet in county con
veotion to select delegates to tbe Kan
easCity convention not later than Apri
25th.
