The court of the United

States has decided that the inheritance
tax provided for in the war revenue law-i- s

valid and that the statutes which ex
empt government bunds from taxation
do not apply in the case of inheritances.
So many court decisions have been ren
dered affirming the validity of this style
of taxation that it would seem as if the
executors and beneliciuries of large es-

tates would soon tire of their effort to
overturn inheritance laws and escape
the payment to the of the taxes
which they exact.
