Colossal Prevaricators.

The public school system of Missoun
was founded by the act of February o,
1837, under Democratic  supromacy.
Mussouri has now  the largest money
school fund of any state in the Union,
ageregating over F12.300000, and its
school property is worth over #1700,
(LI

The above is a piece of one of the
planks of the platform adopted by the
Democracy of this stale at their recent
state convention held at Kansas City.

The Democratic parly of Missouri
never was a friend to the public  school
system of Missouri.  Whenever an op
portunity was presented, the Democraey
of this state never failed to rob the pub
he sehool fumde. The constitulion of
Missonri adoptoed i 1520, containsd the
Folbovwimgg:

“One wecbioal or more shall b estals
lishodd in vach township, as soon as prace
teable and neeessary, whers the  pusor
shall be taught grans”

Nothimgr was sel apart for the wmin
tenance, even for the poor, exeept  the
lavnds donatod by congriss for that pur
pose, No means was provided for the
eatablishment of the sehoole. And no
wielhasd of procodure marked out.  This
plovision remained a part of the organice
law of this elate untll 1855, when  the
new constitution was feamod by the e
pablican convention, aml st the publie
sethoods of Missouri upon n solid, suh
stantial fowting

Secomd. The Iast aet of the last
Deseratic legislature previons ta the
war upsmint the sulyect of sdueation, was
the robibery of the whole public sehool
fumd. Not adoliar did  they leave in
the troamury 1o the ersdit of this  fund,
Hy reanon of this legislation the  school
smyntom of our state was completely  de-
stroyedd, nnd the eredit of the state suf
fosrad -|uic'|l anil entire I'u"l]l-l!k From
that time up to 1507 the childeen wont
untanght and her bomds went te repu
dintion.  The Domocratio party of  the
sinte of Mpsouri had  plundered  the

seuTitieg,

Third: The origin of our present
schuol system, and the ereation of our
present school fund is to be found in an
act creating a permanent «chool fund,
approved March 11, 1967, pass:d by a
Republican legislature and approved by
a Republican governor. This act ap

propriated 210000 out of moneys re-
ceived from the Federal government,
Ivid Bonham, of Andrew county, was
the author of this bill. This sum was
invested in United 8tates 5-50 gold bonds
aml dreow the interest in gold and sold it
for a prowium giving the school fund
the henedit of such golid premiom. These
bowds remained in the tressury till the
Marmaduke Demorr ooy came into  con-
trol  They sold the United 8tates bonds
amd invested the procesdsm state bonds.
The state bank stock was sold for £718,-

(XKD, which was taken in Missouri bonds
at 6§ per eent, aml they were put in the
treasury, and there they should have re-
wained and the interest on them should
have been pad tothe school fund, and
distributed to the schio's. But as in
the above case the Demoeraey  conclud-
ed to eanesl the bonds nod gave a certi-
ficate of indebteddness for the amount.
They also set aside 200,000 tofLhe semi-
nary fund, They also placed to the
eredit of the school fuml the procewds of
all lands granted to the stve by the
Federal government. It pl ood to the
credit of the sehool fund the  proceeds
from the sale of the state tobacco ware-
house, It enlarged the fund by giving
it the procesds of escheats, unclaimed
dividends or shares; amd all the fines,
penaltics and forfeitures necruing to the
state. This same Republiean legislature
gave 25 per cent of the net revenue of
the state 1o the public schools amd  ani

versity of the state.

Fourth: These laws all stand upon
the statutes of Missouri, excepting  that
clause of the eonstitution, which pro-
vides Lhat “all fines, forfeitures and pen-
alties accruing to the state, shall be
placed to the eredit of the sehool fund.™
The Inst legisiature, overwhelmingly
Iwmoeratic, “repealed this coustitution
al” provision, by enscting a law, requir-
ing this money to be paid out, for other
purposes, in direct viclation of  seetion
S of article 11 of the constitution. It
was Representative Tribble, (Democrat),
when this bill to rob the school fund was
up for passage,made the remark: “What
if the constitution does  conflict! Wipe
it out” Representative Rubey, another
Democratic member remarked:*Neither
house of the general assembly has any
more regard for the constitution than
the deyil has for the Bilile ™
Fifth: Ourlaws provide that the tax
derived from the foreign insurance com
panies, shall be apportioned to the
schools of the citics and country dis
tricts. This amounts to 200,000, The
Demoeratie legislature of 1599 failed to
do this. Thus the schools of our- state
have been robbed of this sum.

S:xth: The constitution of our state
says plainly what shall be done with the
money derived from fines and forfeitures.
The 100 forcign insurance companies
were cach fined 21,060; this money under
the constituion should have gone to the
credit of the school fund. It was not
done. It was placed into the general
revenue fTund, thus robbing the school
fund of 100,000,

Seventh. This brazen disregard for
the organie laws of our state means the
ghamelul robbery of our school funds; it
means the butlding und improvement of
fewer school houses: the gradual redue-
tion of the teachers’ wags s, and the gen
eral crippling of the school system of our
state.

Eighth: The Federal government
gave o our state 340,000 in return  for
war taxes, Every Democratic member
from Missouriin that congress voted
against the bill, but when the state got
it the Democracy gave it to the state
university, clearly a violation of the
eonstitution. But they did not stop at
the mere violation of the constitution.
Instead of giving it to the universily
they issued & seminary certiffeats draw-
ing 5 per cent interest, payable in 50
yoars, thus compelling the people to pay
to the university each year for 30 years
the sum of £12,300 and at the end of the
S years to still owe the 616,000,

Ninth: A bl was introduced in  the
senate of the XL general assembly, and
was passed, converting the 2 per cent
foreign tax into the general
revenue fund, thus depriving the county
school Tunds of this revenue, The bill

An examination of the number of

bank depositors in our state is full of
facts upon which our citizens can con-
gratulate themselves. The figures are
official,taken from the last annual report
of the comptroller of the currency:From
it we learn that there were 117,67  per-
sons in Missouri who had bank accounts
in 1584; last year, 119, there were 213,
004 bank account<. In 1841 the total
amount of deposits in our state amount
ed to &3921953. o 1899 the deposits
in all the Missouri banks amounted to
2141,726,449.

While the number of depositors in
Missouri had increased by 90 per cent,
the total amount of money deposited had
increased 160 per cent.

There are, of course, many minds
among men, and there are persons in
Holt county who still make it their busi-
ness to discount only general, but  loeal
prosperity, and for no other reason than
because existing conditions are  making
good the promises of the last KRepubli-
can campaign on national issues. But
the pessimistic views of these ultra par-
tisans are discounted by intelligent citi-
zens and outsiders exactly 100 per cent.

An Extra Session Is Possible.

The Chinese situation is of such a
grave character that there is scarcely a
doubt that the president will be com-
pelied to call congress together bofore
the time of the regular meeting in De-
cember.  Unofficial news of the myrder
of M. 1) Giers, the Russian minister at
Pekin, is looked upon here as a possible
indication that every forvign representa-
tive at thel Chinese capital has been
slaughtered. It is feared, too, that the
womenof the legations have been  hor
ribly tortured by the Boxers.

The amount of money authorized to
be cxpended by congress for the trans-
portation of troops is practically ex-
hausted and if this country is to takeany
part in the poliey of vengeance to be
meted to the yellow people of Asia, it is
absolutely essential that congress should
authorize the necessary expenditurrs.

TO ACT UPON DEFINITE NEWS,

P’resident McKinley, it is known, does
not want to force an extra session at this
time, but there seems to be no way to
avoid it. The Awerican republic must
take part in the events of China, and to
do so the necessary authority must come
from congress.  The murderof American
representatives must be avenged, and
that promptly, and it is not to be ex-
pectod that the people of this country,
if they learn that Mr. Conger has been
murdered and his family outraged, will
consent to allow the avenging sword to
be wielded by apan, Germany or Russia.

Just a8 sonn, therefore, as anything
like authentic news comes from China
which way indieate that the fears of
Conger’s friends are well founded the
president will 2ertamly come to' Wash
ington, and he will searcely have re.
mained at the White house 48 hours bo-
fore he will eall upon the representa-
tives of the people to meet for the pur
pose of giving him the necessary author
ity of avenging the murder of the Ameri
ean minister in China.

German Reciprocity.

The newly signed reciprocity arrange
ment between the United States and
Ciermany is now practieally agread upon.

The articles upon which Germany se-
cures a reduction of duties have lwen
onuwmerated already, namely, still wines,
paintings and statuary. The amount of
the reductions in vach ease is fixed in
the Dingely net.

In return the United States secures
the most favored nation treatinent, or,
in other words, the minimum tarifl rates
on articles exported to Germany,  Ger-
many has several tariifs, one reserved
for commereml friends and the others
for nations with which the relationsare
not so close,  The United States hasen.
Joysd the minimum rates up to this time
without equivalent, so it is said. Now,
our absolute right to thess minimum
rates iv Lo be confirmed and formally
recognized in the arrangemoent in return
for allowing Germany the concessions
provided for in section 3 of the Dingley
act. The arcangement therefore does
not specifly any article of American
manufacture upon which the dulics are
to be reduced: such reductions are sup
posedd to be coversd by the statement
that the minimum rates are to apply to
them.

The arrangement in addition contains
some administrative provisions, but these
are said to o of intorest to Gormans
alone, and therofore will be made public
by the German government for the in
formation of its exporters in due lime,

DRIVEN BACK

—_

Allied Forces Repulsed With
Great Loss at Tien Tsin,

Ninth United States Regulars Cut to
Pieces.

July 13th 7,000 of the allied troops
were atlempting to storm the wall of
Tien Tsin. The attack began at day-
light. The Chinese on the walls were
eatimated conservatively at 20,000, They
poured a terrilic hail of artillery, rifle
and machine gun fire upon the attackers.
The Americans, Japanese, British and
French troops attacking from the west
and the Russians from the cast.

The Amencans suffered terribly. As
the Associated Press representative left
the field, the chiefl surgeon of the Ninth
infantry said a conservative estimate
was that 25 per eent of the Americans
were hit.

Col. Wilson H. Liscum is reported to
have been mortally wounded as he was
walking in front of the Lroops.

Telegrams from Shanghai and Che
Foo indicate an increasingly serious
state of affairs. It is alleged that the
foreign consuls at Shanghai have cabled
their governments that there is urgent
neod for warships to protect that cityow-
ing to the menacing attitude of the Chi-
nese and the temptation to Joot the cast
stores of merchandise recently accum-
ulated there. It seems that the Chinese
have threateened the great oil tanks on
the Pao Tung s'de of the eity.

From (he Foo comes the report that
the entire adult male population of the
three provinces of Chi Li, Shan Si and
Shan Tung are massing to defend Pek-
ing, in the conviction that the powers
mean war.  There 18 little doubt that a
further check of the allies at Tien Tsin
would be the signal for a general anti
foreign rising throughout China.

The decision of the administration, at
the end of n most eventful day, is that
the United States gavernment is still not
at war with the government of China.
The big happenings at Tien Tsin, ¢m-
ing on top of the stories of the last strug
gle at Peking, have not affected the
attitude of the administration on this
point; the United States and China are
technically at peace. It means simply
that the government of the United
States feels that it can best achieve that
purpose by regarding the status oflicially
as one of peace. To hold otherwise
would seriously cripplp the governmont
in its efforts to obtain satisfaclion for
the outrages tha Americans in China
have sulfered. We should find the ports
of China, now open to us, closed and all
sorts of impediments would be encoun-
tered which are now missing. Therefore,
according to the admimstration view, n
declaration of war would afford not even
a technieal gain, while it would nctually
be a heavy drawback.

Mond#y was the most exciting Wash-
ington has known since the battle of
Santiago. At the very beginning came
Admiral Romey’s cablegram announcing
the defeat of the allied forers at Tien
Tsinand then came the vivid Associated
Press account of the fight. A special
cabinet meeting was held on reeeipt of
this news, with such members present
asarc in town. Great reluctance was
manifested on the part of the partici-
pants to answer questions as to the na-
ture of the deliberations. The best in-
dication of its nature was the departure
for the White House of Secrotary Hay
immediately after the meeting. e sat
down and had ajong talk with President
McKinley over the long distance tele-
phone, and it soon became known that
the president had decided that it would
be best for him to coms back from Can-
ton to the national capital, taking his
departure Monday evening for Washing
ton.

A statement prepared by  Adjutant
General Corbin  shows that there are
now a grand total of 10665 officers and
men, en route to China, en route to Na-
gasaki, or underorders for Nagaski.
This table, of courseincludes the ill-fat-
ed Ninth infantry, which may not be in
condition for further service.

Japan has arranged o send 22000
troops, and possibly will increase tLhe
force to 50,000 or G0,000. There will be
over 100000 European amd Japanese
soldiers in China before the end of Sep-
tember, and this number may be increas-
ed to 150,000,

Retribution will be their mission,
There can not he any possible means of
scceuring adequate reparation for the
slaughtor of the ministers and from 70
to 900 foreigners. The partition of the
empire after the campaign, which will

\be arduous and costly is the natural

Lions.

A good deal of annoyance has  been

eaused here by the complete misunder
ing that has been conveyed to  the
Kuropean nations as  to the attitude of
the United States governmont vegarding
the settlement of the Chinese troubles,
This government, it ean be stated  au
thoritively, never has thought of com
promising for money indemnity or an
apology never  has been thought of or
mentionsd by the government of the
Uniteel States. The government will
insist on justice and retribution, acconl
ing to the higest nuthoritios,

Chinese Minister Wu received & dis

patch telling of the safety of the lega-
tions on July 9, and was greatly
pleased at this satisfactory turn of
events. He started at once for the state
department, where he remained with
Secretary Hay for some time. Beside
presenting to Mr. Hay the contents of
his dispatch, Minister Wu also officially
executed the direction for an appeal to
the powers not to destroy the walled city
of Tien Tsin. So farns the United
States is concerned, there has been no
purpose wantonly to destroy this walled
city, although the latest nows from the
scene of action indicates that the walls
themselves have been battensd down and
a considerable portion of the city destroy-
ed. Mr. Wu said afterward that he fear-
ed the destruction  of the city was little
short of complete,
THE CHINESE ROUTED,

The Shanghai  eerrespondent of the
London Daily Mail, telegraphing under
date of July 17, says:

“The allid troops resumed the at
tack upon the walled city of Tien Tsin
on the morning of July 11 (Saturday),
and suceceded in breaking the walls
and eapturing all the forts,

“The Bhineso woere completoly routed
and the allies took possession of the
native city and its defenses

“The total  losses of the allies in the
engagement of Thursday, Friday and
Saturdsy were about 500 killed or
wounded. The easualties were greatest
among the Russinns and Jupanese.

“The guns of the allies did  immense
damage to the native city, causing many
large conflagrations, and finally silenced
the majority of the enemy’s guns
simultaneously. Then 150 Russians,
assisted by small parties of Germans
and French, assulted and eaplured
eight guns that were  in position on the
railway embavkment and the fort, the
magazine of which the French subse-
quently blew up.

“A body of American, British, Japa-
nese and  Austrian troops then made a
sortie and attacked the west arsenal,
which the Clunese had reocenpied. AL
ter three hours of the hardest fighting,
yet experienced the Chinese fed.”

A decidedly more hopeful feeling with
regard to the Chinese situation was
apparent in all administration circles on
Tuesday evening of this week.

The tide of sentiment, which has been
markedly pessimist, turned  with  the
announcement of the victory of the al
lies at Tien Tsin and  the eapture of the
forts and native city, and gathered
further strength from Minister Wu's
cablegram, declaring that the foreign
ministers at Pekin were safe July 9.

Aside from these dispatehes the ar-
rival of the president and the special
eabinel weeting, ealled  to consider the
situation, were the features of the day.
Over a hundred newspaper moen throng-
od the corridors while the cabinet was
gitting behind elosed doors,  The scene
resembled the hottest day of the Spanish
war.

At the conclusion of the
which lasted two and one-hall  hours,
Secretary Koot gave out  the following
formal statement of the action of the
cabinet:

“The president has  deternsined  that
the facts now krown to us do ot re
quire or justily calling an extra session
of congress. Should future develop
ments indicate that  he is onable to Jdo
what is required with the means now at
his command and the action of congress
is necessary to furnish cither wen or
money or authority, he will not hesitate
to eall it together.”

German Meat Bill Modified.

The German Government has consent-
od, on the earnest request of the United
States Minister at Berling Mr. White, to
modify the new meat inspection bill so
that it will not imterfere with existing
contraet obligations of American export
ers. By this arrangement all present
contracts will be earried oul on the pres
ont basis of inspection, and  the new
system will apply after there has been
opportunity to make contracts with the
tull knowledge of the changed condition
of atTairs,

The American exporlers are particular
Iy solicitous over having a sudden inter
ruption of their trude, as  contracts had
been made on the basis of  the present
system, and any change in that system
threatened to interfere seriously  with
these contracts. The act does not in
terims state when it shall go into effect,
but it has been understood that the
Bundesrath would fix October 1 as the
date. The German authoritics have
found, however, that this will give scant
time for getting up the extended system
of inspection required under the law,
meluding  the establishment  of inspee-
tion stations, the ercetion of buildings,
the selection of oflicials, ete.  This may
take most of the summer and fall, so
that, while the purpose hasbeen to have
the act take effeet on October 1, it may
be Janunry next before  the system will
e ready to gro into elfeet.

Bale of Stamp Books.

The new plan of the Post Oftice e
partment of  selling stamps put up in
books with the gummed  surfaces care
fully protected has proven entirely satis-
factory, amd the profits have already
reached the sum of 20,000,

About 2250000 of thesa books of all
kinds have been sold, amd Jibe depart
ment  believes that  the experiment of
selling stamps in  this form has  proven
to be satisfactory, and it will econtinue
to be one of the  permanent institutions
of the government.

When the departinent first issued the
book of stamps there was a good deal of
vomplaint becanse the stamps stuck
to the olded shoets. This defeet of the
book has been remedicd by securing a
better grade of paratline paper. Now
the paraffine paper & guaranteed to re
main in good condition  when subijoected
toa test by being  submerged in water
heated to 110 degrees, which is consider
ably warmer than the human boady or
any hoat to which it can be subjected
under conditions  that can properly be
provided for.  The cover of the book is

now made of non-absorbent paper, and
an additional sheet of paraffine paper to
protect the face of the stamps has boon
put in the book. These improvements
add someswhat to the cost of the books,
but there is still & profit on them in ex-
coss of the profit secursd from  the
slamps.

In Bouth Africa.

The latest details from Pretoria make
it appear that more or less fighting has
been going on in the neighborhood
throughout the week,and that the Boers
are in such force that they manage to
keep the British perpetually on the alert.
The four days’ fighting at Rietfontein,
about twelve miles southeast of Pretoria,
ended on Thursday by the Roers being
driven off after Col. Mahon had been
reenforced by Gen. French's brigade of
cavalry. The attacks on Nitrals Nek,
and the Pyranmd Hills which are some
ten miles due north of Pretoria, appear
to have been a combined movement un-
dertaken in consequence of Gen. French
having been sent to the southeast to
help Col. Mahon, which prevented Lord
Roberts dispatching speedy reenforce-
ments to Nitrals Nek. The Boer com-
mandants whodirected the attacks there
and at Pyramid Hills were Delarey and
Grobler, who made their reputations on
the Orange River, but the mystery of
their widespread movements is as to
where their men came from, it having
been officially stated a short time ago
that the whole Boer force left under
arms in the Transvaal was under 6,000.

The importance of these Boer move-
ments is in the indication they afford
that the subjugation of the Transvaal s
yet far from being effected. Lord Rob-
erta is calling for reenforcements frem
“ngland and all seasoned men available
are being sent out to him, for it is quite
recognized that the militia battalions
and yeomanry, while superior in phy-
sique to the first troopathal went out to
South Africa, are unfit in other respects
to cope with the Boers whose inferior
shots and fighting men have been weed-
ed out of the commandos and sent home.
Fhere is, besides, the consideration that
the state of things in the Cape Colony
does not allow of any of the militia bat-
talions employed in guarding the lines
of communication being sent to the
front. According to private letiers from
Cape Town, constitutional government
has practically ceased to exist in the
colony. Dutch colonists who never Jeft
their farms at any time during the war
have been arrested and held without
trinl or even definite accusation, and
counsel engnged by their friends have
been refused permission to see them in
prison, Sir Alfred Milner pretending
that the civil power eannot interfere
with the military in what they deem
necessary for the peace of the colony.
The result is universal disquiet and de-
mands for more troops from England.
