hotels is a simple one.a blamedsimple
one.eitherone of the above distinguished
MiBSouriHns, I am satisfied, would say,
but my vocabulary is more limited and
I will confine myself to plain English
phrasesTbebieakfiist consisted of black
coffee, cold rolls, hard as brick bats, and
butter, and is never different any where
oa the Continent save in Germany and
Austria, where they put in a plate of
h mey in addition, and this hastily de-

spatched, a party of CO Americans touk
our places in the carriages and coupes
provided for us, and were soon rattling
down the streets of Naples over rough
cobble stones and lava paved streets in
a way that must have struck the aver-
age Neapolitan as unusual, to say the
least, for lattices were hastily opened
and windows thrown up, and the sleep-

ers, lying in the embrasures of the win-

dows and on the overhanging balconies
on what looked like a cross between a
carriage cushion and a mattress, quickly
roused themselves, and with the pretty
dark eyed Siunoras at the open latticesf
looked down with amazement at the
long cavalcade of carriages filling tho
street below them. The picturesque
high roofed houses, with hero and there
a niche with the shrine of some Saint
beneath the quaint small paned win-

dows, the curious arched passages lead-

ing to the open courts within, the streets
narrow and winding and crowded with
a mass of carts, wagons, misfit.carry alls
and vehicles of every kind and size, w ith
an indescribable number and variety of
beasts of burden, horses, ponies, oxen,
dogs and donkeys, with hero and there
a woman hitched up with a goat, all
loaded, as a rule, with fruits and vege-

tables for the early city markets, form,
as a whole, a picture beyond my power
to adequately describe. Groups of
black browed, wolfish Italians were
everywhere, either preparing breakfast
jn the street, boiling vegetables and
other edibles in grimy ketHes, or hang-

ing up great strings of macaroni on
frames to dry in the sun, or the day's
washing in lines strung along tho edges
of the pavement, or upon the balconies
or house tops which ever was, for the
time, most convenient. The smell from
the foul open courts and the filthy
streets were as variegated as the best
regulated nose could wi-- h. Dozens of
street urchins followed the carriages,
turning hand-spring- s and sumercaults
as they, panting from heat and exhaus-
tion, followed alternately one after an-

other of the fast driven landaus, or
thrusting fruits and flowers into the
open carriages in eager anticipition of

the coppers usually thrown them on

such occasions by the visiting tourists.
Street fakirs of all kinds, and cripples

with every deformity tho human anat-

omy is heir to, hastily aroused from
their morning slumbers, thrust their
wares or their deformities, which ever
was handiest, into tho open coupes and
the faces of their occupants, and many
ladies, unused to such scenes, actually
sickened at tho spectacle of thedeformi-tie- s

tbry unwittingly witnesicd; as we

As we proceeded towards the suburbs
of the city, the streets grew less crowded
and congested, both with traffic and with
pedestrians, and we began to pass beau
tiful villas, with the gleam of marble in
every open archway from the wide lawns
studded with flowers and shrubbery ex
tending from portal gate to wide Italian
poriico; these villas commanded a wide
view of the Mediterranean and the Nea
politan coast, and stood usually in the
midst of ornamental grounds.magnificent
ly decorated with statuary and fountains,
and laid out in groves and terraces and
ehady drive ways. Everything that
could gratify the tase or appeal to the
eye was lavished on these villas, and
their ornamental grounds. The streets
began to widen into open country, sur-
rounded on both sides by high stone
walls, enclosing tempting groves of ripe
orange, lemon, limes and figs, with trcl
lises of v.nes hanging from treo to tree.

The land, through which the road
winds, gradually ascen.ls, but seomed
rich and fertile; by the roadside are
charming cottages and little farm houses,
whose while washed walls are usually
half hid from the road by great trellises
of vines and thick groves of fruit bear-
ing trees in front of each porch tho lit-

tle round table and tho rude bench which
mark the rural wine houses everywhere
in Italy. The soil upon whicn these
orchards and vineyards rise in terraces
is largely composed of lava and volcanic
cinders; the cherry trees rich with their
red fruit, the oranges gleaming yellow
through the overhanging branches, the
intense green foliage of the olive and
the spreading, awkward looking fig trees,
all produced on lava reduced to soil by
tho disentegrating effects of the heat
and Etorm and tho lapse of ages. As we
proceeded the groves grew fewer and the
vegetation more sparse. Above us on
the slopes appeared what looked like a
black wave at first tight; the scene,
hitherto so smiling, became on nearer
approach a melancholy one indeed;
what we thought a black wave, as we
first saw it, proves to be great blocks of
dark, ashy colored lava; the road winds
irregularly, now through, now around
these blocks, which dark and forbidding,
cover a landscape once as fair as the one
we have just left behind. The road
seems a thread of ribbon through a black
causeway; enormouB masses of lava sur-

round us on every side, in hue dark red
and black, like so many torrents and
cataracts frozen into petrifaction; here
and there a few blades of grass appear,
but vegetation is virtually confined to a
few lichens of pale and sickly growth.
Every where the happiness and charm
of the present, as seen in the green and
fertile slopes below, and the desolation
and misery of the past as reflected by
the stricken country about you, and the
uncertain security of the future a9 em-

phasized by the sinister cloud of smoke,
hanging like a pall above you. Ere long
the gap between the black waves widens
a little, and as we proceed higher, opens
into a gem like oasis in the general
desolation surrounding us. In this
Odsis is the dining hall and station of
the Funicular railroad. Here we take
a good lunch, and after tho usual fierce
onslaught upon us by tho carriage
drivers for tho never ending tips and
macaroni; wo take the railway partly
destroyed by tho fierce eruption of May,
but sufficiently repaired to allow us to
make part of the journey upward upon
it.

with the jerky, unst ady motion pecu-

liar to all fable lines.
The incline is very gre.it. and the ride

o-- i ihe wholo is much like being hoisted
up on a pulley. The view is a magnifi-

cent one; below lie orchards, vineyards,
villas and palaces, and the whole pano-
rama of the g eat city.till it merges into
the temce of i he Bay, who-- e gleaming
waters sparkle and dance in the sunlight,
whi'e beyond in the distance roll the
blue waives of the Mediterranean in
swelling, undulating b Hows. The con-

trast, between the enchantment of the
distance and tho desolation of tho im
mediate landscape, is overwhelming.The
whole side of the mountain about us is
covered with a black pall of lava, break-
ing irto eddys of dust and ashes in the
imnudiate vie nity of tho c.irs, which
rise in suffocating clouds as a half dozen
rough looking Italian peasants trudge,
or rather slide down the shifting sands,
as they descend from the summit. On
reaching the terminus, a stretch of pos
sibly half a mile intervenes between the
tho sta ion and tho summit above you
1 lie neat is stilling, above you rolls a
dense cloud of black smot-- from the
crater, while, around you sweeps a bil
lowy sea of ashes, debris, scoria and lava
dust, stirred into dun clouds by every
passing breeze. The ascent of the pre-

cipitous slope before us whs in every
sense an one.

The first step off the hastily improv-
ised railroad platform landed us in
ashes and dust above the shoe tops: the
heat, as we struggled upward, at each
step became more intense from the add-

ed reflection of the shifting sands we
were parsing over, which seemed both
hot and damp to our feet, the hot ashes
and lava dust corroded and burnt the
soles of our shoes and crack, d and
shrivelled the uppers in seams and welts,
the fumes of sulphur were stilling, and
black clouds of dust settled over our
clothes and faces, until our litt.e party
looked more lika a band of chimney
sweeps than the gay debonair group of
tourists of scarce an hourao. The
dust was no respecter of poisons, but
had the true Democratic spirit of our
own soil, and the dainty ladies, who e --

sayed the toilsom-- t ascentoon developed
complexions that would certai ily have
done credit to Comanche Indians. My
wife pluckily pressed onward, but her
steps began to lag, and when within a
short dist.ince of the summit she stop
ped altogether.and informed me that ehe
felt too exhausted by the exertion and
too choked by the heat and stifling
fumes of tho sulphur -- now altno.t over-
whelming to proceed further, but we
were now to near the summit to give up,
and encouraging hor the best I could,
partly suppjrting and partly carry-
ing her at time3, and growling at her in
regular bear fashion, which she prompt-
ly resented, as all good Missouri wives
do when their husbands essay th6 bear
act, we weari d, exhaused and decidedly
out of breath reached the crest of the
po-ik- , and with eyes rivetted on tho cra-

ter stood at the brink of the great chasm
opening at our feet, a gust of wind rolled
the clouds of smoke that shrou led the
crater away, and we gazed for a moment
down the mouth of the vast pit yawn
ing there at our feat, a mighty abyss
seemingly cut out of the summit of the
mountain by repeated strokes of light-
ning. It was indeed tho sight of a life
time.

The crater resembled a deep gash
cut in the centre of the peak,
its sides irieguia an angular, but
sloping in tne centre, blocks of molten
lava bubbling and agitated, thin spiral
columns of white vapor escaping here
and there, and emitting the penetrating
fumes of burning sulphur thrown off
from the fierce hidden fires of tho vol
cano beneath. Suddenly thcro came a
quiver, tho mountain beneath us tot
tered and trembled like an aspen tree
in the breath of a storm.and then a dull,
indescribable roar, and then it seemed
as if the very jaws of hell opened there
at our feet, and wc looked for one brief
moment into its illimitable abyss, and
red hot stones, blocks of molten lava,
vapor, smoke and a hail of pebbles and
ashes gushed forth from the mouth of
the block, fathomless chasm. The mag-

nificence of the scene, its sublime power.
and yet at the same time the infernal
attributes of tho picture,is such th at no
pen can adequately describe it. And
yet men say there is n hell I saw one
that day on the summit of Mount Vesu-
vius. Awed, covered with ashes, debris
and a hail of pebbl-s- , half suffocated
with the escaping fum.s of sulphur we
staggered, like drunken men, down the
slope.

At St. Peter's in Rome we saw tho
greatest handiwork of man, to-- d .y, at
Vesuvius, we saw the hand
work of God as written in the spheres.
We realized there, as never b jfore. that
he who would tamper with the unseen
forces of nature can well fall a victim o
them, and possibly we realized also the
further fact,! hat it is n t best to lift the
vail that conceals what God intend d
should be the unknowable; it is no! well

to ask Heaven to mirror forth iis glories,
or hell to grant us touch or sight of its
unseen fires. Such was Vesuvius as I
saw i', and such were some of the
thoughts and reflections that came with
tho seeing.

FACTS ABOUT OUR SCHOOLS.

The highest wages to women teach
ers are paid in California and the
District of Columbia, an average of
$64 a month.

The average salaries paid school
teachers in the entire United States
in 1S99 was $45.25 a month for men
and $38.14 a month for women.

There are 10,738,362 children and
young. men and women being educated
in the schools and colleges of the
United States 1,503,921 in private in
stitutions.

In 1S99 the people of the United
States spent $197,281,603 to educate
their children, which is $2.67 per cap
ita of population and $3.20 per capita
of children of the school age.

There are 244,527 schoolhouses, dor
mitories and other buildings in the
United States devoted to education,
and they are valued at $524,689,235.

There are 415.660 teachers 131.793

men and 283,867 women.
In Illinois the average for men was

$60.42 and women $53.27; in Indiana
$43 for men and $43 for women; in
Michigan. $44 for men and $35 for
women, and in Wisconsin, $41 and
$29. Wisconsin pays her schoolma'ams
less than any other of the states.

The average paid to men teachers
In Massachusetts in 1899 was $136.23
a month; in Rhode Island, $103.74: in
Nevada. $101 a month. Schoolma'ams
do not fare so well in those states.

San Francisco printers are jubilant
over the establishment of the nine'
hour day in that city.

The national secretary of the Amal
gamated Society of Carpenters and
Joiners, in his last report, shows
cash balance of $1,044,005.

Fifty new unions and 37 new--

branches have been organized during
the last 17 months by the United
Brewery Workmen's union.

Of members of nearly S00 labor or
ganizations in France between seven
and ten per cent, are out of work,
and at present over 20,000 persons are
either striking or are locked out over
labor differences.

The Atlanta Federation of Trades
1:b presented the Universalist church
of that city with a memorial window
in recognition of the stand taken by
that congregation in favor of union
labor during the carpenters' strike in
Atlanta.

Reports of the bureau of labor sta-
tistics of New York for the last quar
ter show that active organization
work continues, and that a gain of
15.0C0, embracing 151 unions, was
made to the membership in that pe-
