Baron XNordenskjold, upon finding
on the snows of Greenland dust com-
pozed of the elements invariably as-
sociated with meteorites, and of un-
comnmon occurrence in terrestrial
matter, concluded that cosmic dust
fs falling imperceptibly but contin-
ually npon the earth.

Vol
eanic dust has characteristic features,
and dust from clouds, collected either
by itself or in hail, snow, sleet or
rain, exhibits a regularity of com-
position not acen in other varieties of
dust. Iron, mickel, calcium, copper,
potassium and sodium always appear
in it in about the same proportions.
Bome dust that fell near Dublin in
1897 resembles meteorites in its com-
position, is attracted by a magnet,
and seems to be of cosmic origin—
