WAR AGAINST INSECTS.

Unless It lie Wasted Contlnaonslr
There la Dansser That the

l'ests Will Rata i n.

Dr. L. O. Howard, entomologist of
tlie department of agriculture, has
just made public some startling
statements of the property losses
caused by insects. He believes tliey
aggregate over siiHi.otHi.tMMi a year.
Other agricultural experts have made
higher estimates, and m years of un
usual insect activity the total loss
has been doubtless much greater.
The llocky mountain locust, or west
ern grasshopper, for examplo, in
1S74 ate up $100,000,000 worth of the
growing crops of Kansas, .Missouri,
Iowa and Nebraska. The chinch-bu- g

alone, according to Prof. Webster,
has eaten $330,000,000 worth of corn
and wheat in the we.tern states since
1S50 an average appetite of $7,000,- -
100 a year.

As for the mosquito, apart from
the losses believed to be due to its
"pernicious activity" in the spread of

yellow fever and malaria, it is an
immense depredator of real-estat- e

values. A etv Jersey newspaper re
cently estimated that its extermina
tion in that one state alone would
add to its real-estat- e valuation not
less than $100,000,000.

It certainly would pay lo wage a
continuous war of extermination
against, all these insects. X. Y.
World.
