Here is a trans-

action that Dockery-Coo- k & Co., fail to

exhibit: In V&", the state board of ed-

ucation sold 81,671,000 United States
bonds, which belonged to tho school

fund for 8L913.8G0, with which together
with other cash, purchased Sl,91!),000

six per cent state bonds, which were
purchased at accost of SI.OjS.SIC.

This $1,071,000 government bonds were
sold without the authority of the legis-

lature. They should have brought more

than the $1,913,866, because the prem-

ium on gold bends in December, 1875,

was 14per cent-Th- is 14 per cent would
have brought principal and premium

2,340,240-b- ut it didn't They were
sold for a fraction less than 12 per cent,
yet the auditor in his report for 1885, on
page 255 says they were 6old for 143 per
cent If the auditor's report was true
then these bonds should have brought
$2,420,398. Evidently this is another
one of those "mistakes in book-keepin-

that Governor Dockery refers to in pre-

senting the expert's exhibit. If these
bonds sold for HJS per cent, premium,
will the experts from New York please
tell us MiESOurians vho got the 8500,000

over and above what the state got? Wc

are from Missouri, and would like to be
shown. So much for the United States
bond transaction.

Now, as to the state bond transaction.
Look at the auditor's reports for 1835,

page 242, and you will find that the
bonds sold by the fund commissioners
were disposed of at less than par. On
page 255 you will find that these bonds
were sold back to the state board of ed-

ucation at a premium. DeWitt Stone.a
banker and bartner of Harvey Salmon,
who wan then state treasurer, worked
those deals through Kohn & Co., or New
York. In these two transactions tho

state lost about $700,000, and perhaps

this is why those experts from New

York failed to make an exhibit of this
transaction of course this does not in-

clude the total loss of 8493,S1!, const-

ituting the school fund.
The exhibit fails to make any state-

ment of the true interest earned by the
state bonded debt since January, 1871,

as compared with the amount of interest
paid thereon. It has been charged that
$1,273,120 too much interest had been
paid. The exhibit makes no disposition

of this amount.
It fails to explain how the reduction

of bonded debt, as shown in the sinking

fund transactions is short 81,030,071.

The governor says the exhibit will bd

published in installments to be doc-

tored no doubt to suit the conditions as
they arise.

In our mind the exhibit is one of
those that don't exhibit and the gov-

Matilda Collins was born in Hilt
county. Missouri. June 15th. 1816, and
she spent her entire life in tho county
of her birth. Her parents belonged to
the nioneers of this section, and she
herself knew what life in a new country
meant. Although her lire was not long
she lived to see wonderful transforma
tion in all this region of Missouri. At
the time of her birth the population 01

Holt couatv was but 1 800. while at tne
time of her death it had reached 18,000.

Altht,uch she was one in a farrilyof eight
children, her parents are dead and all of
her brothers and Bisters, except one,

MissSudie Collins.
For years Mrs. Shutts has been a

great sufferer, more of a sufferer than
a'most any one knows, but when free
from distress was of a very happy and
genial nature. Her long life iu this
place caused her to know almost every
one, and her happy temperament won

for her a host or very warm and close

friends that truly mourn with the sur-

viving husband and sister her depar
ture. Although a frail woman for years,
her end came very sudden and unex-

pected. She was feelina unusually well,

and with other friends was preparing to
soon start on a visit to relatives in Illi-

nois. She had been in S. Joseph on

Friday and Saturday, but on Sabbath
afternoon was stricken with paralysis
from which she never rallied, dying
Monday about noon. Her visit there-

fore was to the world beyond instead of
to other friends in this life.

Years ago she professed faith in Christ
us a Savior uniting with the Presbyter-

ian church Bnd remained an enrolled
member of the same church till the
time of her death.

On May 6th, 1868, she was united in
marriage to Mr. Henry Shutts, in the
Presbyterian church and in the very
room of the church where her funeral
services were held.

Thr fnneml services were held in the
Presbyterian church Wednesday after
noon, at 2 o'clock, and were conducted
by the pastor, Rev. Henry A. Sawyers
and Rev. Crampton.of the M. fc. church,
and Rev. Maupin, of the Christian
church.

"There never was a time in my
opinion when the people of old Holt
county were more contented thun they
are now," said one of our farmers to us
on Saturday last.

It is,
therefore, especially desired that parties
owning ana operating stone quarries
should report the location of the same
to the director of the bureau. Arrange
ments can be made to have the stone
from active quarries tested and quarries
exammeu u application is maae at an
early date.'
