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THE LAW AS IT IS.

Misdemeanors.

A person in closely exauining u_ul'
statutory laws., cannot help but police
some of the effects of the demagoguery
practiced at Jefferson City. Many laws
are enacted down there that never
should have been placed upon our stat-
ute books, just because many represen-
tatives and senators have not the cour-
age of their convictions—or the stamina
to stand up and say, *po:” —and because
some governors have not the back bone
to interpose a veto, It hus been the
practice of our state general assembly
tor the last twenty years to pander to
the supposed interests of the so-called
“labor element,” and blatant dema-
gogues have played thewr hands aling
this line at Jefferson City. to a tinish —
presumably, for the purpose ol catching
votes, 1 bave always thought that
every man ought to pay his honest debts
—for what he eats and wears, at least—
that is for the actual necessaries of life,
if for nothing else—and that when such
necessaries are furnished him on time,
at his own earnest solicitation and re-
quest, by some good Samaratin brother.
it always looked to me like he ought to
be made to pay for them—if, indeed, he
had anything in the way of property at
‘all, to pasy with;—and that statutes
should be framed with a view to assist-
ing creditors in the collection of such
debts, rather than to retard and impede
them in such collections by statutory
enactments throwing hinderances in
their way. But such is oot the view of
the average legislator down at Jefferson
City. Oh, no; this august body not
only throws an exemption protection
around debtors who have families (as I,
and we all, are in favor of doing) but it
goes further and protects the single man
who has no one whomsoever dependent
upon him;—and at the session before
the last they passed a bill muking it a
misdemeanor for a person to even sue
and try to collect such a bill, or any
sort of bill or debt-excepting under
certain restrictions. The section of law
that I refer to is as follows:

“Every person or persons, company,
corporation or firm, and every agent of
&DnYy person, persons, company, corpora-
tion or firm who shall take or send, or
cauee to be taken or sent, out of this
state any note, bond, account or chose in
action for the purpose of instituting or
causing to be instituted any suit there-
on in a foreign jurisdiction against a res-
wdent of this state, for the purpose of
having execution, attachment, garnish-
ment, or other process issued in such
suit, or upon a judgment rendered in
any such suit, against the wages of a
resident of this state, and having such
precess served upon any person who is,
or firm, company or corporation which
is subject to the processes of the >ourts

of this state, who is indebted or may be-
come indebted to a resident of this state
for wages, shall be deemed guilty of a
misdemeanor, and, on conviction there-
of, shall be punished by a fine of not
less than one hundred dollars nor more
than five bundred doliars, and by im
prisonment in the county jail for a per-
iod of not less than thirty days nor more
than ninety days.

Well, such a law as this may be wel-
comed by some sort of people, but 1
doubt it very seriously. The labor ele-
ment of this couniry, as a class, are
probably just about as honest as other
people, and good wen are not afraid of
the law as it stood before. There is an
old saying that “too much of a good
thing is woree than none at all,™ and if
too maoy of these protective, exemption
and prohibitive laws are passed to pan-
der to the debtor element and euntargle
the ereditor in the coll=ction of his bills,
it might get to where tradesmen. doc-
tors and other pecessary persons in |
times of need and distress might cease
to extend credit, at all. Then, what
wonld become of us all? 1 know that
there is a theory (and it is gaining many
adherents, too, it seems) that “no man
should ever extend credit of any kind to
any other man"—but this will not do. |
The business of this country is done
very largely, in fact, almost exclusively
upon the credit system, and confidence
between men. The banks and whole-
sale institutions ail do it in this way:—
and in fact could do it in no other way.
Somebody must have some confidence
in ard extend credit to somebody else.
Why, if you go to one of our grocery
stores apd buy ten doliars’ worth of
goods and pay for them by a cheque to
the bank—some confidence is involved -
and some credit is extended. In the
first place you have confidence in the
merchant that he will deliver the goods
at your house, for you make him your
deblor by paying him the bill in ad-
vance, and you have confidence in the
bank that it wil: pay your cheque, for
you long ago made it your debtor when
you deposited your money with it;—and
the merchant has confidence in both of
you; (1) in you tha? you have the money
on deposit at the bank to meet the
cheque, or he would not deliver the
goods at your home without first cash.
ing it, and (2) in the bank thst it is
solvent and all right, and that it will
pay to him the amount of the cheque,
upon presentation or he would not re
ceive it from you at all. But cur Jeff
erson City legislators (Democratic ones,
of course, for Republicans are allowed
very little to say down there as to what
sort of bills shall be passed and what
shall not be), have now begun to make |
laws to punish honest creditors for en-
deavoring to collect accounts due them
in any other way than within certain
prescribed limits—by making it a mis-
Jdemeanor, punisbhable by either a fine or |
imprisonment for them to do otherwise;
thus, probably destroying a large part
of the credit between men—and mater-
ially injuring the business status of the
debtor and creditor elements of the
state. It is getting to be very easy fo
make misdemeanors now a days any-
way;—100 easy entirely;—almost as easy
in fact, as Abraham Lincoln once said
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during the war, that it was easy for him

to make generals. Somebody came 1
just after some battle, with a very dis-
tressing report, to the effect that our
arms had met a most terious reverse—
had, in fact, lost some thirty genera's,
several thousand private soldiers and
more than five hundred mules: and the
informant in great excitement -aimost
hreathlessly —iespecially over the loss of
so many officers) asked the president
what he thought could be «one about
it. Lincoln's eye twinkied as he looked
the messenger over for a minute, and
then he very characteris:izally replied:
“Well, indeed, my heart bleeds for the
mothers and wives of those poor soldier
boys who have fallen: -and the loss of
those mules is next to irreparable; but
as for the generals you speak of--that
is easily fixed: I can make thirty new
generals in half that many minutes.”
And so it is with the Missouri legisia-
ture in making misdemeanors. It is
about as hard for that body to produce
something valuable as it was for Lin-
coln to replace those mules, i. e., next to
impossible;—but for to make a misde-
meanor out of the innocent and honor-
able act of some hard working fellow-
ritizen, for political effect, is dead easy.
The truth is that a large majority of the
members—and this applies especially to
new members—(perhaps two-thirds of
both houses, all told, are included in
this class) go down to the capital with
their minds full of impracticable notions
that they hope to see enacted into laws.
Their bills are prepared and formally in-
troduced into the respective houses, the
presiding officers  thereof very courte
ously refer them to the proper commit-
tees for consideration—but they never
et back. By the time the session is
half out, or so, these fellows begin to
see that the legislative hopper is full to
running over with bills—most of them
just such impracticable euggestions as
their own, and, if they only knew it,
were introduced by members from other
counties of the state under just such
circumstaoces as they introduced theirs
—and now , for the first time, they begin
to realize that their several pet meas-
ures must die; so they make terms with
“the push,” and, in exchange for their
votes Lo pass the legislation that “the
push" has agreed upon, these little, in-
nocent, unsophisticated fellows are per-
mitted to hunt up some little unneces-
sary, ipossible harmful) changes to be
mnde in some unimportant section of
the law —or some questionable act to be
made into a misdemeanor. (And these
bilis even are often lost in the shuffle;
but this sort of work all helps to keep
these fellows in a good humor and
makes them think that they are help ng
to legislate). They must be allowed to
do some little something of course {and

especially is this true if they are Demo-

crats) in return for their votes to pass
the “pusk™ bills: and also in order that
when they return to their homes it can
not be said of them that they did ahso-
lutely cothing while at the capitol—for
they might like to be ra-elected. And
then the most of the bills introduced by
Republicacs, pand many meritorious bills
introduced by Democrats. are smothered
out entirely. \h, these “push™ fellows:
they are the ones that control the legis-
lation in this state —-and it is alleged
that the lobby often controls “the push.”
It has even been claimed that some
members are bound up by pledges 1o
this interest and to that to such an ex-
tent, even before they are elected, that
by the time they get down to the capi-
tal they are so involved and hampered
with promises and pledges that they can

| scarcely call their very souls their own

_let alone their votes. Well, pledges
may be all right, and probably are, in
some cases, and for some purposes: but
it does seem to me that in a country like
this where so many conflicting, though
valuable, interests are involved, we need
high-minded, honorable men who are
not bound up under too many pledges,
to act for us in the legislative halls. 1
am inclined to think that the American
people, (as a rule) make too many prom-
ises and pledges anyway for their own
good—as well as for the good of the
country. If aman isall right he will
do about the right thing aynhow, and f
he is all wrong he should not be trusted
to start with. The facts are that the
more 1 man is bound up by pledges to
this thing and 1o that, the less he be.
comes a free moral agent and a free
man —and the more he becomes a ma-
chine. It might do very well for every
wan to make one pledge, to wit: That
he will do right, under all circum
stances, as God gives him knowlege to
gee the right--and then stop. 1 re-
member once, many years ago, of hear-
ing Mr. Henry Minton, of near Fortes-
cue, (we were then all much younger
men than we are now ) make a statement
along this line, that, th.  sre and more
I have thought of it, durmg these sub
sequent years, the more it hasimpressed
me a8s having been very sensible. It
was in about "74 or 75, 1 think: -along
about the time that the famous “New
York-Francis Murphy-temperance-card-
pledge™ was having its rage, and sweep
ing over the country like 8 Texas cy-
clone. 1 was at Mr. Minton's house one
day, and, by invitation, remained to
dinner. In some way, at the table, the
question came up concerning this Mur-
phy pledge. Mr. Minton quietly heard
the expressions pro and con (mostly pro)
from one and another of those present
around the table (and this was a good
many too, for it was a pretty big table
that was spread at his home in those
days when he employed hired hands,
and was farming, in one way and anoth-

er, some fifteen hundred to two thous-
and acres of land, and when all the
children, both girls and boys—includiog
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home) until, as if by common consent,
all attention was finally turned towards
our host at the head of the table, Mr.
M., kimself, for his views. He, hall-
smilingly. surveyed the crowd with a
comprehensive glance,and good —humor-
edly, though earnestly and impressively,
guid: -*Well, there is but one kind of a
pledge that I would sign; and that
would be a pledge pledging myself never
to siga any pledges, whatever.” It was
an impre:sive lesson to us all, and one
that has remained with me to this day.
He believed in every man being a freg,
as well as an honest, man.

Sterrett's Curiosity Bhop.

“Qld Slick's Curiosity Shop.” That's
the name the boys of the town applied
to Henry Sterett's quaint old store at
Oregon, Mo., and the older people,think-
ing the name appropriate, took it up
and now “Old Slick’s Curiosity Shop" is
known all over Northwest Missouri. It
is more than a relic of former days. It
is a monument to the business sagacity
and shrewdness of a man who eetiled in
this country when it was an important
part of the wild and wooly west, and an
incontrovertible argument against the
attempting mixing of bus‘pess with con-
viviality and high living.

“0Old Slick's Curicsity Shop,” is a
country s'ore established and operated
in the days of the civil war and kept in-
tact Lo the present time. 1t is filled to
tte front with goods purchased wheo
prices were high and when the prevail-
ing styles were such as to put to flight
a modern Beau Brummel or a women
with 20th century idess. There are
curios there galor, but no offer of money
will tempt the owner to part with a
single one of them. He has vowed a
vow that he will never sell any of his
goods and for 3) years or more he has
kept farth with himself.

In the early forties William Heaory
Sterreit went to Oregon from Lafayette,
Ind., and op=oed a trading post. The
Indians liked him and took freely of the
wares he offered and he became rich.
The store, which has since made him a
noted character, was bui't a few years
after he settled there. At that time “1
was strictly up-to-date and is said to’
have been the first department store
established in the state of Mi=souri. It
contaioed everything from millinery to
farm wagons and farm machioery. It
stands today as it stood at the close of
the civil war, and affords an interestiog
study of the growth and development of
the mercantile industries of the country

rolls of calico, bought at war-time prices
and retuiled at 25 cents a yard. Old-
fashioned hats, that remind one of the
eolonial days, are marked #3, 85 and &
gach. The moet interesting feature of
the old curiosity shop is, perhaps, the
millinery department Sterreit flour-
ished belore women were engaged in the
hat and bonnet trimmiog indusiry in
the small towns, and it wss necessary,
to make bis department store complete,
tocarry & few dozen trimmed hats,

There is a show case filled with musty
specimens,the handiwork of the milliner
of the early sixties in the store at the
pressnt time, and they do not resemble
the Paris models of the 20th century,
gither. On the top of the shelves sre
pictures of the kind that adoin-d the
parlors of the wealthy classes at the time
when this novel g'ock of merchandige
was purchased. They are so old that
the process by which they were made is
a lost art, but the price cards say they
sold for 810 to 325 in their day.

From one end of the building to the
other, is to be found articles which the
present generations knows not the useof
