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Manner la Which They Are Prepared
for Family I'ae.

The manner in which cocoanuts are
prepared for market is a process with
which few persons are familiar, and a
trip through a cocoanut factory Is in-

teresting. The cocoanuts before being
shipped here are taken out of the
tough outside husk. When they reach
the factory they have only the thin,
hard inner shell. The shells are cut
off with hatchets, and one man can
shell with a hatchet from 300 to 1.200
per day, according to his skill. From
the husking room the nuts go to the
peelers, where the thin skin which is
between the white meat and the shell
is shaved off. Two shavers can handle
as many nuts as one huller can open.

As the nuts are peeled they are thrown
into a band carrier and are taken up

and dropped mechanically Into a shred-

der, where the meat is ground up. The
shredded cocoanuts drop to a long met-

al table in a room which is heated to
a temperature of about 130 degrees,
where they are cured for about four-

teen hours. A cooling room is next
utilized, and there the shredded sub-

stance is cooled, ready for packing into
tubes in which it is shipped. The ca-

pacity of a factory where twenty-fiv- e

persons are employed is 8.000 nuts per
day. Baltimore Sun.

Fog.
The word "fog" has not been traced

farther than the sixteenth century, but
the thing was known in the early years
of the fourteenth. The commons, with
the prelates and nobles visiting Lon-

don for the parliaments and on other
occasions, united to petition Edward I

to compel the burning only of dry
wood and charcoal, as the growing
use of sea coal corrupted the air with
its stink and smoke to the great preju-

dice and detriment of health. In 1306

the king prohibited the use of coal;
heavy ransom and lines were inflicted
for disobedience; in the case of recal-

citrant brewers, dyers and other arti-

ficers the furnaces and kilns were de-

stroyed. But the restriction was evi-

dently soon removed, for in 1308 50
(probably equal to about 800 now)
was paid from the exchequer for wood
and coal for the coronation of Edward
II.

We have an abundance of grass, and
where men have attempted to till the
earth it has yielded many fold and
those who have tried it are satisfied
that greater things are in store for
them. The sea has not failed to yield
of its abundance and our fishermen
have been handsomely rewarded for
their toil. The mineral wealth of
Alaska is more promising today than
in the past. It is here, and when ob
tained will represent human effort.
We have not been visited by destruct
ive disturbances of the atmosphere.
earth or sea. While we recount our
manifold blessings our thoughts will
be tempered by the calamity which
overwhelmed so many people on the
steamship Islander and by the humil-
iation which we feel in the manner of
the death of President McKinley."

"Territory
of Hawaii," "T. H.." or "Haw." have
no place in the official abbreviations
for the new territory. When the is
lands became a territory of the United
btates considerable speculation was
had as to how letter writers abroad
should address their friends here, and
many believed that "T. H." would
about hit the mark.

nake states that when ordering sta-
tionery from Washington he made out
the forms, intending to use the letters

with the word "Hawaii" printed there
on.
