TAMPERING WITH MAIL BOX.

Curry Receives
tant Order.

An communication, relating
to the protection of rural delivery mail
boxes was received by Postmaster Currv
Saturday, the superintendent of
the rural free delivery. The communica
tion is as follows:

The following paragraph is taken from
the postoffice bill:

" hoever shall hereafter willfully or
maliciously injure, tear down, or destroy
any letter box or other estab
lished by order of the postmaster general
or approved or designated by him for the
receipt of of mail matter on anv
rural free delivery route, or shall break
open the same.or willfully or maliciously
injure, deface or destroy anv mail mat
ter deposited therein, or
take or steal such matter from or out of
such letter box or other receptacle, or
shall willfully aid or in anj of the

offenses, shall for every
such offense be punished by a fine of not
more than $l,000,or by imprisonment for
not more than three years."
