earlier in a fit of passion, and was no
easy character to deal with. The czar |
saw fit to disparage the English queen, |
whom, he declared, “he did not reckon |
to be his fellow,” there being those who
were her betters. Bowes could not stand
this sort of thing. and pluckily asseried |
that his princess was as great as any |
in Christendom. *“What! As great nl:b
the emperor of Germany?” demanded
Ivan. *“Why.” answered Bowes, with a
fine assumption of scorm, “such is the
greatness of the queen, my mistress, that
the king, her father, had not long since
the emperor Iin his pay in his wars
against France.” The czar waszat first
more furious than ever, but in time he
took Bowes Into his favor.

To Obtain Power.

The dewand for industrial power is
leading to remote and unexpected placea
and to unexpected methods. The scheme
of the French engineers to obtain some
50,000 horse power from water falling
into the Dead sea is based on the fact
that the level of that body is more than
1,500 feet lower than that of the Medi-
terranean and Red seas,and on the prob-
ablility that the enormous evaporation—
6,000,000 tons a day—would prevent any
appreciable rize in level from water
turned Into the depressed basin. Of
three projected routes for a canal to
supply the water, it Is believed the cheap-
est would be one starting at Akaba, in
the Red sea, and passing through the
desert of Wady-el-Jebel.

The Best Timekeeper.

The world's best timekeeper s sald to
be the electric clock in the basement
of the Berlin observatory, which was in-
stalled by Prof. Foerster in 1865. It is
enclosed in an air-tight glass cylinder,
and has frequently run for periods of
two or three months with an average
daily deviation of only 15-1000 of a sec-
ond. Yet astronomers are not satisfied
even with this, and efforts are continual-
ly made to secure Ideal conditions for a
clock by keeping it not only in an air-
tight case, but in an underground vauit
where neither changes of temperature
nor of barometric pressure shall ever
affect it.
