Killed by a Train.

Sunday morning, August 6, 1905,about
7 u'clock, two boys, Cyrus Southers and
Charles Boyles, were fishing in the Mis-
souri river, about three miles south of
Forbes, and found the body of a man
unkoown to them, lying on the railroad
track, The man had beeo killed and

the rumor spresd that the unknown
man had been the victim of foul play
and that he had been placed on 1he
track to conceal the crime. Coroner
Bickel, of Mouud City, was notified, and
Prosecutor Blair and Sherif Wilhams
were soon oo the ground. A large
crowd gathered and the dead man was
soon identified as Liouie Charles Brant.
He had gone to 8t Joseph Saturday,
and becoming intoxicated, missed the
YViliisca train, and so was forced to come
to Amazonia on a branch train and walk
from that place to his home, near where
he was killed. From the best informa-
tion obtainable he was killed by the 1l
o'clock north-bound Burlington train.
He was about 30 years old and left a
wife and several small children, as well
us several brothers. After the inquest
bis body was taken to Nodaway for
burial. Tbhe inquest soon established
the cause of his death and the coroner’s
jury returned a verdict that he was
killed by & moving train.
