Honest Assessment Leagues.
The time is ripe for the urganization
+f *Honest Asseesmen' Leagues " Any
one who «ill take 1he tr.uble to exam
ine the list of taxp.yers in any school
district will ind property —eapecially in
notes and m ney listed eotirely too
low. A committ-e of pine three from
each,shool board. city council and crm-
mercial club, at Aur ra, Mo.. has been
appoioted to assist the assessor in lo-
cating unassessed notes, bond wnd
money. Noooe need be surprised if
this committee finds ten times as much
of such property as has been listed
Let local l-agues be formed and then &
state league comp-sed of delegates rep-
resenting local lesgues,

In the interest of better schools, it
seems absolutely necessary to increase
the amount of assessed wwluation of
many school districts. The state sup-
erintendent wws recently calied into
consultstion to devi-e means of secur-
ing & better and suitable school build-
ing for asmall town. After thorough
investigation, it was found that the con-
stitutional limitation prevented their
voting bonds, because the corporation
was already bonded t» the limit. If all
the property of that district were as-
sessed, and at half ita actual value, the
district would have twice as large an as-
se-sed valuation, and could, under the
constitution, vote #10,000 in bonds nec-
essary lo erect a suitable school build
ing. It could also a' the usual rate of
levy for school pu:poses, maintain a
longer term, employ better teachers and
pay better salaries.

In considering the rate of assessment
on real and personal propery, it should
pot be forgotten that real estate is tan
gible and it is all listed, while much
personal property escapes assessment
altogether. For this reason ussessors
incline to list notes and money at real
value, land at about one third of its ac-
tual vals and property more fluctuating
in value at still smaller rate.

Why not through “Honest Assessment
Leagues” make sentiment in favor of
listiug all property at its actual earning
capacity value and then assess it all at a
level discount of 40 or 50 per cent? The
people have long enough let great irrex-
ularities exist and the property of maoy
wealthy men escape taxation. Why not
correct it now?

The Growth of Land Tenancy imn
Missouri.

A tendency towards the centraliza
tion of lands in the hands of a few in-
dividuals is one of the modern economic
developments in this state to which
public attention has not been as sharply
directed as the imgrovement demands.
Onpe man in Atchison county 46,000, the
Scully lands in Bates county comprises
about 50,000 acres, the Hunter interesta
in southeast Missouri includes 35,000
acres, Rankin is said to owo 36,000
acres, the Stone Land company hes 35,-
000, the Deering Harvesier company
owns immeacse tracts of unknown extent
in the most fertile section of southeast
Missouri, and there are many other
holdings equaslly large.

George B. Ellis, Becretary of the
State Board of Agriculture, calls it “an
unquestionable tendency towards a ten-
ancy system similar to that which pre
vails in the countries of Europe.” He
thinks, however, that it has not reached
sufficient proportion to cause alarm for
the immediate future.

H.J. Waters, Dean of the Missouri
Agricultural College, discerns the same
movement:

**If the present tendency towards the
purchase of real estate by non residents
is continoed,” he says, “we are at the

its attendant disasters. A tenant sys-
tem of farming will seriously retard ag-
r:cultural progress, interfere with the
improvement of rural schools and farm
homes, and affect adversely the intelli-
geunce and prosperity of the state. Let
the American turmer become a tenant,
aod in a few geunerations European
conditions will be duplicated on Ameri-
can soil; the farmer will be a peasant
without spirit or ambiticn. Unques-
tionably, the present tendency is in
that direction. How it will end no one
can forsee."

The Pure Food Bill.

The Pure Food Bill, which has passed
one house of congress with little opposi-
tion, and is sure to pass the other, and
as certain to obtain the signature of the
President, is a piece of practical legis-
lation of vital interest. After being
hammered at for years and partially
provided for in various enactments, it is
now coming ig most comprehensive
form. It will certainly be marked in
its effects upon the appearance as well
as the component parts of foods and
beverages. It provides that all food
shipped shall be labeled, with all of its
ingredients and the proportions stated
thereon. The bill provides that it shall
be unlawful for any person or corpora-
tion to manufacture, sell, offer for sale
or deliver for shipment, or cause to he
delivered, shipped or transported from

any place within the jurisdiction of the

United States, any article of food, drugs,
medicines or liquors which are adulter-
ated or misbranded, or which cootain

any poisonous or deleterious substance.
