A few daya ago some members of the
Toledo Ice trust were put in jail, under
sentence of court, within six weeks after
the first complaints of the'r extortion
were filed. That straightaway adminie-
tration of justice was poss'ble because
of a geouioely effective state law pro-
moted by a Democratic Governor and
epacted by & Republicun Legialature
with the Goverpor's approvai.

Io Missvur,, an adminisiration ol
nearly 1he same complexion —a Demo-
eratic Executive with a “mixed” Legis-
lature, the Republicans predominating
on joint ballot—er.acted more wholesome
legislation than had been put oo the
statute books in any pumber of like
perivds. In Missouri, alsu, s« Republi-
can Attorney Genersl has acted with
the Democratic Governor to uphold the
principle of Inw-enforcement.

The action of the Democrats in Con-
gress in unitiog with the Republican
Presidents and his supporters of his
own party for an effective Rate bill re-
sulted io a fine service to the country,
and, iocidenially, aided the political for-
tuse of the minority representation.

Spurn the Use of Rod and Reel, Bu:
Land Scme Great Bass and
Catfish.

The mountain streams of Indian
territory, which abound in game fish,
prineipally black bass, have been as
vlear as erystal of late, and the Indians
have been having great sport gigging
L2,

In & mountain stream in the terri-
rory when the water is clear the bot-
tom can be seen through six feet of
water, and this makes gigging a great
sport for the Indians. They are ex-
perts with the canoe and the gig, aml
spurn the finest fishing tackle in the
way of rod and reel, as it is o slow
sport for them.

It is interesting to watch a couple of
Indians gig fish. With the long, slen-
der reed, tipped and barbed with steel,
one Indfan leans over the prow of the
canoe while the other with his paddle
gently and noiselessly lets the canoe
slide up to the big rocks and around
logs in deep water, where the bass and
catfish lie. The Indian carries his gig
uplifted and ready to strike at any
time.

With his face not six inches above
the water, his keen eyes scan the bot-
tom, and he will locate a bass or cat-
fish lying partly under a rock or log
that would never be seen by the aver-
age fisherman. The stroke of the dex-
terous arm is like lightning, and in a
flash the fish is speared through and
lifted in the boat.

There is no struggling to land him,
no excitement of winding in the line
for the Indian hunts for game, and not
for sport.

An Indian seldom misses I:is fish
when he throws the giz. And his mo-
tion is so perfect and his bulance so
even that there is scarcely a tremer in
the boat, while the amateur is more
likely to not only miss his fish two
feet, but stand on his head in the wa-
ter besides.

in their after offects they are liahle
to e injurious. But the finid extract
of the maypop, which is oltained from
the leaves and fowers, while wonder-
fully effective as a soporific, has no
Nemesis, The improved fruit of the
maypon is available for nuse hoth fresh
and preserved. In all likelihood it
will make its appearance hefore lonz
in our markets.

HONOR AMERICAN WOMEN.

Ecglish Scientific Society Elects
Lady Astronomer to Mem- :
bership,

Mrs. Willlamina Paton Fleming,
curator of photographs at Harvard ob-
servatory, has been elected an  hon-
orary member of the Royal Astronoms-
ical society, and is therefore the first
American woman to receive such dis-
tinction in the world of astronomy.
Only two other women, Lady Huggins,
widow of Sir William Huggins, and
Miss Agnes M. Clerke, have been
zranted a similar distinetion.

Mrs. Fleming, states the Boston Her-
ald, has cecupied an important posi-
fion in the Harvard observatory for
the last 25 years. The Dr. Henry
Draper fund, established in 1886 by
his widow, Mrs. Anna Palmer Draper,
of New York, made possible the elab-
orate work of photographing the con-
stellations, and Mrs. Fleming, at the
head of this department, has achieved -
magnificent results. One of Mrs. Flem-
ing’s valuable contsibutions to the field
of astronomy is the Draper catalogue,
which contains a classification of
10,000 stars, showing the position and
brightness of each.

Of the 98 fifth type stars which are
known to the astronomical world Mrs.
Fleming discovered all but 15. Since
1887 there have been 11 new stars dis-
covered, and of this number the loca-
tion of eight stands to the eredit of
Mrs. Fleming. The corporation of
Harvard, recognizing the signal abil-
ity of Mrs. Fleming, appointed her an
cfficer of the college a few years ago.

Mrs. Fleming is a persistent worker
and rarely takes a vacation—indeed,
under cirenmstances which would pre-
vent the ordinary person from indulg-
ing in serious work she clings to her
task with a fidelity that is remark-
able. In summer instead of seeking
rest she usually pursues her arduous
studies at the observatory.

WORE STEEL LINED BLOUSE

Chinaman's Garment Padded with
Metal Plates aa Protection

for Body.

Complete verification of the state-
ment that members of the warring fac-
tions in Chinatown wear coats of mail
to protect them from the bullets and
knife thrusts of their enemies was
found recently whem the police, in in-
vestigating the shooting of Willle Lea
York, found an armored coat in the
room of Lee Pock, his alleged as-
sailant. The coat is made after tha
ordinary style of a Chinaman's loose
blouse and is of blue jean or heavy
drilling. On the body it looks like
an ordinary laundryman's working
blouse. but when the police picked it
up they found out differently.

The garment from hem to neck was
padded with steel, In the shape of.
pieces about an imch and a 'ﬁ.-!
square. These do not lap like scales,
but are brought edge to edge, and held
with loops of wire. That the metal
lined coat might conform to the body
the pleces of steel were pounded and
made slightly conecave. Across the
body of the garment, back and fromt,
is apparently a seam, but eyamination
showed that the coat was made of
double thickness in the lower portion,
and underneath the apron-like flap
in front there was a long pocket like
a holster. o

The zarment weighs all told about
50 pounds, and is about three-fourths
of an inch in thickness. It was
turned over to Superintendent Taylor
and will be taken into court as an &x-
hibit in the case of Lee Pock. who
was held at a hearing before Magis-
trate Gallagher to await the result of
York's injuries. ’
