Remarkable Viands Served at a Ban-
quet in London.

A Spanish visitor to London in 1582
deseribes a bangquet of that day: ™I
will tell you no Ive,” he begins cau-
tiously: I saw such kindes of meate
ealen as are wont to be sene and not
eaten; as a horse rosted, a eat in
=zely, little lizards with whot hroth.
frogezes fried. and divers other sortes
of meates, which | sawe them eate,
but 1 never knew what they were till
they were eaten.” The “guaking
custard” of that period was a huge
dish in the middle of the table, into
which, “at a private signal, the city
fool suddenly leaped, over the heads
of the astonished feasters, who were
instantly hespattered with this rich
and savory mud.” Undeterred, how-
ever, by this nasty behavior, the eiti-
zens not only ate plentifully of the
custard, but even took some home to
their wives. Nor were the women of
those days backward in demanding
expensive dainties for themselves, it
seems; for an essayist of 1601 sar
castically asks: “Who will not ad-
mire our nice dames of London, who
must have cherries at 20 shillings a
pound, and peascods at 5 shilling a
peck? Yong rabbettes of a spanne.
and chickens of an inch?”

The Limit for Her.

Coal Mining Under Sea.

Up in Cape Breton “Island, where
there are a great number of golleries
digging out cozl from under the sea.
the submarine area thus undermined
now amounts to about 16 ordinary
farms of 100 acres each. The outer
end of the hole is something over a
mile from shore. Strange as it may
seem. the workings have never been
invaded by sea walcr streams, al-
though fresh water streams have. been
encountered flowing out in the strata
under the ocean bed. The thickness
of the strata over the mines varies
from 500 to 1,140 feet. About 3,250,
000 tons of coal have thus far been
taken from these submarize workings,
and there is as vet ne indieation of
failure of the beds
