The Disease in Young Chickens and |

How to Treat It,

This is probably one of the most se-
rious ecauses of loss amonz chicks, It
is caused by a smali worm that ac-
cumnlates in the windpipe untll the
chicks suffocate. The affected chicks
constantly try to dislodge the worms
by gaping and shaking the head. If
the chick is quite large it can nsually
manage to throw of the disease. If.
however. the dizezse attacks small
chicks, they usually suceumb to it, or
hecome stunted.

There are several wavs of treating
zapes, but in all cases the first thing
to do is to separate the unaffected
ones from the rest and move them to
| fresh ground,us the disease frequent-
Iy spreads rapidly if this precaution
is not taken.

A yet
more froitfal source of untruthfulness
lfes in the fear of punishment, and
this is particularly the case with chii-
dren of delicate body or of nervous
temperament. Children who are gov-
erned by love rather than by fear es-
cape this temptation to le, but when
a child feels that punishment for a
fault or faifling is inevitable, it seems
such a little thinz to cover the frailty
with a lic, and yvot the child who lacks
the moral couraze to avow a fanlt suf-
fers untold azonies of remorse for
every lapse from truth, Let children
be encouraged to own their faunlts, and
even the most nervous can he made to
do it, if sure that the confession takes
away the punishment, or reduces it to
such an extent that no bodily saffer-
inge entailed.—Illustrated Sunday
Magazine.
