That at the general electlon to be held
fn this state on the first Tuesday after
the first Monday in November, 1908,
there shall be submitted, for adoption, to
the qualified wvoters of the state, the
following amendment to the Constitution:
Section 1. The legisiative authority of
the state shall be vested in a legislative
gsegembly, consisting of a senate and
house of represcatatives. but the people
reserve to themselves power to propose
laws and amendments to the Constitution.
and to enact or reject the same At the
polls. Independent of the legisiative as-
sembly, and also reserve power at their
own option to approve or reject at the
polls any act of the legislative assem-
bly. The first power reserved by the
prople 1s the [nitiative, and not maore
than eight per cent of the legal volers
In each of at least two-thirds of the
congresslonal districts in the stats ghall
be reguired to propose any measure by
such petition, aad every such petition
shall include the full text of the measure

Sec. 6, In case the full membership of
the supreme court or a court of appeals
at any time shall not be made up by the
attendance of the judges comprising such
eourt, on account of the sickness of any
judge or judges of such court, or when
any Judge or judges may be desqualified,
one or more clreult judges within the
state, deslgnated by such court. shall be
rompetent to sit in such eourt: Provided,
that no elreuit judge before whom a
case or question may have been tried
or heard in the circuit eourt shall sit on
the trial or hearing of such case or ques-
tion in the supreme court or court of ap-
peals. A judge of a court of appeals
may under lke eclreumstances, and in
the same manner, =it as a member of
the supreme court. If. in any cass, the
suprems court = evenly divided, any
sucrh fodge or lawwver possessing the
qualifications of a judge of the supreme
court, when designited by such eourt
may., In surh ecase, slt with and be a
moember of the supreme court.
