GOING AFTER \VINTER EGGS

Few Simple Buggestions on Care and
Feeding That Will Bring Good
Results It Followed.

(y W W, STORMS)

The laying hen s usually search
Ing for whiat ahe needs to make eggrs
She takes what whe wants In the
way of food and lets the rest alone

It you compel her to take what
she domn’t want or take nothing, why
of conrse ahe will tnke what you pro
Yide, rather than starve to death, but
she won't lay as many cRKs.

Thereiore, we like the hopper
method of feeding We always pro
Vide n self-feeder hung on the wall
jumt high enongh so the hens can eat
what they want withowt wasting it on
the floor,

A bhetter method s to provide a
platform 16 Inchea or so above the
floor, so the fowl ecan jump up and
down for the feed and water they
fdenire, and then go back to the litter
to work for the grain that In scat
tered In it

In one apartment of the self feeder
Is grit; another, charconl; another,
osuter ghells, another, cqual parts of
finely eracked corn, wheat, barley and
onis; another, beefsorapa; In still an
aother in placed dry bran.
