The tomb of the late pontiff Ih
on Ihe rlsht al llio entrnnre tn tho
subterranean chapel, rlosn tn that of
several other popes, At this point
re mil audi nt miirblo tallies wore
remnvod tn mako room for the tomb
of Plus, which, while partly wlthluthe
wall, also project Intn the passage,

Tlie hodv of the pontiff lies tn a
cypres wood coffin, tin which rests 11

.pold cross. This Is encased In xlnc.
and Ilmillydh an nak rusket. On the
ensket Is, the Inscription:

".llere.lh'H tho'hodnf Plus X.. born
June Z.,is:ja, (Ho. AUgust 2T, 1!H.'"
