tanl facts contained In the bulletin
relative to this county are as follows:

There arc SIM homes In Holt comi-
ty. Of this number ISlo are farm
home. iV of the farm homes are
owned by their occupants and are
free of mortgaged Incumbrance. The
mortgaged farm homes number 611.

Hunters occupy Mil farm homes In
this county.

Out of a total of .'II.VJ homes In the
county M3.I are urban homes. There
arc 800 urban home owners In the
county. Of Ibis number 1U!) are mort
gaged. HID of the u rban on ned homes
are freo from Incumbrance. There
are "00 rented urban homes In the
county.

The census enumerators were una-

ble to secure data pertaining to the
ownership of a small percentage of
both the rural and urban homes In
this county.

There are now ten "dry" states.
They are Georgia, Kansas, Maine,
Mississippi, North Carolina, North
Dakota, Oklahoma, Tennessee and
West Virginia, to which Virginia has
been recently added, the people of
that state adopting prohibition by a
majority of :Li,ooo. This means that
over 17,000,001) people are now or soon
Mill bo under prohibitory law.

In some of these states prohibition
Is a moral principle and has been
adopted for purely moral reasons. In
others, while thu moral principle has
obtained to a certain extent, prohibi
tion has been largely an economic
measure a means loan end. Inthoso
stales wheru thu moral principiedom-Inates- ,

prohibitory laws are more gen-

erally enforced: In those where It
docs not dominate, prohibition Is

more or less class legislation and Is
enforced accordingly.

Still, whether moral principles or
c:onomlc measure, the ellecl as a
whole Is the same. The statu be-

comes at least normally "dry."
this reason advocates of prohibition
have a right to claim an advance of
the prohibition Idea.

The youth of Judge Ellison was
spent In attending school and upon
making choice of the practice of law,
a profession he commenced reading
under the direction of his father. Af-
