Haw I Raised The World's Cham
pionship Acre of Com.

Ily Walker Lee Dunson, of Ala
bama, champion boy corn grower of
the world,

In preparing my land for corn I

tlrslcul Ihestalkswlth aslalk cutter
and turned the land from ten to
twelve Inches deep on the Htat of
March w Ith a tvuvhorte plow I then
doublfout ilie land with a tllak har
row, and on the (seventh of April 1

laid off the rows three feet apart, !!
ded the land with a one horse turner
and planted the corn In the water
furrow, .using two hundred pounds of
10 4 guano.

The corn came up In perfect stand.
For the first plowing I used a cultiva
tor Just deep enough to loosen the
soil. The second plowing was made
wllh a single stock, with scooter and
scrape. I then used four hundred
pounds of lo t guano.

Kor Its third cultivation I ued a
harrow, after having applied six hun
dred pounds of 10 1 guano. I then
thinned out the corn to a atand of
about eight Inches In the drill At
the fourth cultivation 1 again used a
harrow, and applied eight hundred
pounds of 10 4 guano, also giving It a
good hoeing.

Kor the tlfth cultivation I used a
harrow, and applied two hundred
pounds of 10 4 guano as a top dressing.
The harrow was used for the sixth
cultivation, and one hundred pounds
of nitrate of soda was applied. Kor
the seventh cultivation 1 used a
shovel cultivator, going over the
ground very lightly. Here Is the cot
of this acre of corn divided among the
various operations:
